HAYS TO ASK
BRIEF SESSION

Says General Assembly
Should Quickly Approve
Governor’s Suggestions

“It should be a :short session,
and I intend to tell the Senate
that the taxpayers expect it to be
short,” State Senator Doug Hays,
McDowell, said here Wednesday in
a discussion of the special General
Assembly session called. for next
Monday by Gov. Lawrence W,
Wetherby.

Senator Hays added that nobody
would dare oppose the Governor
in his move to raise the pay of
teachers and that he sees no reason
for the session to be drawn out |
over two or three weeks.

Governor Wetherby said Tuesday
that a $6,000,000 appropriation to
education will raise the state’s per
capita fund behind each pupil to
$38.36 next school year, an increase
of $8.78 over the 1950-51 outlay,

This will' provide for an average
$300 vearly pay raise for approxi-
mately 19,500 teachers in the 232
school districts, the Governor said.

Omne of the Governor's proposals
is for an appropriation of 36,000,000
out of an anticipated surplus of
$10,000,000 in the state treasury at
the end of this fiscal year, June 30.

The Governor specified that his

Ky.-W. Va. Affiliate
At Work on New Plant

Work on a new electric generating
plant was started this week by a sis-
ter company of Kenfucky and West
Virginia. Power Company. The site
of the $45,000,000 plant of the Ohio
River Power Company is located on
the Musingum river near McCon-
nellsville, Ohio.

Philliv Sporn, president of the
Amerfcan Gas & Electric Company,
told civic lofiicials and newspaper-
men at the ground-breaking ecere-
mony that construction of the new
plant is being accelerated to meet
anticipated needs of defense indus-
tries in Ohio, West Virginia, Vir-
ginia and Kentucky.

The new plant will initially consist
of two 200,000 kilowatt units which,
in addition fo supplying power for
the Ohio Power Company, will also
make available additional capagcity
for Kentucky. It is the second
400,000 k.w. generating plant to be
started within six months by Amer-
ican Gas and Electric Service Cor-
poration. Construction was started
on the Kanawha River plant near
Charleston, W. Va,, by the Appala-
chian Electric. Power Company in
October, 1950,

With full load, it is expected that
Muskingum River's 400,000 kilowatts
of capacity will consume 1,000,000
tons of cozl per year. Mr. Sporn
pointed out that the units at the
new plant will be among the largest
and most efficient generating units
in the nation.
