Mrs. A. H. ndt, head of the
committee enlisting volunteer don-
ors, announced that.all county of-
ficials whose physical condition will
permit have signed donor cards,

These cards are being placed in
both Prestonsburg banks snd in
various other business places here
for the convenience of any person
who may desire to contribute a pint
of blood on April 4 for use in saving
a life,

Bert T. Combs, Prestonsburg,
county chairman of the Red Cross
blood program, said this week that
the Red Cross acts merely as a co-
ordinating agency on behalf of the
federal government in' the procure-
ment of blood.

Mr, Combs explained that every
hospital in the county will receive
a blood supply as a result of the
program now being launched, al-
though the greater part of the blood

will go to the armed forces. Hos-|

pitals can keep blood no longer|
than 21 days when it must be re-
turned to the blood center, which
in turn supplants this with fresh
blood. The old blood' returned to
the center is converted into plasma.

No blood is kept at the hospital
here at this time and in few cases
is whole blood available at a hos-
pital now.

TwoKnown Dead of Measles,

Termed ‘Most Virulent Type’

Dr. Marvin Ransdell, direetor of
the Floyd County Health Depart-
ment, this week described the
measles epidemic which has hit
practically every Floyd county com-
munity within the last few weeks

and resulted in at least two deaths

as “the most virulent type of measles
I have ever seen in 30 years of prac-
tice.”

The disease is epidemic in prac-
tically every every county of this
section. The State Health Depart-
ment at Louisville said there are 1,-
458 cases of measles in Kentucky
as compared with 249 cases this
time last year.

Dr. Ransdell said there is no way
of reaching an acurate estimate of

the number of cases in Flayd county.
“There must be at least 300 cases,
and there may _be 900. These cases
aren't reported to us, and I can’t be
exact,’ he added.

That's the conclusion reached
after a survey made among teach-
ers by Good Housckeeping maga-
zine, which says that, “The more
music. a child can play—good or
bad, but music attractive to him—
the prouder and mare willing to
continue his lessons he will be”

Writing in the March issue, mu-

slc editor George Marek, reports
that teachers, thcmselves, blame
poor teaching methods for most

cases of abandoned music lessons.
Parents, he says, must choose a
teacher who uses “skill, imagina-
tion and daring.”

The author quotes Marguerite
Hood, president of the Musie Edu-
cators National Conference, on the
problem of practising, She | sug-
gests that a regular time be as-
signed to it, a time that does not
conflict “with a prized recreation,
like foothall.”

Another expert believes that mu-
sie should be taught by relating it
to experiences in the child’s life,
“Many teachers,” he says, “have
had good luck with making up
little stories about music to be
played.”

Marek believes that two things
are necassory to keep alive a child's
enthsiasm for music. First, he needs
a feeling of success; second, he
needs elp with practising. :

“You cannot practise for your
child,” he says. “Just be in the
background, so that when help is
needed, you can say calmly, ‘Let's
do this once again.' "
