COUNCIL HAS 
NO CONTROL 

Over City Utilities 
System, Is Decision; 
Burchett Asks Action 
The Prestonsburg City Council 

learned at its meeting Monday night 
that it has no power to control the 
make-up or actions of the city's 
water and gas commission. 

This information was gained from 
a reading of the ordinance which 
created the commission when the 
two utilities were p;:rchased by the 
'city and financed by a bond issue.' 

The question rose in Council when 
Cottrell Burchett, a former employe 
of the Prestonsburg Gas & Water 
System, sought to file with the 
Council charges against the Com­
mission and Dick Davis, superin­
tendent of the system. Burchett 
has contended he was dismissed 
from the system's payroll without 
ca. use. 

The ordinance provides that the 
Council may not replace members 
of the Commission and that the 
Commission has the power to em­
ploy and discharge workers.

These 
pricing charts must be mailed 
to the District Office of Price 
Stablization, 307 So.

A further clarification of the 
work cut out for retailers relieves 
certain businesses of the neces-

sity of filing pricing charts. OPS 
Regulation No. 7 calling for pric­
ing lists applies only to_ retailers 
who sell drygoods, clothing, 
household textiles, rugs and 
furniture. It does not apply to 
grocery stores, it was emphasized 
here this week.
