They do learn 
a bit a.bout cheating and poor sports­
manship, and regard ftsh as some­
thing to be caught to win a prize. 

I believe a child should be taken 
fishing and instructed individually­
when it is old enough to take care of 
itself along a Stream or on water, 
when it is capable enough not to be 
a nuisance to an adult, and when it 
can take care of its own tackle. Any­
thing else is misery for the adult, as 
the contest managers 'often learn.
