School Attendance 
Drops; 17 5 Pupils 
Out Here, Tuesday 
Floyd county was flu-ridden this 

week, and ridden hard. 
Every section of the county re­

ported numerous cases, an1 spread 
of the sickness approximated the 
epidemic stage. But for sulf:l drugs 
and penicillin which makes home 
treatment possible for physicians, 
hospitals would have been taxed to 
capacity, it was said. 

At the same time the virus in­
flection affecting young children 
continued to apear in the county. 
In one recent week four deaths were 
reported from this diSease. which 
is an intestional disturbance defying 
in many cases the usual drugs. 

County Superintendent Palmer L. 
Hall said he had not been given a 
report this week on the effect flu 
has had on school attendance, but 
it was learned by The Times that 
practically every school in the 
county has been hard hit. 

Chalmer H . Frazier, SU!Jerinten­
dent of Prestonsburg schools, said 
175 pupils out of approximately 
1,100 were absent from classes Tues­
day. The absentees here had drop­
ped to 169 by the following day. 

Two rural schools are known to 
have been temporarily closed be­
cause of the illnes of teachers. In 
the larger schools several teachers 
have been ill, but the schools have 
continued work with substitute in­
structors. 

There was no indication that 
spread of the disease would lead 
authorities to close the schools. 
Health and school officials agree 
that dispersal of the children to 
their homes would only serve to 
put them on the streets at play or 
in theatres, thus nullifying any at­
tempt at curbing the spread of flu. 

The influenza which has appear­
ed here apparently is of the milder 
type. 

FOREST FIRE 
COST7 $2,205 
Floyd Timber Acreage 
Burned Last Year Was 
I ,230, Division Says 
Forest fues burned 1,230 acres 

of timberland in Floyd county last 
year, according to the annual fire 
report of the State Division of 
Forestry. 

'There were 63 fires and total dam­
age was $2,205. 

This county is one of 2e in the 
state that has a county-wide fue 
protection system, Forestry Director 
Harrod B. Newland said in the re­
pot. All the county's 176,3'.'4 acres 
of forests are protected under the 
system which employs county, state 
and federal fundS and State For­
estry personnel. 

Last year's total damage in Ken­
tucky for state-protected areas was 
13,454 acres ):mrned at a loss of 
$32,896. The figures fo1· 1950 were 
27,939 acres burned for a $51,850 
loss. 

An increase of acres under pro­
tection was shown in the report. 
There were 4,639,743 acres protected 
in 1951, compared to 4,090,927 acres 
the year before. There were 752 fires 
from all causes last year and 1,019 
in 1950. 

Last year•s· biggest cause of fire 
was the carless burning of debris. 
It caused 335 fires and burned 4,931 
acres. The next greatest damage 
was caused by smokers. Smoking re­
sulted in 1'79 fires and loss of 3,196 
acres.

This fifth memter was 
Lowe's grandfather, Allen Black­
burn. Allen was a brother to Peyton. 
He was with his leader in the gap 
where he was killed. Lowe'S' mother 
stated that Allen saw Peyton drop 
his rifle after the shots came from 
ambush, and thinking that he was 
killed, they came finally back to 
Johns Creek. Some women and a 
man, name unknown, went to the 
Petit Gap to bring in the body. 

A bullet went through the vest of 
Allen Blackburn but he was unhurt. 
After the incident he joined the 
Union Army. He married <t McCoy 
or Martin county and lived and died 
on the Panther Fork of Wolf Creek. 
He is buried there .

That decree was to the ef­
fect that Koontz, a Charleston at­
torney, could pay the Elk Horn re­
ceivers $119,609 and apply for a Su-. 
preme Court order directing release 
to Koontz of 60,000 voting. trust 
certificates held in escrow by the 
Charleston National Bank.
