FLOYD SEAMS
ARE VALUABLE

For Coke-Making Use,
Bureau of Mines Says
In Report on Ky. Beds

Four EKentucky coals are suitable
for making metallurgical coke when
plended with low-volatile coals, ac-
cording to the United States Bu-
reau of Mines.

A bureau report said the four
coals come from the Elkhorn No.
1 and No. 2 beds in Fioyd county,
the Leatherwood Haddix No. 5 bed
in Perry county, and the Harlan
ped in Harlan county. These Easi-
ern Kentucky coals, the report said,
rank as high-volatile and are low
in ash.

The tests revealed that the four
coals when carbonized singly at
500 degrees centigrade yielded from
63.1 to 654 per cent coke with
suitable low ash and sulphur con-
tents.

In comparison to the usual yields
from high-volatile coals, the Ken-
tucky coals produced less ccke and
gas, but more tar, light oil, and
ammfoniium  sulfaty, the bureau
added.

When the coals were blended
with Pocahontas No. 3 coal from
MeDowell county, West Virginia,
the bureau said, they yielded more
and better-quality coke and less
gas, tar, and other products.

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SAYS MARTlN
SITE IS HOPE
FOR HOSPITAL

Talks with Officials
Indicate Allen ‘Out’;
Tax Levy under Study

County Judge Henry Stumbo
said this week that recent confer-
ences with Dr. Bruce Underwood,
state health commissioner, have
convinced him that the only pos-
sibility of construction of the pro-
posed and much-argued Floyd
County War Memorial hospital
rests on selection of a site at or
near Martin, and he is not certain
even agreement on that location
will result in the hospital heing
built.

The Floyd official said Dr. Under-
wood told him he would not veto
approval of the State Department
of Health of the community of
Allen as a location for the hospital,
but Underwood added the Allen
site is not being considered.

Paul A. Hackney, of the division
of hospital services, State Depart-
ment of Health, was expected to
be sent to this eounty again to
make another survey of the situ-
ation.

Even if Martin were agreed on
as the hospital site, Judge Stumbo
said he was told, the federal gov-
ernment will appropriate at the
most $500,000 instead of the $800,-
080 promised when the county
bond issue of $400,000 was voted.
And that figure could be much less,
he was told.

With a War Mlemorial hospital
still far from a decision, the Floyd
fiscal court must soon decide what
to do about levying the 20-cent
tax voted to pay off the hospital
bond issue, If the county is not to
have the hospital dreamed of at the
time the bonds were voted, should
it collect the tax, they wonder. The
Attorney General's office held in a
ruling affecting another Kentucky
county, where the situation was
simil‘ar to Floyd's, that there was
no alfernative; that the money
must be collected and that it can
be used for no other purpose than
hospital construction.

LICENSE NET
OVER $20,000

In Floyd During 1951;
Dewey Lake Supplies
Impetus to Fishing

The EKentucky Divisicn of Game
& Fish lost nothing on Floyd county
last year.

Fishing, hunting and trapping
licenses sold in the county during
1951 totaled $23,251, and the net
proceeds of the Division were $20,-
551.20, E. R. Burke, supervisor of
the Seventh conservation district,
said this week.

This figure is aimost $4,000 above
that of the previous year., Starting
with 1843 when the net to the Di-
vision was only $2,113, license sales
have shown a steady, often sensa-
tional, climb. The first big gain was
made in 1946 when the net after
deductions of clerk's fees were made
was §7,461.05 as compared with $3,-
159.85 at the end of the preceding
12 months.

Dewey Lake is credited with stim-
ulating fishing license sales. In
1548 the net to the Division was
$10,689.55; in 1940 it jumped to
$1453755 and in 1950 th Division
profited by $16,690.10.

Last year, 3,301 statewide and
4,217 county fishing licenses were
sold. In aadition to these, there
were 793 three-day fishing permits
and 28 non-resident fishing lieenses
issued.

Hunters were digging down in
their pocketbooks too. Last year
3.079 of them bought statewide li-
censes and 2,102 got county per-
mits. There also were 160 trapping
licenses issued. ;

Mf. Burke added that “better
than $19,000" worth of the fishing
and hunting licenses sold in the
county last year were sold through
the Floyd County Fish & Game
Club which places licenses at se-
lected points in the county In fact

The
Judge John Milton Elliott in the
story was at one {ime a resident of
Frestonsburg and practiced law in
parinership with John M. Burns
here., He was assassinated in 1879
while a judge of the Court of Ap-
peals for a decision he had ren-
dered.—Ed.)

Elliott county was formed hy an
Act of the General Assembly ap-
proved January 20, 1868, effective
as of April 1 of that year. It was
made up of séctions of the counties
Lawrence and Morgan
lying most remote from county seats
of those counties. i

The creating act did not locate a
county seat for Elliott, but provided
that a commission composed of
Maj. Wm, Mynheir and W. W, Cox
of Morgan, Benjamin F. Shepherd
of Carter, D. D. Sublette from Ma-=
goffin and William Holbrook  of
Lawrence should meet on the first
Monday in April of that vear at
the residence of J. K. Hunter on
Little Sandy and select a county
seat site.

At that time there was no town
in the new county. The Commis-
sioners met and selected the site
at Hunter's. They g:ie it and it
took the name of Martinsburg. Of
course, there was not then a court
house or jail. The act, required that
the jail fof Carter, county be used
until the new ecounty could build
its own.

The county was attached to the
13th Judicial Distriet in  which
Judge John M. Elliott was the Cir-
cuit Judge, and Robert Riddell of
Irvine was the Commonwealth's
Attorney, The first term of the Cir-
cuit Court followed the May term
of the Morgan court. The justices
had provided a meeting place for
holding the court in the store room
at Hunter's. On the preceding Sun-
day the lawyers and officials rode
in to the neighborhood so as to be
on hand early Monday morning.
Besides the Judge and Common-

There was
no room for the jury’'s meeting
Wwhen they retired to consider of
their verdict. The weather being
‘warm and open, Judge Elliott di-
rected the sheriff to escort them
to the shade of a large spreading
elm standing in Mr. Hunter's bot-
tom field some hundred yards or
so from the court’s sitting, and
admonished the populace to keep
at a distance and not disturb them.

The jurors went out for about
an hour, and the Judge hecoming
impatient, and needing their ser-
vices in other cases, sent the sheriff
to inguire if they were rcady to
report., The officer returned with
the information from the foreman
that they thought they would be
through in a little while now. After
waiting a half hour longer ‘the
Judge again sent the sheriff to learn
why the jury did not return. The
sheriff reported that the foreman
said they were nearly through now,
had only one or two other witnesses
to hear. Judge Elliott promptly
ordeerd the jury fo' come before
him, and asked what was the mat-
ter down there. The foreman an-
swered: “Well, Judge; we were so
fuddled and mixed up by all the
objecting and arguing by the law-
yers, and rulings of the court, that
we couldn't make lhieads or tails: of
the matters: so. whert we got ot

there by ourselyes with nobody to]'

bother us, we sent for the wit-
nesses and heard all the evidence
over again, with nobody or nething
to bother us. There was only one
or two more witnesses we intended
to call, and would then have been
through, ready to make our verdict.”

The Kentucky General Assembly
has cleared most major legislation
.and is coasting toward a pre-sun-
down sine die adjournment on
March 21.

In the previous few decades the
sessions have lasted until the final
midnight hour on adjournment
day. On occasion the hands on the
clocks in the legislative chambers
have been stopped to allow time
for passage of legislation in rush
sessions.

The Rules committee took over
on Wednesday. This means that all
legislation must clear it before it
can be brought to a vote.

Remaining as a chief matter of
controversy in the Senate is the
so-called “dog bill” which has the
backing of farm and livestock in-
terests.

The House-approved measure in-
treduced by Caldwell-Trigg Repre-
sentative Williama L. Jones, has
come under bitter attack from hu-
mane societies and dog lovers from
practically every section of XKen-
tuecky. e

Jones said the bill is needed to
protect livestock from stray dogs
and to halt the spread of rabies,
Kennel clubs and humane societies
propose 19 amendments. A Senate
Rules committee subcommittee,
headed by Dr. J. E. Johnson, of
Pike county, sel a public hearing
for 10 a.m, Tuesday.

Ancther Senate problem will be
the controversial MeCallum  Bill
which the House passed 72 to 7 in
the face of mild union oppoesition,
The bill would require national and
international unions having 100 or
more members in EKentucky to
charter a local chapter in the State.

Its sponsor, Shelby McCallum,
Benton, said the bill iz aimed at
providing local autonomy for some
2,000 members of the International
Union of Operating Engineers.

School people are pushing to get
a favorable report from the House
Rules committee on House Bill 401,
This measure would provide for
distribution of the school equaliza-
tion fund by specified allotments
based upon ability of local school
districts to raise money on the
basis of a “reasonable property as-
sessment” rather than by actual
assessments,

A hearing before the defunct
Kentucky Statutes Commities Num-
ber 2 was held last week. Alex Cal-
vert, Mason county, was chairman
of that committee and, with other
members of the committee also, is
on the House Rules Committee,

One administration mezsure re-
maining in the legislative hopper is
due for some tough going in the
Senate. It would forbid erection of
adyertising signs on highway rights
of way and within 300 feet of the
right of way at intersections. The
measure won dt least temporarily
when a motion to return it to com-
mittee lost 14 to 11. It now is be-
fore the Senate Rules committee.
The Stovall Labor Bill lost 59 to
17 in the House and carried the
legislative delegation of only one
of Kentucky’s eight Congressional
distriets. The Third district, Jeffer-
son county, voted six to two in
fayor of the so-called “Little Wag-
ner Act.” Three Jefferson Repre-
sentatives did not vote. It received
two votes from the First, none form
the Second, one of 14 in the Fourth;
five of 16 in the Fifth, none of 15
in the Sixth, one of 11 in the Sev-
enth, and two of 14 in the Eighth.

lT is heartening to see the
'- publie, as well as those
to whom education is a pro-
fession, becoming disturbed
by the patifullv high rate of
illiteracy in Kentucky.

Although this illiteracy
rate may be a bit spurious,
uusmuch as it is reflected
in the number of men re-
jected for military service
because of
since it is possible that some
individuals are doing a pass-
able job of feigning ignor-
ance in order to avoid a stay
iin the armed forces, it still
is obvious that Kentucky
has failed, and is continuing !
to fail, in the field of educa-
tion.

The figures are at hand
now—the total of the school
census, the enrollment of all
schools, the average daily
attendance, the number of
teachers and the percentage |
of these teachers who have'
only an “emergency” classi-
fication. Even the matter of
taxes and assessments are
there before all who would
ponder the question. But
the figures do not tell the
story; mere statistics and
thecries for all their worth
to the student of this sad |
situation, only serve fo be-
clond th@ igsue in the minds
of the rank-and-file.

Whatever the taxes we

to get qualified teachers and
supply good buildings
and efficient transportation,
there will remain one funda-
mental which must be con-
sidered above every other
consideration. Almost with-
out exception, the child who
does not attend schooal will
be an illiterate; and by the
same token it may be said
that, almost without excep-
tion, any child of normal or
even near-normal faculties
will leave illiteracy behind
if he is given even only light
exposure to education in
any classroom, however poor
its teacher or appointments
may he.

In Boyle county, for in-
stance, where the tax rates
are good, emergency teach-
ers are few, the amount of
money per pupil is adeguate,
living standards high and
where good roads reach ev-
ery community, the illiter-
acy rate is 32 per cent—al-
most as high as Pike county's
with its huge area, much of
it inaccessible, and with all
its other handicaps. But the
attendance figures tell
story: Only 77.1 per cent of
Boyle county’s s¢chool popu-
lation is represented in the
daily average attendance
column, and in Pike county
the percentage is about five
points less. g

iel and Poily Mom'e Mcsley ‘His
parents were of that hardy stock
of ploneers that settled the upper
Beavers. His grandparents, Henry
and Rebecca Mosley, came . from
Hawkins county Tennessee. The
maternal Moores, John and Rachel
Bridgman Moore, were from North
Carolina and settled at the present
Price, on Left Beaver Creek.

Clabe Mosley has preached in the
Regular Baptist church for 67
years, a length of time which ig in
itself the average span of life. He
is now as physically vigorous and
mentally alert ag a man a score of
years younger. To some families
there is granted a vigor ancd hardi-
hood from heredity that carries
thern beyond the Biblical three
score and ten, Clabe Maosley’s bro-
thers lived to be old. Ed, the young-
est, still living, is 73. Linze “lacked
T days being 89 when he died”.
Jackson, called “Coon,” lived to
be 92. Ed was 91 when the great
roll was called, All of these brothers
were ministers except Coon. The
Mosley chureh on Troublesome
creek in Enott county was named
for the Rey. Linze Mosley.

Eider Clabe Mosley (he prefers
the “Elder” to the title of Rever-
end) married and seftled down to
earn a living on Caney Creek, near
Raven postoffice. His wife was Polly
and they were married
March 21, 1881. He points out that
his wife was not of the Casebolt-
Terry family, and in pointing this
out it became necessary to explain
the differences in the families. It
seems that, nearly a century ago,
an orphan boy from the Casebolt
family was adopted by a Terry and
took the name of his benefactor,
Today, the descendants of this or-
phaned Casebolt write their name
as Terry but oldsters in referring
to them ecall them Casebolt-Terrys
—a matter for high, good humor,
ever, in the two families, for it has
often been said: “If you are a
Casebolt-Terry, you are no kin to
the Terrys".

Clabe and Polly Moore reared a
large family, six girls and four
boys, but long before the children
were all born the father had joined
the church. This was in 1883. Linze,
his brother, was moderator of
the church, baptized him, Two
years later he was ordained a mini-
ster at the old, log churchhouse on
Caney Creek, near his home. Today
he is still exhorting his people as
a pastor of the Regular Baptist
church at Topmost, Knott county,
and in sermons at other Regular
Baptist churches of the section,

You do not ask Clabe Mosley
frivolous guestions or seek to get
an enlargement upon profane things
of the past, for he has a natural
dignity that impresses one, His
years have given him wisdom, and
a placid philosophy of life. He tells
of the humble things, the prosaic
events of existence that make up
this mundane pilgrimage. Some o0f
it is about his health, for he has
always been blessed with a plenti-
tude of strength. “I was mever sick
very much. Had lumbago at one
time for about five weeks. I went
to the hospital at Ironton, Ohio and
was out of Kentucky for cne or
two hours. This was the only time
I was ever out of the state Here
he added, with a twinkle in his
eve: “You see, I am a Kentuckian
by birth and residence”.

Speaking of physical ills recalled
to his mind that once he had
George Thornsbury pull a tooth for
him with the old time “tooth draw-
ers” of years ago. It was 8 painful
process and when discussing it with
his friends some one told kim a
sure remedy for toothache. It was
—never comb your hair or shave
on Sunday. “I fried it, I have not
combed my hair or shaved myself
on Sunday for 60 years and I have
never had the toothache since”.

He likes to talk about the past,
of the old hunters, and of the game.
He tells of how squirrels were so
thick on Caney when he was young
that in the morning Wwhile his
mother was putting & fire in the
stove, his father would grab his
rifle and go out into the woods and
return soon with several for the
morning meal. There was plenty of
wild game including deer and wild
hogs. Not many bear, he said, for
they had been practically extermin-
ated by the time he was a youth.
“An old hunter told me of seeing a
pear and a wild boar meeting in
the woods. They came up fo each
other and the bear grabbed the
boar in a big hug. In this way they

and the boar slashing the bear with

they quit the fight and separated.

Each went out a little ways and

both lay down and died'.
Since he lived in the locale of

the Jones-Hall-Wright feud, he
