Of 10 Mid-Western States

Of the $490 additional funds asked
of Floyd county by the American
Red Cross for flood relief, three

COST REPORT

Treatment of Sewage

To Be Required Here
In Pollution Control

Warned that sewage treatment
will be required of all Kentucky
municipalities, Prestonsburg has
contracted the services of an engi-
neering firm to ascertain the cost
of such a project, Mayor Curtis
Clark said this week.

Report of the engineers is ex-
pected to be filed next Monday.

Prestonsburg is operating, as are
many other communities, under per-
mits issued for a period of a year
and expiring in August. Unless the
city can show the Water Pollution
Control Commission, on or before
that time, that work has been done
or is proposed to correct existing
conditions, a renewal of the permit
may be refused, it was said.

It was announced recently in
Frankfort last month that, from
that time, municipalities and in-
dustries emptying waste into
streams will be granted new permits
only if they can show that they
have adequate waste treatment fa-
cilities and a history of satisfactory
operation.

In contracting the services of the
engineering firm, Prestonsburg made
a “package deal”? whereby it is pro-
curing estimates on other improve-
ments, such as street-paving, a new
water plant and a municipal swim-
ming pool. Any or all of these pro-
jects—except the sewage treatment
plant—may be pigeon-holed until
such time as they can be financed,
it was explained.

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PETITION ASKS
WALL TO CURB
FLOODS HERE

Mayor Says Assistance
To Be Asked of Federal
And State Governments

A petition bearing the signatures
of 72 business firms and private
citizens which asked flood control
in Prestonsburg through installa-
tion of a floodwall was filed with
the City Council at its Monday ev-
ening meeting.

A committee composed of Mayor
Curtis Clark, Councilmen C, W. May
and Carl H. Corbin was nafned to
make a study of the situation and
to procure an engineer’s estimate on
the project.

The petitioners, all of whom are
directly affected on occasion by
What they described as *“filthy, de-
structive and highly unsanitary
backwaters that infest our city at
intervals from rises in the Big
Sandy river” asked the Couneil to
remedy the situation before the
coming of another winter. They also
pointed out that while other cities
and towns are spending millions in
the erection of floodwalls Prestons-
burg has a natural flood wall and
needs only the installation of a
floodgate, sewer cappings and
pumps.

Mayor Clark said this week city
authorities will render all possible
assistance toward getting this work
done. ffe said the federal govern-
ment will be asked for aid and that
the state also will be contacted,
since floods affect U. 8. 23 through
Prestonsburg.

“It would not be fair, howevcr,”
he added, “to those property-own-
ers who are not affected by floods
to bear this expense of improving
the property of others and greatly
enhancing its value.”

Many of the petitioners have in-
dicated they will make individual
contributions to a flood control
fund, ’

Mare Creek yielded a mineral water
that brought the deer and other
wild animals to drink. Tt burst forth
from the garth under & giant beech,
and the few feet it ran before going
underground was marked by a red, |
sulphurous trail. Underground it/
went, no one knew where, but out
near the bottom edge a perpetual
marsh existed. It was not a big|
marsh but what it lacked in size,
it compensated itself in dampness.
Harvey Washington Stratton tried
to drain it for in an unwary urge
to build he had constructed a barn
on the edge of it. In the winter it
was a place to avoid.

Uncle Wash tried to drain it for
years but old age and the persist-
ence of the dampness won the stug-
gle. The log barn rotted and fell
to the earth. Nobody cared. His des-
cendant built another on higher
ground and tried faithfully to dry
up the marsh by plowing so as to
aerate the soil ahd by crude drain-
age efforts.

Sucecess was as far off as ever
when a soil conservation and drain-
age expert, L. R. Johnson, came up-
on the scene. He did a job that the
landowners had, haphazardly tried
to get done through nearly a cent-
ury. He drained that marsh and
dried it up.

Land drainage is Johnson’s spec=
ialty, but he assists in any phase
of work that will help to conserve
the soil. He advocates terracing,;
cultivation on the contour, good
pasture programs and proper wood=
land management,

‘A native of Crab Orchard, Lincoln
ecounty, he has been engaged in soil
conservation work for 17 years and
11 of these were spent on soil work
in Fleming county. He says he did
moere work on hills down there, con=
tradictory as it sounds, than he is
doing or expects to do here. The
reason seems to be that in Fleming
contour plowing was a necessity on
the low hills for many, many hill-
land acres were cultivated: Here in
Floyd farmers are dis-inelined to
cultivate the hill-land, preferring to
put it into pasture,

Soil conservation work in Floyd
is comparatively new. R. L. Shep-
herd, vocational agricultural teach-
er of the Prestonsburg school sys-
tem, organized the soil conservation
distriet. It has five supervisors who
are vresponsible for the program.
‘They are Billy Merritt, Virgil Smith,
R. C. Barnette, Bascom Clatke and
Milt Stanley. Stanley succeeded

“In no ofther form of fisning have
I found spinning so greatly superior
to other methods in catching crap-
pies. Certainly, at times, I've had
grand sport taking them with a fly
rod. But I've found the places and
times quite rare when fly fishing
for them could be called really suc-
cessful.”
That was Jason Lucas talikng.
Without going into details, this is
why he believes that: For one thing,
lures small enough to be cast well
with a by rod are generally just too
small to appeal to many crappies,
And lures that can be used with a
casting rod are just too large, But a
lure of from % ounce to 3-4-ounce
seems to strike a crappie as just
what he’s been swimming around
looking for all his life. Spinning
tackle was developed for, and is best
suited to, lures of this size,
Do I hear somebody ask if spin-
ning will get more crappies than the
usual live minnows? The answer is
yes: As you know, crappies are found
in large schools. Any day during the
season you can find a flotilla of
boats anchored close together over
these crappie beds; each angler is
watching a bobber beneath which
swims a live minnow. When a group
of crappies happens to come umder
a boat, the occupants have a lot of
fun hauling in fish while those in
other boats look gloominly on won-
dering when the blamed critters will
head their way.
But what happens when the man
with spinning tackle comes along
with anchors? Does he sit waiting
for the slow-moving crappies to
come to him? He does not. He sends
his lure to the crappies.
Let’s put it this way: A lure is ef-
fective only for the distance that
a fish will come to take it. In clear
water a bass or pike may come 15
feet, sometimes much farther, to
take a lure, But ordinarily a crappie
won't come over three feet or so.
So a minnow bait may be called ef-
fective only in a circle around it
with a radius of three feet, which
gives us approximately 28 square feet
of area, But supposing a man with
spinning tackle is able to cast 50
feet, a moderate cast; he is fishing
about 8000 square feet! Some 286
times the area of the live-bait man,

Now this doesn’'t mean that the
spinner will catch 286 times as many
crappies. But his lure is brought
closer to so many more crappies he's
just bound to catch-a lot more,

Floyd Farmers um do this tno

Anderson county farmers are
realizing the value of having their
soil tested and buying fertilizer to
fit their needs, says Laymon Miller,
county agent with the University of
Kentucky. As a result, they often
save money and can expect better
Crops.

He cites the case of Leon Drury,
who last year spent $200 for fertil-
izer on his tobacco, This year he
had his soil tested and found that
he could save $BT7.50 in fertilizer.
Many similar examples could be
given, said Mr, Miller,

Manure

Farm manure is one of the most
valuable by-products produced on
the farm. The average value of farm
manure is over $200 per farm. How-
ever, the full value of this manure
can e realized only if the farmer
handles it properly.

Manure is about 80% water and
if it is not properiy conserved much
of its fertility value is soon wasted.
Manure should not be allowed to dry
out. Plenty of bedding with a high

| absorptive capacity should be used.

It is too late now to use hedding
so this item should be remembered
this fall and winter.

Manure supplies much fertility to
the soil and improves thz tilth of
the soil. When super-phosphate is
applied to manure it makecs a com-
plete fertilizer, the manure being
deficient in this nutrient. About 50
peunds of phosphate should be used
for eah wagon load of manure. The
phosphate will help prevent the loss
of nitrogen and make the manure
equivalent to a complete fertilizer.
Manure adds humus to the soil.
This increases the water-helding

capacity of the soil and improves the
physical properties as well. It makes
the soil easier to work and promotes
the activities of bacteria and other
soil organisms that make plant
nutrients available,

Manure should be plowed under
or disked into the soil at.once. It
loses nitrogen fast if 1t is allowed
to lay out in the sun. Manure prop-
erly handled is the cheapest and
best fertilizer you canm ‘use on the
farm,

Fire fatalities in Kentucny drop-
ped 38% for the first three months
of 1952, compared with the same
period last year.

HE athletic situation at
the University of Ken-

tucky, far from ideal, is
that of a thousand smaller
schools over the laad, mag-
nified several times.

The answer to the ques-
tions, of course, was—Cap-
able coaches and better
player-material.

So, as other schools got
the headlines — the big,
black headlines and the lyri-
cal effusions of sportswriters
—Kentucky prepared to get
into athletics in a big way.
The alumni, the public de-
manded it; they got it.

Coaches were hired to de-
liver the goods. If they
didn’t, other coaches would
be sought. You know the
story. A losing coach moves
on, and somebody else moves
in.. Characterthuilding? . Ey-
erybody —— hot. metessarily
the coaches, but all of us—
were looking for a winner.

Many of us are particular about|
the markings of a dog, and a writ-
ten description is not very satisfy-
ing. What one man might consider

of medium range to some other man.
These are only a few of the disad-
vantages of sight-unseen buying. It
is always best to see the dog before
you buy, see him'in the field, hand-
ling game under,the gun if possi-
ble.

Quite often we must ask for a
trial ‘on ground that is strange to
the dog. If this is the case, consider
the seller and his problem. Re-
member that, although you have
posted the purchase price, he is tak-
ing more of a chance on you than

a wide ranging dog might be a dog |

you are on him. You may say the
durr is unsatisfgctory, and ship him
back—and he has no recourse.

Bear in mind that no dog is at
his best in strange territory and
under strange handling. A long trip
may tire him or upset his nerves. He
should be given ample time to be-
come aecustomed to his new sur-
roundings and to you. Don't make
snap judgments and bundle the dog
into his crate and send him home
because he makes a few errors un-
der your handling. Give the dog that
comes on approval a fair trial. The
seller relies on your sense of fair
play to do just that.

Henry P. Davis, noted expert of
sporting dogs, suggests the prospec-
tive buyer do these things: Accept
the dog on trial only for a definitely
stated period. Post the purchase
price with the local express agent or
some mutually agred-upon person
pending results of the trial. See
that the terms of sale, including
trial privilege, registration eligibil-
ity, ete., are agreed upon in writing.
See that the payment of transporta-
tion boys ways is agreed upon be-
fore' shipping. Give the dog every
reasonable chance to prove his
worth, And finally, don’t look for
bargains.
