Floyd Gives Democrats
Wide Edge; Cooper and
Carl Perkins, Winners

The election picture in Kentucky
as of Wednesaay night was this:

Eisenhower and Stevenson swap-
ping leads in the Presidential race,
with the Democrat considered a
slight favorite to hold the state’s
electoral vote in its traditional
Demoeratic column.

John Sherman Cooper, Somerset
Republican, elected U. S. Senator
for he unexpired term of two years
over fhe incumbent, Thomas R.
Underwood, of Lexington, Under-
wood conceded the election, Wed-
nesday afternoon when Cooper held
a lead of 20,000 votes.

Perhaps six of the, state’s elght
Congressmen elected by the Demo-
cratic party. Republican Congress-
man James Golden, of Pineville, was
a sure winner in the eighth, as was
John M. Robsion, Jr., Louisville,
also a Republican, in the Third.

Among the Democrats considered
holding safe victory marging was
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, of
Hindman, who trailed curtis Clark,
Mayor of Prestonsburg, in the early
returns. A report aired in Hunting-
ton, W. Va., Wednesday night, said

:Pei‘l{jns at that time was holding a
1 12,000-vote lead.

Cither members of the Democratic
Congressional delegation holding
leads are Frank L. Chelf, Garrett
L. Withers, Noble J. Gregory, Brent
Spence and John C, Watts, all in-
cuntbents.

While Kentucky as a whole was
being wuncertain about its political
leanings, Floyd county was running
up a resounding majority for all
Democratic cadidates from a near-
record total vote of 13,178. This
vote was topped only in the 1948
county election when 13,371 votes
were tabulated Winning 50 of the
county,s 54 precincts, Gov. Steven-
son polled 8,940 votes to 4,238 for
Gen. Eisenhower. Senator Under-
wood and Congressman Perkins had
majorities in all but six precincts of
the county. Underwood’s total was
8,206 to 4,185 for Cooper, and Con-
gressman Perking led Clark, 8,479
votes to 4.307.

Two Democratic candidates in this
county, James Carter for Coroner
and Jewell D. Fitzpatrick for Con-
stable in District 1, were unopposed.

Except for the Floyd county vote,
official refurns were available in
only two or three other counties
over the enlarged Seventh District.
Mayor Clark finished ahead in three
counties—Johnson county py 2433
votes, Martin county by 1,465 and
Lee county by 405. Congressman
Perkins on the face of these returns
was leading in nine counties, in-
cluding Floyd.

SPORTS AFIELD

Jason Laucas, well-known angling
editor, reports that recently he's re-
‘ceived a good many interesting let-
ters from some of the most success-
ful carp fishermen in this country
and in England, where carp fishing
is taken more serlously than here.

In spite 'of thel great mumber of
baits recommended for carp, these
‘experts are unanimous in. saying

the onply one needed, is the common
douzhball. They agree that it should
always be made of bread, never of
‘raw flour. Another thing on which
most of them. insist is that the
daughball be small even for larger
carp, barely covering the hook.

And they all hold that a small
hook is necessary, as well as fine
terminal tackle, if one is to catch
many wary carp. Some of them use
a very thin leader of nylon mono-
filament, but others say that the
slight stiffiness of this will cause
most carp to eject the doughball
before being hooked, These prefer
very thin, soff line, either all
through or at the end.

Sometfimes, chiefly in
spring, such fishing will get them,
but generally it is wasted effort.

The Apple Orchard cemetery on
Brushy Fork of Johns Creek is one
of the oldest in Big Sandy. It was
so0 cailed because the early Maynards
planted a large orchard nearby and
2s the decades went by the trees
grew large, Before the last one ex-
pired from 'decay there were some
that were 24 inches in diameter.

Teday a church stands nearby, its
age. indeterminate. Preaching has
gone on in it for at least a century
and interment of the local families
in the adjacent cemetery longer by
far. The area covered by the burial
ground is several acres.

Buried here are fthe early May-
nards, 'Therein lies Christopher
Maynard, called Kit, and for whom
Kit's Narrows, corrupted into Kitten
Narrows, was named. Kit was born
June 29, 1814 under a stone cliff at
the foot of the cemetery hill. A road
now bisects the stone house his
parents lived in for a brief time in
order to get time to build a pioneer
home. EKit died July 20, 1888, and is
buried a few score yards from where
he was born.

Here in the Apple Orchard ceme-
tery are buried members of the old
Davis family.

insons; Blackburns, Hannahs, Elk-
ins and others. John M. Davis was |
born Apvil 20, 1851, died Aug. 5
1898, Eva Maynard, wife of Christo-
pher, is buried near her husband
and died Nov, 6, 1912.

Korea Vets Now Have
War I -Vets’ Status
Under Benefits Plan

Veterans of the Korean campaign
now receive the same protection for
themselves and their families that
previously applied only to World
War II veterans, Thomas B. Thomp-
son, Floyd county Social Security
representative, said this week.

Suryvivors of men or women who
served in the active military or na-
val services of the United States
after July, 1947, should inquire. at
the Social Security field office near-
est them for information about their
possible rights to Social Sescurity
benefits based in whole or in part
on the wage eredits for military
service now provided for by the la-
test change in the Social Security
Act.

Thompson explained that wage
credits of $160 for each month of
military service could be credited in
most cases to the deceased veteran’s
secial security account in determin-
inz both insured status and amount
of benefits the survivors might be
entitled to receive. Formerly, only
military service between Seplember,
1840, -and July, 1847, could be count-
ed for social security purposes, but
this change extending the time for
all active military service from Sep-
tember 16, 1940, through December
31, 1953, will provide protection for
Korean veterans like that previously
afforded World War II
This service is applicable, Thomp-
sohr said, if death oecurred either in
service or after discharge.

It would be possible, Thompson
interpreted, for the widow, or wid-
ower, with minor echildren, or & de-
pendent parent, to receive monthly
social security benefits based on mil-
itary service alone if the serviceman
or woman had at leagt 18 months’
military service between September,
1840, and December 31, 1953. It also
would be possible to combine mili-
tary wage credits with work per-
formed prior to entry into serviee or
after discharge for paying henefits.

A Matter of a Few
Feet of Water

HE TIMES has an idea
that five more feet of
water in Dewey Lake for

the dry season of the year at
least would not be difficult to
attain, if the gas companies
which have installations in
the reservoir area would not
claim a huge sum for fan-
cied or possible damages.

Heavy winter and spring

rains bring the lake level up
around the few wells one of
these firms has which are no
more than 15 to 20 feet
above the conservation pool
level of the lake. These big
rises of the lake haven’t

| damaged the companies to

an appreciable extent, and
what damage would be caus-
ed by five feet of water ad-

season when floods are a
rarity does not appear clear.

At this time, the lake
level is down about two feet
from the pool elevation of
645 feet. This is the result of
a drouth-marked “dry sea-
son” and the necessity of
maintaining a specified flow
of water below the dam
while the inflow is at a min-
imum.

Five more feet of water
certainly would have done
no damage this summer and
fall. We await proof that it
“'(};lll’i hurt, any summer or
fall.

The impoundment should
indeed be at least 10 feet
deeper. The needs of a re-
creation-starved area of thou-
sands of square miles de-
mand a larger body of water.

This letter is especially directed at
this time to every one in the vici-
nity of Wayland, as the bloodmobile
will be at Wayland, Nov. 13,

To you who are fearful of the ef-
fects of giving blood, remember this
—the blood center has needed blood
desperately and has turned down
donors hecause it judged them un-
able to give. Because I had been
anemic most of my life, T thought T
couldn't possibly give a pint of blood.
I wanted to go, but T dreaded it. I
thought I could do my part by get-
ting others to give blood. In the
long-drawn-out process of giving my
reasons for not giving myself, T fin-
ally reached the point where T could
not ask others to give unless I at
least tried to give myself.

I can’t tell you how elated I was
after I had given blood, To me the
little red pin represents a “Red
Badge of Courage” Although there
is absolutely no comparison in the
way we give blood and the way the
soldiers give blood on fhe battle-
field, T won’t minimize the fact that

it takes courage for most of us to be

a blood donor the first time. I don’t
believe anyone would dread it the
second .time. It may affect you
psychologically, but T am convinced
it doesn’t hurt you physically. Al-
though I had expected to be af-
fected at least slightly by it. I had
no ill effects whatsoever and even
felt better after I had given the
blood than before. It is matural to
fear the unknown, but give one time
and you won't dread it again. You'll
be very glad you went.

To you who plan to go but are
putting it off, waiting for a econ-
venient time, the need is now. A sol-
dier stops being a private citizen to
become a soldier, whether it is con-
venient or not and whether he wants
to or not. One thing is certain: He
can't wait for the blood you are go-
ing to give after he is wounded.
Many reports have come back that
lives could have heen saved if the
supply of blood had been plentiful.
To you who have never gone to
give blood and don’t intend to go,
then you should go for your own
sake as well as the soldier's sake.
And there is somieone I'd like you to
meet and talk with. She has a boy
in Korea. She goes every time the
bloodmobile comes to Wayland. She
has small children. She leaves her
work, goes and gives blood and goes
back home to work. She would no
doubt give a thousand pints, were it
possible, to be sure her son would
have blood if he needed it.

Now, give her those excuses you
were ready to give me, I know ex-
actly what you were going to say,
but ask yourself one question: How
can you accept their sacrifice and
withhold the very thing that might
save these soldiers' lives if they were
wounded?

I am unable to tell you how
proud and happy I am to have been
