sources Commission held today in
the offices of Commissioner Earl
Wallace.

In every instance the season and
limits are to remain the samne
last year, except there is no
provision for a training season for
raccogon or oppossum  doss.  ‘The
Commission pointed out that a
season is provided from October 21
through November 19 during which
raccoons and oppossums may be
taken with dogs only. The season
for taking these two animals and
mink, skunk, red fox and muskrat
with guns, traps, dogs and by other
means 5. November 20-January 18,
both dates inclusive.
