But it does
not propose to accept, with-
out protest, a situation which
would leave Floyd county
exactly where it is today
without land access to the
dam except through John-
son county—while a modern
highway is built from John-
son to the dam, leaving
Floyd county on one or both

Although the Eastern Gas & Fuel
Associates announced last week that
it is withdrawing from Eastern
_Kentucky and closing permanently
| its Weeksbury coal operation, The
Times learnell | Wednesday that
Weeksbury will continue to mine
coal under new ownership.

The equipment and lease of East-
ern Gas & TFuel there has been
purchased by J. C. Cooley, of Mec-
Dowell. b

June 30 was the date set by
Eastern Gas & Fuel for its with-
| drawal, and Mr. Cooley will prob-
ably assume control of the opera-
tions at that time.

The holdings acquired by the
MecDowell man include approxi-
mately 1,000,000 tons of coal in the
No. 3 Elkhorn seam and about the
same fonnage in the Elkhorn No.
2 seam. The lease includes some of
the best metallurgical coal in East-
ern Eentucky.

Eastern Gas & Fuel will con-
tinue to operate its store and foun-
tain at Weeksbury. It already has
sold to miners and other residents
of the town the homes built there
| by the company. Weeksbury is an
incorporated town which at the
1950 census had '‘a population of
1.i48.

Althoygh not highly mechanized,
the Weeksbury operation normally
employs about 250 men and pro-
duces around 900 fons of coal a
day. In the days of peak produc-
tion it had almost 700 on its pay-
| roll and produced more than 3,000
tons a day.

Mining operations at Weeksbury
| began in 1817 under ownership of
the Milwaukee Coke & Gas Com-
yany and the mine was operated as
the -Elkhorn-Piney Coal Company.

The property was sold in 1928 to
Easternt Gas & Fuel, Since the
| opening of the mine it has produc-
| ed about 16,000,000 tons of ceal
from the leasehold procured from
the Collins & Mayo Collieries Com-
pany and the Consolidation Coal

Company.

Joseph Carter, Soldier,
Honored at Morgan Grave
By His DAR Descendants

A Revolutionary War soldier,

¢ born in Virginia, but who pioneer-

ed the vast area that was early
Floyd county was honored Sunday,
June 6, with a marker and ap-
propriate ceremonies at the grave-
side in Morzan county that was a
part of the original Floyd. The
ceremonies were under the auspices
of the Morgan county chapter,
| Daughters of the American Revo-
lution.

‘The granite stone was unveiled
over the grave of Joseph Carter,
Sr., who was born in 1754 in Buck-
ingham county, Virginia, served as
a private in the Continental Army,
and died in 1849 at 95 in the big
house of hewn Ilogs he built on
Grassy Creek.

D.AR. services dedicating
monument were held in a grove of
oak and beech trees on a knoll
overlooking “the village of Mize,
nine miles west of this county-
seat town on U. S. 460.

Once a rustic church stood on
the knoll and there were graves
marked with Stones in orderly rows
in the grass-covered yard. But time
crumbled fhe Mftle church infto
ruin, and the eroded gravestones
| were seattered. There are indica-
tions now of only a few graves
there.

Even the gravestone of the Revo-
lufionary War soldier disappeared,
but old people in the community
'knew where lay the bones of Jo-
seph Carter, Sr, who became a

COAL LOADING|
SHOWS GAINS

Upward Trend Continues
Thra First Week of June
As More Mines Working

Increase in coal production that,
began in April and econtinued
through May in the field represent-
ed by the Big Sandy-Elkhorn Coal
Operators Association was still on
ilig increase the first week in June,
according to figures released by the
Association June 6.

The cars loaded week ending May
30 was 5099.2 and for the first June
week the number was 5,513.6 cars of |
50 tons each. This was an inecrease |
over the preceeding week of 414.4
cdrs., However the tonnage loaded
the corresponding period last year

was sfill far above this year fo the
extent of 15,568.6 cars. There seems
no possibility of eliminating this
figure at the current rate of pro-
duction.

Omne bright spot in the mine plc-|
ture was the increase in the num- |
ber of mines working the full week. |

The last week in May a total nI'
22 mines worked full time but in|
the next week 27 worked the full
week and Stephens Elkhorn Coal |
Chmpany gave its employees six
days of work, the report of the As-
sociation shows. Ten mines in the
last week of May had equaled its
torinage for last year buf in the
first June week the number had
increased to 12. Several mines now |
have an approximate prodietion
figure for the corresponding period

lagt jear.
Truck mine operation has shown
another fluctuation. It skidded

slightly the first week of June, los-
ing 12 cars of 50 tons each. The
number of truck mines closing has
not inereased. Truck mine produe-
ticn this year is far less than one-
half of last year and captives are
only elightly under last year. How-
eyer brighter a spot or two may be
in the mining mdustly it is still
very ‘much depressed.

The local office of the Depart-
ment of Economic Security advises
that the inerease in coal production
is due to Lake orders. Glenn An-
derson, manager, states that initial
claims for unemployment benefits
are less than half for May whatl
they were in April. Inquiries for
jobs in other states have decreased
somewhat, Anderson added.
