A tentative agreement was reach­
ed Tuesday between the Floyd 
County and Prestonsburg Boards of 
Education which would have the ef­
fect of the county board giving the 
Prestonsburg independent district a 
site at the new high school build­
ing here for an auditorium-gym­
nasium in exchange for the city 
board's half of the old high school 
property. 

The site thus proposed for the 
~}1n-auditorium lies in a quadrangle 
at the rear of the county high 
school structure now under con-
struction here. Final approval of the 
transaction, it is estimated, would 
effect a sa1·ing of around $75.000 to 
the city board on the cost of a site, 
heating plumbing and wall con­
struction. 

Although the proposals made by 
representatives of the two boards 
were acceptable to each. County 
Superintendent Virgil 0. Turner 
said Wednesday morning that a "lot 
of complications have to be worked 
out before the transaction can be 
considered final." He added that he 
believes all arrangements can be 
s£.tisfactorily made.

It >vas a small farm and he and his wife, the former 
Mary Jane Al<ers, a Richardson native, made money. Hard 
work did it----lbhat, and a knowledge of farming.

Brown shifted from farming to 
buying and selling produce in 1938 
and operated from trucks on the 
highway. Essentially it was poultry 
and eggs. He came to Prestonsburg 
in 1943. Today his business on Third 
Avenue is one of the largest, per­
haps the largest, of its kind in EMt­
ern Kentucky.
