Gas Companies Say Service 
To Floyd Towns 'Unfeasible' 

Witnesses for the Kentucky West 
Virginia Gas Company and the 
United Fuel Gas Company testified 
before the State Public Service 
Commission Tuesday that it would 
be economically unfeasible for the 
two firms to supply gas to residents 
of Weeksbury and Melvin. 

The hearing followed testimony 
previously given supporting the peti­
tion of Haskell Hall and 229 other 
persons seeking gas service. 

Former County Attorney W. W. 
Burchett, representing the petition­
ers. delved into the "economically 
unfeasible" plea of the companies 
by asking counsel for Kentucky West 
Virginia why it is that it refuses 
35 cents a thousand feet :for gas at 
the well from Floyd countians while 
selling the same gas in Pittsburgh 
for 16 cents a thousand. 

Mr. Burchett added to the record 
the statement that Kentucky West 
Virginia has 33 gas wells between 
Wheelwright Junction and Weeks­
bury and that along the places re­
fused gas service are the new $165,-
000 Melvin school and the Joppa 
Baptist Church, one of the county's 
oldest, both within 200 feet of a gas 
line. 

It was pointed out the finns' wells 
are not on the petitioners' property 
nor do the firms' pipelines cross 
their land. This would not qualify 
them for the service under state 
law. 

The companies contended that tG 
supply gas to the Floyd county resi­
dents would establish precedent 
under which they would have to 
supply gas on similar requests in 
other counties. 

The firms' witnesses testified this 
would not be economically feasible. 
The firms also claimed they did not 
have adequate distribution facilities 
in the area. They added that if they 
allowed those requesting service to 
tap the lines, it would soon deplete 
the supply of gas in the wells In 
the area and the firms would incur 
the expense of sending in gas from 
other wells. 

The complaints contended that 
companies with wells in the area 
should be ordered to build distribu­
tion facilities there. The P.S.C. sal<! 
it would take the case under consid­
eration after filing of briefs.

HEALTH NOTES 
A FAJHILY MATTER 

When the doctor says, "It's 
tuberculosis," his words are like 
a stone dropped in a pool of 
water making a series of ever­
widening circles. The most im­
portant circle. that closest to the 
patient himseli-is his immediate 
family. Tuberculosis places special 
responsibilities on the family, and 
perhaps the heaviest is their 
duty to help the patient "see it 
through," go to the TB hospital 
and stay there until he is cured. 

Leaving the hospital against 
medical advice, before the cure 
is complete, is one of the greatest 
problems in tuberculosis. A life 
of invalidsim, even death itself, 
may be the result for the sick 
person. Meanwhile, he may 
spread the germs of tuberculosis 
to everyone with whom he comes 
in contact. 

On the surface it would seem 
that knowledge of these facts 
would be enough to convince a 
patient that he should stay in the 
hospital until he is well. To 
understand why it is not enough 
in many cases, it is necessary to 
realize the weight of the load 
placed on the patient by his dis­
ease and its power to upset him 
emotionally and mentally. 

A recent survey showed that a 
large proportion of patients who 
left the hospital against medical 
advice were married men, and 
the reasons they gave were chief­
ly domestic problems, the worries 
of a family man about wife, chil­
dren, and bills. The treatment of 
TB requires a relatively long stay 
in the hospital during which the 
patient sees his family's standard 
of living threatened. The doctor 
cannot tell him on the day he 
enters how long he will have to 
stay. Meanwhile, he is told to rest 
so that the injured tissues of his 
body will have a chance to heal 
He feels "left out". He has leisure 
for brooding. 

Jn these circumstances, the 
least "pull" from outside the hos­
pital may make the patient decide 
to leave the hospital. A small 
complaint in a letter from home 
will be magnified many times. 
Lack of news will cause exag­
gerated anxiety. Every indication 
of the family's attitude towards 
the patient has a strong effect 
on him.

FARM NOTES 
By 0. E. BOGGS, County Agent 

Now is a good time to prune 
grapes and fruit trees. The danger 
of severe freezing weather is past 
and any part of the vine or tree 
that has been winter killed can 
be cut out. Grapes will not bleed 
as much if they are pruned on a 
cold day. However, there is not 
any proof that bleeding is harm­
ful to the vine anyway. 

Vigorous growth of a newly set 
vine is promoted by removing all 
canes but the strongest and cut­
ting that back two or three buds. 
If only moderate growth has de­
veloped the prevailing practice is 
to cut back the vines again se­
verely, leaving only two or three 
strong buds on the best cane. 
These produce shoots that will 
be used the following year to 
form the permanent trunk of the 
mature vine. 

There are many different sys­
tems of pruning grapes and they 
all have the same purpose in 
mind, namely, to so distribute the 
vine, so it will be easier to spray 
the vines so that it can be pro­
tected from insects and diseases, 
and to make the fruit mature 
properly and be easeier to gather. 

Most of the vines in this 
country are old tangled vines. 
The best way I know to prune 
them is to cut each back! to two 
buds. If there are more than two 
trunks one of them can be cut 
out completely. This method will 
increase the vigor of the plant 
and help produce better fruit. 

For young vines the system to 
use is the Kniffin system. This 
system requires the use of a 
wire trellis of two wires. The 
form of the Kniffin system which 
has been most used at the Ken­
tucky Experiment Station requir­
es two upright main trunks, one 
extending to a lower wire and 
the other to a top wire. Another 
form of this system uses only 
one trunk with branches extend­
ing laterally on both sides. There 
is little difference in the yield 
of either of these two systems. 

There is not enough space in 
this article to discuss all that 
should be discussed about pruning 
grapes. However, those that are 
interested in pruning their vines 
may get all the information they 
need by writing 0. E. Boggs, 
Prestonsburg, for leaflet No. 72 
entitled Grapes for the Home.
