“Ne Money,” Is Answer

To Requests for Help

On Various Projects J
. The Floyd Fiseal Court indicated
in a concrete way that it was down
to the “bottom of the barrel” as far
as certain budgetary funds are con-
cerned when it passed the hat Wed-
nesday afternoon to aid applicants
for county assistance.

“No money."

As the session dragged out other
applications for money were met |
with the same reply, Sheriff Gormon
Collins appeared with the usual list |
of expenses he incurred ineident to
the recent primary eleection. The
court upon the motion ‘of Magistrate
John May cut Collins' fee as Elec-
tion Commisioner $25. Collins
brouzht up the subject of the mobile
radio installations for the sheriff’s
cars. “Give me £3,000 and Il find
|the other $3,000 myself,” Collins
said. The reply was: “No money.”

Controversy arose between Col-
lins ‘and the members of the ecourt
over reduction of the vote tabula-
tors’ wages. “Cut off my claim if
you want to, but pay these other
people a reasonable wage,” he urged
the court. Magistrate May explain-
ed that the court was attempting to
curtail expenses and that this was
just one place it was being done.

month set up in the budget for his
services as clerk were not legal,
since the law was repealeéd sometime
ago.

all the facts relative to the mine,
and markings by which he might
find it.

The guestion naturally arvises:|
Why did no one find his mine, |
and how did he work it and keep |
it hidden? The lode or vein of ore,
two or three inches thick, lay in|
a strip between layers of stone. |
To drill and bhlast would have
been a dead give-away. He work-|
ed secretly at night with crude, |
handmade tools, to gouge and pry |
out a sufficient quantity of ore|
for his needs. In this'way he min- |
ed enough for his current use; |
and laid by enough to buy a farm |
in later vears. He kept his work-|
ings so completely camouflaged |
no one ever found it, Foiled in|
his efforts to make a deal with
the property owners, he smote his
breast and vowed in the presence
of my father: “I will take to my
grave the Ipcation of that mine”.
And my father commented, “I
never heard him tell an untruth”.

Prospecting progressed through
summer and early fall. At the
falling of the leaves it became
more or less erratic and fluctua-
ted with the new shipment of mo-|
ney. No one as yet had found
anything for sure, but many had
located promising leads, The news
got around that someone was spy-
ing on them—stalking them.

Uncle Wilse Crabtree had
found a propitious lead and per-
sisted In working ii. Arriving at
his workings one morning, he
noticed the likeness of a man cut
inta the bark of a beech tree, a
bullet hole in its head. He gather-
ed up his tools, went out and
never came back.

Now we know he was getting
too close to pay-dirt.

Mr. Kidd, for some reason,
ceased flaunting his money which |
had kept the people agitated.

A small opening under the lip of
the rock grew larger, extending
back a few feet: Peering into the
dark chamber, he saw a bright,
almost shining band, two or three
inches wide. He blinked and!
looked again. Moving some over-
hanging objects, he traced the!
bright streale -clear across the|
face of the rock. - !

had so inflamed the neighbor-|
hood.
A vear passed. Several vyears

rolled by. Mr. Kidd' still lived in
rented cabins in the vicinity, All
this time he worked his mine,
saving a few dollars above his
living expenses.

Time moved on; ten years came
and went, The people of the
i sleepy valley had almost forgot-
ten the episode of thef aggravating
silver mine. Mr, Kidd still lived
l::mtmg them, and they had again
taken him to their hearts, He was
a good neighbor, likable and de-
pendable,

But their complaceney was to
receive another mild shock. It
came as a result of the news cir-
culated that Mr. Kidd was buying
a4 good farm on Big Mud Creek,
later known as the Jack Roberts
Place. He later bought the farm|
and gave in payment 1,200 new |
silver dollars, This was added evi- |
dence thal his mine was not a
hoax or ruse to bedevil his neigh-
bots.

My, Kidd soon moved and set-
tled on his farm, where he and
his family made a decent living.

The years were slipping upon
him and, having spent some time
in the Union Army in the Civil
War, he made application for a
pension which, after a few years,
was granted with back pay.

Now pretty well fortified in his
declining years, his mine was re-
legated to the past and became
only a memory. And true to his
vow he took the secret of his
mine to his grave

Columbus Kidd, son of James
Kidd, avers that these things are
true.

THE TIMES believes the
people in Floyd county who
are interested in clean elec-
tions and good government
are definitely in favor of the
work started by the Floyd

County Registration and
Purgation Board. We can
see no reason why they

should not be.

Two years ago, when pur-
gation work was begun in
earnest for the first time,
there were aproximately 32,-
000 names on the voter-
régistration rolls. The coun-
ty never had a population
of more than 54,000, includ-
ing babes in arms, older
children and adolescents not
old enough to vote; so the
32,000 figure obviously was
too higch—far too high. The
list included the nmames of
persons dead many years; of
those who had moved to
other states, years ago, du-

published the names of per-
sons challenged.

As a result of this work,
the list of registered voters
has been reduced to about
22,000, Counting 'the more
than 1,000 new voters who
have registered in these two
yvears, the board has purged
around 12,000 names. More
will be removed from the
rolls before the November
election.

And still the work is not
completed. Once the regis-
tration rolls are reduced to

Purgation of the names of
illegal voters is a vital func-
tion of government.

Caney Alumni Invited

Jarvis Allen, former County Clerk

When four of these men found
themselves without work, they did
not apply for unemployment bene-
fits, Instead, since each owned 3z
few acres of tillable ' land, they
sought technical help in farming
from their county agents. They
thought they might be able to raise
vegetables on their limited aereages
to supply their tables and to have
some left to sell. Their neighbors
became interested, and the group
ETEW.

Specialists in marketing and gar-
dening from the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriewlture and
Home Economiecs were asked to help.
Gardening experts discussed the best
practices to use in producing vege-
tables, :
warned the group to “sell only top-
grade produce and package it at-
tractively.” Grading and packaging
demonstrations were held.

Encourged by local husiness men,
the members formed a growers' co-
operative. 'To reduce costs they
bought fertilizer and seed co-opera-
tively. Each member, without ex-
ception, gathered soil samples from
his fields, had them fested, and se-
lected and used fertilizer according
to UK recommendations. Only re-

commended varieties of vegetables,

were purchased. The co-operative
built a receiving and grading shed
and bought baskets for marketing
the produce. A logal wholesale firm

| contracted to buy the veketables for

rices being paid on the Cincinnati
market.

On July 30, with the marketing
season just well under way, members
of the group had sold, among other
things, 150 bushels of beans; 2,500
pounds of cabbage, 12,000 pound
of potatoes; 1,500 pounds of toma-
toes; 250 dozen ears of sweet corn;
200 pound of eucumbers; and 50
pounds of peppers. One -member
sold 339 gallons of strawberries from
400 plants (one-tenth acre) at $1.25
for total of $423.75.

“FOLK EXAGGERATION”

If you moderns had listened fo
our conversation at Fidelty, especial-
ly when we were pravoked—mad, to
you,—you would have thought that
bloodshed would have been common.
Like that of many of the dogs of
the world, our bark was very much
worse than our bite. We seemed to
revel in gore and mayhem. For in-
stance, we did not threaten to hurt
someone; we said we would knock
the stuffing out of him (pronoun-
ced “stuffin ou'n him”)., We threat-
en to wipe up the floor with him,
or knock the living daylights out of
him. One of the Negro farm hands
threatened to jerk the leg off his
mule and beat the remaining part
of the animal to death. This threat,
like most of the others, was for the
audience, which happened to be
made up of small white boys. I
never saw the Negro actually hurt
that mule or any other animal of
his boss. There grew up a love for
boasting and rough threats that
satisfied a sort of poetic fancy of
us remote country people. The
champion of rough talking was a
woman in our neighborhood who
once delivered a threat that be-
came a classic in our circle, though
we hardly dared to speak of her,
because she was very much alive
and might carry out the dire things.
A good-size bully had done some-
thing to antagonize the woman’s
little boy; he ran to “tell Mammy on
him, Mammy, & tiny liftle woman
about as harmless as a six-weeks-
old puppy, let out this blast: “If
you don't let my boy alone, Tl
stripe you with a hickory switch,
cross-stripe you, and salt and pep-
per you” The bully should have
shriveled up with this dire mut-
tering hanging over his head, but
he grew up fo manhood, became
one of the mildest-mannered men
I ever knew, and died this very
year, an oldish, harmless, soft-
spoken man. I used to try to pic-
ture him as he might appear pro-
perly salted and peppered.

Our exaggeration was not con-
fined to threats, however. It was
hard to view any earthly thing in a
matter-of-fact way. When it rained,
it rained cats and dogs, or the rain
wag a gully-washer, The rather
small’ creek got up so high that
our accounts of it would have made
an outsider think the Mississippi
iq:eli’ had got out of bounds. The

almost at the top in summer or
clear down in the bulb in winter.
Nobody respected the thermometer
or its owner if it merely registered
average or mormal temperature.
When the very cold winter of 1899-
1900 caused many a cheap thermo-
meter to break—blow upZ—, we all
felt glad that we could live in such
a fearful time. I cannot recall that
any one ever doubted that tempera-
tures at the houses where the
thermometers broke were far below
other places within plain sight,
where the instruments survived to
register some other fearful low.
The physieal beauty of people at
Fidelity was probably average, as
compared with that of people else-
where who were Scotch-Irish des-
cent, But very seldom did we recog-
nize this rather safe observation.
Girls were as . pretty as speckled
puppy, or A resebud, or a peach;
they could be as ugly as home- rnade
sin( or soap) or a mud fence. Once
of the girls I went to school with at
Fidelity was tall, we thought, though
she probably was mnot exceptionally
s0. We nicknamed her “Moon-fixer.”
As she was several years older than
I, she seemed like a suitable mate
for some of the giants we had
read about in stories. Today, after
years of ecalming down, I doubt
whether she was more than five
feet six, @& very respectable height
for girls of my acquaintance.
Among the men that I knew some
seemed as tall as the sons of Anak
in the Bible or Goliath. In recent
years, since I have been thrown
with dozens of very tall boys, I
have discovered that most of our
so-called giants were not over six
feet tall, In the same way we talk-
ed about how fat many a person
was, and & few were fairly large, I
will admit. But many of our huge
people were far below two hundred
pounds in weight. I suspect that
much of this exaggeration was due
to our being a section of humanity
that was quite average in size and
height. Even our big hills were mere
slants as compared with real moun-
tains; but fhey were big in com-
parison with level ground: we just
did not have any violent contrasts
in people or things and imagined our
variations from the average as very
significant.

“Fating a good breakfast each
day is good insurance toward more
vim, vigor and wvitality and good
health,” M. V. Clarke, Health Ad-
ministrator, of Floyd County Health
department, says. “Far too many of
us regard breakfast as unimpor-
tant,” Clarke adds, “and say that
we don’t have time or just can’t
eat so early in the morning.”

Lunch and dinner can mot make
up for the absence of a nourishing
breakfast. One-fourth to one-third
of daily food needs should be ob-
tained through the breakfast menu.

Citrus fruits with vitamin C help

to resist infection and build sound
teeth and healthy gums. Protein
needed for energy, growth’' and
muscle repair is found in meats,
egps and cereals. Enriched bread
and cereals add vitamin B and the
added milk is a source of calicum,
protein and riboflavin. Butter and
margarine, sources of vitamin A,
provide fuel and help eyesight, par-
ticularly at night.
People who eat good a breakfast,
therefore, are more productive,
quicker in reaction and do not tire
as easily, Clarke stresses. A good
breakfast helps also to stave off a
mid-morning slump.

By allowing a little more time
each morning, and by doing a few
chores the night before—such as
setting the table preparing fruit
juices or putting utensils and in-
gredientss in handy locations—
time may be saved, and energy
gained. “Try breakfast menus that
are appealing if you think you
can't eat breakfast: start by eating
a little and then the first thing you
know you've ‘acquired a habit that
will mean much today and even
more in later years,” concludes
Clarke.

There he stood, watehing,
waiting, winning. Hundreds of peo-
ple were streaming drown to the
front of the arena to “make their
decision for Christ.”

I must confess that I was deeply
moved by this amazing scene. Since
then I have had to admit that God
was moving in the thunder and the
calm.

A month later T went with ‘my
eldest son to the White City Sta-
dium. That afternoon Billy Graham
preached & most powerful sermon.

Once again I saw people answer
his appeal; but this time they went
forward in the thousands. It was an
overwhelming sight. From that time
onwards it seemed that things could
never be the same again.

That Sunday evening I went to
the local Baptist Church. At the end
of the service the minister made an
appeal. I wasn’'t guite sure whether
to walk out or go to the front.

In the end I made up my mind |;
that I would make the same stand |
that all those thousands of people
had made at Harringay and White
City. So I made my way from the
gallery of the church to the front.

As soon as I had yielded my life
to Christ T went home and wrote a
letter of resignation to the Com-
munist Party.

Until then, apart from a deep and
unsatisfied unrest within, I had
been in complete agreement with
the party. But it was impossible to
serve both atheism and God.

Inside my heart was breaking. I
was saying goodbye to the comrades
I had loved and led for so many
vears. I knew they would not under-
stand, My old enemies would be
gloating. My friends would call me
a traitor, My name would be ban-
died and tossed about, a byword
and a symbol of dm‘sislon. Hell itself
was about to break around my ears.

My wife put her arms around my
neck a.nd kissed me. My heart was
breaking; hers was bursting with

REQUISITE

IN GOOD PASTURE PLANS

BY [ B,

Establishing a pasture involves
many questions that one must con-
sider and try to find the answer
to before attempting to sow his seed.
The type of soil, the nature of the
ground, its slope or grade, the avail-
able moisture, and the animals to
be grazed all enter into the picture.

Based on my experience in, the
last few years in trying to estab-
lish a good sod for cattle on hill-
side land, most of which is really
too steep for pasture, I would sug-
gest the first thing to do is to take
some soil samples and have them
analyzed to find out the plant foods
needed in the ground. Having found
the answer to this question, then I
would consider the moisture conient
of the soil to determine the kind of
plans that the ground will support
or feed. For instance, if the ground
has more than average moisture, T
would think of sowing red top or
herds grass with Reed Canary grass
or 31 fescue, and put with it Ko-

rean lespedeza as a legume: Alfﬂlrnslsulted. For one reason, the plant|

and clover do not like wet fee$, and
lespedeza is more tolerant of mois~ '
ture. By all means sow a legumnie
with grass regardless of the kind of
grass sown. On high dry ground I
would want a deep rooted grass,
such as-31 fescue, Alta fescue and
orehard grass, and with it as a le-
gume I would sow some alfalfa,
Kenland red clover and sericea les-
pedeza.

After receiving the report on the
Soil analsis I would supply the re-
quired ‘plant foods and lime to
sweetenn the soil, put it on the
ground and work it into the soil by
plowing, discing, harrowing and
‘dragging until the ground is well
pulverized and the lime and plant
food mixed with the soil., It would
be well to harrow and drag once
or twice after plowing at ten days
or two weeks intervals to kill out all
sprouting weed seeds.

Now, as to the time fo sow invol-
ves a little chance. Some prefer

OF EVERY FLOYD FARMER

By ERVINE

It should be the goal of every
farmer in Floyd county to have
abundant pasture for his live-
A good pasture is bene-
ficial to each farmer in that it is
a cheap source of feed for his
livestock, provides a cover for
his soil to prevent erosion, re-
tains the nutrients in the soil by
preventing leaching, adds humus;
and if a legume is present, nitro-
gen from the air is stored in the
soil. |

To establish a good pasture it is
advisable to have the soil tested
to determine the nutrients pre-
sent and supply the ones deficient
through the use of fertilizers.
This is as important for estab-
lishing a pasture as it is for any
other crop. . Preparation of a
good seedbed is also important in
establishing a good pasture. The
seedbed may be prepared by
plowing and working the soil
down thoroughly or by thorough
discing or harrowing alone. In
either case, preparation of the
land should be begun a month or
more before seeding time, if|
possible. This practice reduces
weed seedlings in the new pas-|
ture and firms the seedbed.|
Final preparation should leave |
the seedbed firm underneath and
loose on top.

Many farmers have failed in|
establishing a good pasture be-|
cause of poor judgement in|
choosing a mixture that is suit-|
able for their location. The
chioice of pasture mixtures suit-|
able for Floyd county depends_.l
upon soil conditions, kind of|
livestock that is to utilize it,
seasonal grazing needs, and cost
of the seed.

Anyone can mix seed together
and call it a mixture, it is, true
enough, but the impertant thing
is will it grow and make the best
possible pasture for your specific
needs.

Before seeding your pasture it
would be advisable to see your
county agent. He has received
technical training on the growing
habits and nutrient requirements

Johnstone Tells Farmers
To Scw More Idle or Hilly
Land, Try New Varieties

Many farmers are interested in
contributing what they can to
the betterment of pastures in
Floyd county. W. C. Johnstone
gives these suggestions for prae-
tices that farmers can carry out
in this area:

“Convert waste or idle land to
good pastures. On almost every
farm there are one or more acres
of waste or idle land which would
make good pastures. It is estimat-
ed that there are now 3,000,000
acres of such land in Kentucky.
It should be cleared, worked,
fertilized, and seeded to a mix-
ture of adapted grasses and le-
gumes. August and September is
the best time for seeding such
areas. The cost will vary from a
few dollars per acre +to more
than the present value of the
land. In its present state the land
is practically worthless; develop-
ed in pastures it will produce and
pay profits.

Improve old pastures. Many
acres of land now being used for
pasture are thin and provide
poor grazing. Much of this ean be
improved without plowing, mere-

By Replacing Other
Feeds, Upping Yield

The importance of a good ranse

| Poultryman. Perhaps no phase of
| Poultry raising offers greater oppor-

I tunities for reducing production
costs and inereasing returns from
better stock than does the proper nse
| of range and pasture for growing
| chiickens.

The value of the pouliry mn_gel
is not measured entively bi’ the r'e-|
| duction of feed costs. It is true that

a good pasture which provides|
plenty of succulent green feed will
| enable the poultryman to save from
10 to 20 per cent of his feed costs. |
This saving is due to the faet that
the vitamin rich pasture will permit
the feeding of g simple, less expen-
Sive growing mash and that mash
consumption will be lower because

sects and foliage.

Probably a far greater value can |
be attributed to pasture for poultry |
when it is realized that the pu}let|
| housed off the range is healthier, |
| more vigorous and therefore a more |
| profitable individual. Omne of the
oufstanding advantagzes of a g(md'
| pasture for poultry is that it pro-
vides the necesary isolation of young
| chickens from the older birds dur-
ing the growth period when the
young are most suspectible to dis-
ease and parasites of the older
birds. It should be remembered that
older birds must always be con-
sidered as earriers of disease or-
ganisms. Good ranges also provide
other well recognized advantages
such as: fresh air, direct exposure
to sunshine, more exercise. all of
which have a direct bearing on pro-
ducing a sturdy, healthy pullet.

There are many grasses and le-
gumes that are suitable for poultry
pastures. However, it must be kept
in mind that poultry cannot utilize
mature, touzh pasture even if it is
green. Chickens can use only young,
tender and succulent forage. For
this reason any poultry range should
be mowed at least three fo six
times during the sumimer to keep

eoing to seed and to maintain suc-
culence. This is most important in
mixtures involving either bluegrass
or alfalfa.

Regardles of the type of forage
seeded, the ideal poultry range is
the one that permits as complete as
possible isolation of growing and
adult birds. It should be well drain-
ed, especially keeping in mind that
it be uncontaminated by surface
drainage from polluted areas above.
The forage should provide succu-
lence during the entire range season
and be able to stand wear, punish-
ment and continue to grow.

Ladino clover is generally consid-
ered the best all-around pastureage
for poultry. However, excellent re-
sults can be obtained from alfalfa,
red clover, bluegrass or other grass-
es. The reasons behind $0 many
poultrymen preferring ladino clover
is that it so nearly approaches the
ideals set up for the range. It pro-
duces a heavy growth of tender
leaves, high in protein, over a long
prowing season. The matted runners
carpet the ground and help to keep

In Kentucky. That doesn't mean to
SA¥ the pastures are at their best
In JAugust because often drought
and starvation make many of our
pastures brown and bare in that
month. But August is the bezinning
of the new pasture year—it is the
tme o start new pastures and to
improve old ones. August is one of
the best times to test soils and to
spread’ lime on acid soils; it is
a good time to convert wasteland to
good pastures by working, fertilizing,
and seeding: it is a good time to
fertilize poor pastures. August is the
beginning of the cover crop sea-

son when veteh, crimson clover and |

small grains should be sowed or
gotlien ready to sow.

Pasture improvement offers great
oppeortunities for Floyd county farm-
ers. We have thousands of acres of

igle wasteland that would make ex-

; cellent pastures il properly fertilized
[ and seeded. We

have other thou=-
sands of acres of pasture which
could be improyed with fertilizer or
better management practices. Floyd
county is a natural pasture county.
Our soils are not adapted to corn
or cother row crops except on very
limited scale, Tobacco acreage is
pretty well fixed by law, so that
leaves pasture, livestock, and straw-
berries practically our only oppor-
tunity for agricultural expansion,
Fortunately there is an increasing
demand for milk, meat and wool.
The population of the United States
is. increasing at the rate of 7.000
people perday. We have fewer acres

of land and fewer people to farm

them than in the past. That means
that the farmer who deoes a good
job will have a better chance of
making a profifable living.

The progress of Floyd county
farms is practically determined by
the progress in making pastures, so
let’s make August a great Green
Pastures Month in this county—
everyone fixing up one or more acres

Greener, And Here's Way
To Facilitate Program

The purpose of the Floyd coun-
ty Green Pastures Program is to
develop better pastures through-
out the county. There are many
things that can be done to make
the county’s pastures greener.
Here are some of them:

1. Sow cover crops following
all row crops except on overflow
land. Wheat, rye, barley, oats,
vetch, and erimson clover all
contribute to the Green Pastures
program even though they might
not be used for pastures.

2. Sow alfalfa in August. Use
some grass with it for higher

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SOIL TESTING
IS ADVOCATED

| Corder, Boggs Suggest
How Laboratories May
- Aid Farmer in His Work

Farming is a business and a com-
plicated one at that. To be suc-
cessful this year, and in the next
| few vears, it must be operated as a
| business.
| In 1948, the Kentucky College of
Agriculture, in  cooperation with
county agents, started the present
system of extensive soil testing
|which has enabled farmers to do
| their job in a more business-like
| manner. Only two laboratories were
| established that year, but since that
| time 102 laboratories have been
| established and last year farmers

in 211 Kentucky counties took ad-
vantage of seryices offered by these
| laboratories and had about 46,000
soil samples tested in them. This
year we expect to see 65,000 to 75,000
samples tested. \

Floyd county now has one of the
best laboratories in Kentucky, and
is doing a fine job for farmers in
this county. This laboratory tested
mpre soil samples during the first
four months of its operation than
any other laboratory in the state
tested during its entire first year,

Floyd county farmers are doing
an excellent job bringing good soil
samples to the laboratory.

Every merchant in town or coun-
try takes an inventory of what he
has in stock and determines the
items he can sell easiest and at the
2reatest profit before he buys more
goods. In Kentucky's soil-testing
program we are trying to help the
farmer do the same thing. By hav-
ing his soil tested in one of the la-
boratories, a farmer can pretty well
measure the amount of lime, phos-
phorus, and potash he has in his
soil. By knowing this and by know-
ing something about the plant food
reguirements of the various crops he
is trying to grow, he is able to buy
the kind of fertilizer that contains:
scarce or missing elements in his
soil. For too long Kentucky farmers
bought fertilizer materials blindly
by the bag or by the ton. In too
many cases the plant food that was
limiting production most was not
the one that was bought in the
largest quantities;. By having soil
tests made, many farmers have
| found that 3-9-6, 6-8-6, or 4-12-8
fertlizer materials do not meef their
needs and manufactureers who sell
fertilizers in Kentucky have coop-
erated wonderfully in ftrying to
make mixed goods that will meet

PROPER METHOD OF TAKING
SOIL SAMPLES EXPLAINED

By GEORGE D. CORDER

If Kentucky farmers are to geb.

the best results from the soil-testing
program and from fertilizing ac-
cording to the recommendations
made, soil samples must be taken
properly and delivered to the soil
testing laboratory in good condition.
They must be representative of the
area if the resulls are to represent
the level of fertility of the area. The
technician who makes the tests, and
the county agent who is responsible
for the program and makes the fer-
tilizer recommendations, exercise a
great deal of cave in processing the
soil samples. The farmer or other
person who takes the samples from
the field or area, should use equal
precautions if maximum reliability

in the results are to be obtained. It |e
is to be remembered that test results

and fertilizer recommendations are

no better than the sample taken
and delivered to the laboratory:

spil delivered by the farmer and if
the sample is not representative of
the field, the results of the test
won't be. If we could eliminate the
errors in taking soil samples, we
would eliminate most of the errors
in soil testing. Be sure yowr soil
samples are good ones. Ask your
county agent how to take them,
The three tools most commonly
recommended for taking soil sam-
ples are soil-sampling fubes, augers
and spades. A clean bucket should
be at hand for mixing the samples,
and clean, heavy paper bags should:
be used to deliver the samples to the
laboratory, :

farmers in a few counties in the
state, Some farmers find it con-
venient to use an iron pipe. This
can pbe made more useful by cutting
out one side with an emery wheel,
making it similar to a sampling
tube,

The sample is best taken from
the field when the soil is dry enough
to plow. While it ean be done when
the ground is wet, it is then much
more difficult to mix the soil so
the portion sent to the laboratory
is representative, It is also more
dififeult to prepare for analysis.

If the soil is not dry when it is
taken from the field, it should be
air-dried and all lumps crushed be-
Jfore the sample is delivered to the
soll-testing laboratory. Do not dry
the soil over a stove or radiator.

A sample can be taken more
quickly and easily when a soil-
sampling tube or auger is used rath-
er than a spade, and usually it will
be more likely to represent the area.

When using an auger or soil-
sampling tube, make a boring 6
inches deep, or no deeper than the
soil is usually plowed, and pull up
the soil, When a spade is used, dig
‘a V-shaped hole 6 inches deep, or
deeper, and cut a thin slice from the
side of the hole. The boring or slice
of soil removed should consist of a
sample extending from the surface
to a depth of 6 inches, or plower-
layer depth. AIl grass and trash
should be removed from the surface
before a boring is made, or before
the slice is collected with the spade.

There should be 10 or more sam-
plings taken with the auger, sam-
pling tube, or spade from each field
or area. All samplings should be
placed in a clean bucket or box as
they are taken in the field. Mix
them thoroughly, then place a pint
of this soil in a clean paper sack as
the sample to be tested for that
area. Mark the sack with the field
name or field number from which it
was taken, plus the farmer’s name
and address.

If a field is uniform in soil-type,
fertility, slope, and crop growth, and
if fertilizer and lime treatment have
been the same over the entire field,
one composite sample of 10 or more
samplings is sufficient.

If the {field varies in soil-type,
fertility, or slope, or if <rop growth
varies in different parts of the
field, or if fertilizer and lime treat-
ment, on various parts of the field
have varied during recent years, a
composite sample of 100 or more
borings should be taken from each
area.

Old house sites, small garden
plots, and places where lime or
manure have been piled in a field
should be avoided. If a larger field
Ihas fertile basin or a poor knoll
that is so small that a farmer can-
not afford to change his fertilizer
application when he comes to that
area in his operations, they should
be avoided in sampling. If the basins
or knolls are large enough in area
that they should be fertilized sep-
arately, a composite sample should

the remainder of the field.

Before limestone and fertilizer
recommendations can be properly
made, past cropping-history, soil
treatments, and future cropping
plans must be known by the county
agent. This knowledge of the field
is supplied when the farmer f{ills
out the information sheet correctly.

Fertilizer Consumption
Has Doubled in Ten Years

We have reached the stage in the
season when livestock are doing se-
lective grazing. By this we mean
they are eating pasture down short
in spots, while other spots of the
grasses and ‘clovers are getting
ahead of the livestock and rapidly
approaching the stage when they
will be going into maturity. Such
pasture should be clipped immedi-
ately before seed is produced by the
plants that arfe not being grazed.
If this is done now the crop which
is clipped off may be saved for hay
if there is enough hay to take it
off. IT there is not enough growth
to make hay of the clippings it
may be left on the ground. By clip-
ping at this time the pastures can
all be kept in a palatable and nu-
tritious stage and the livestock will
be able to graze over the entire
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area of the pasture.

= 5. When you see these figures
it means that there are 10 dodder
Seeds, 8 Johnson grass seed, and
5 cheat seed to the ounce. Mul-
tiplying one of these figures,dod-
der, for example, by 16, the
number of ounces in a pound,
you will get 160 seeds of dodder
per pound. Then by multiplying
1680 by 100 would give you 16,000
dodder seeds in a 100 Ib. bag.
Don’t buy seed when you see
such numbers as these.

The Kentucky Seed Law re-
quires that the producer state on
the tag what is contained in the
bag. The producer can sell 100%
dodder seed providing he has
shown it on the tag, and someone
will buy it. Don’t trust your eves
when buying seed—read the tag.

Clip Pastures Now
And Save The Hay

Since fertilizer consumption in
Kentucky and the nation as a whole
has more than doubled during the
last ten years, the supply has been
inadequate and there is reason to
believe that the supply will continue
to be inadequate for the next few
years. One reason for the shortage
of fertilizer, according to reports
from fertilizer manufacturers, is the
lack of storage space to hold the
material through winter months.
This lack of storage space results
in the closing down of some plants
and a slower operations in others

just before the fertilizer buying
rush starts in the spring.
With the above facts in mind,

farmers should be urged to prac-
tice fall buying of fertilizers pro-
vided they have proper places for
storage. This practice will assure
the farmer of getting not only the

time he often makes saving on his
fertilizer bill.

It does not survive well if
companion grass in mixtures are
allowed to erow to rank. If it is
sown with orchard grass and red
clover, the m:xfure should be cut for
hay in its early blossom stage or
kept grazed to prevent chosing out
the ladino.

Another new legume that we will
use widely in Kentucky is Kenland
1ed clover. Kenland is a new clover
developed by Dr. Fergus at the Uni-
versity of Kentucky. It yields more
than common red clover anc it lives
more than two years. It has proven
itself in comparative yield tests.

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Poor Pastures Need
More Fertilization,
UK Specialist Says

By E. N. Fergus; University of Ky,

“What should 1 do to imprave
this. pasture?” This is a question
| that farmers ask their eounty agent
|:1Immst every day. Ifs not always a
question that is easy to answer. If
| the pasture is not a very good one
there may be no practical way to in-
prove it Yet there is always the
possibility that it can be improved
‘mmewhai,. On the other hand, if
the pasture is a poor one the ques-
fion can be answered easily in most
Instances.

Most soil in Kentueky needs two
to three tons of ground limestone
| lo produce good pasture. Some soils
|de nol need lime, however, the
amount and kind of fertilizer needed
| varies greatly. Most EKentucky soils
| need phosphorus. Poor  pastures
| should perhaps be treated with: 100
| pounds or more of phosphoric acid
per acre (500 or more than 20 per-
cent superphosphate or equivalent).
Often they should be fertilized with
50 to 70 pounds of potassium oxide
| per acre (80 to 120 pounds of nutri-
ate of potash or egaivalent).

Poor pastures may need nothing
more than liming and fertilizing to
make them into good pastures, This
is the case if the sod is fairly heavy
but making poor growth. It will
thicken up when fertilized. Usual-
ly, however, the grass is thin and
the legumes are lacking. Many
weeds may be present. These pas-
fures must be reseeded as well as
fertilized. How shall this be done?
Usually the pasture is so weedy that
it should be rather thoroughly disk-
eéd before reseeding, If the grass
is fairly good it may be best to disk
| only enough to cover the seed light-
ly or the disking may be omitted al-
together and the seed sown with
any implement that sows the seed
at the proper depth. Reseeded pas-
ture should not be grazed heavily
until after the seedings have be-
| come well established. Otherwise
many of them will be killed.

Most pastures should be limed
every eight or ten years and phos-
phated every year or two. _

Ili’oest Permanent Mixtures
.’Are These of High Yield,
{Are Palatable, Nutritious

l (By Extension Service)

The best permanent pastures are
those which produce high yields of
palatable, ‘nutritious feed through-
out the grazing season. Few if any
grasses or legumes alone will do
this under normal grazing condi-
tions. Experience and research show
that mixtores approximating egual
proportions of grasses ant legumes
usually are most desirable. Gener-
ally, there is much more difficulty
in maintaining legumes than grasses
in permanent pastures.

It is true that if molstare condi-
tions are favorable pure: stands of
erass can be made very productive
with hizh rates of fertilization, es-
pecially with nitrogen, but the cost
may bhe excessive. Legumes, if pr
ent in sufficient guantity, increase

Pasturemen may increase their
chances for success by using good
Judgment in seeding and wise
choices of seeding practices. When
weather conditions are favorable, in
general, little difficulty is exper-
lenged in getting good stands in pag-
tures if good seed of adapted var-
teties of the right erops is properly
sown on productive or well fertilized
soil. In choosing crops Tor pasture
in Kentucky consideration should
be given bo 1. soil condition, 2. fhe
length of time the pasture is to
stand, 3. kind of livestock for which
the pasture is to be used, 4. seasonal
urazing needs, 5. cost of seed, Im-
portanee of following these sugges-
lions is emphasized by the eost price
squeeze which farmers have been
experiencing in' recent months.

Fortunately we have a good numni-
ber of well adapted grasses and le-
gumes for various soil types in Kean-
tecky. 'The grasses and legumes
maore genevally used [or pastures i
Kentucky are, Ky. 31 fescue, Ken-
tucky bluegrass, orchard grass, red
top, and brome grass which is om
the inerease in demand. Legumes
whieh are generally used in our pas-
ture program in Kentucky are Les-
pedeza, red clover, white -clover,
alfalfa, sweet clover atfid a variety
of the other miscellaneous legumes.
The combinations which should be
seeded will be determined by the
type of soil on which the pasture
is to be grown and the general use
which is to be made of it,

Soil Analysis Can Aid
Dealers in Wise Buying

Farmers will need to buy ferfili-
zers in large quantities next year
andyin years following if they stay
in the business of successful farm-
ing, under the present economic
conditions of farm product prices
and operating expenses, it is quiet
essential that fdrmers biuy plant
foods rather than pounds or tons
of material, and that they buy the
plant foods that are limiting pro-
duction most. Before farmers can
buy the analysis of fertilizers need-
ed, tliey must be stored by the local
dealers.

We feel sure thatb the fertilizer
|'dealers want to steck fertilizers
that will best fit the farmers needs.
In order to help the fertilizer deal-
ers in Floyd county stock the ferti-
lizer farmers are goihg to need; a
fertilizer dealer meeting is. being
planned by the Extension Service
this fall.

TREES FOR WATER

I was recently impressed with a
simple chart showing the effect
which trees have on the moisture in
the surrounding soil. The chart, with
a single tree in an open field, show-
ed a 90-degree temperature in the
sunshine area while the temperature
in the tree's shade was only 80 de-
grees. Thus, in that one particular
shaded spot there was an eleven
bercent saving of moisture in this
ground beecause of the slower rate
of evaporation.

Multiply the moisture loss of one
tree by hundreds of thousands, or
millions of trees destroyed by the
axe or forest fires and it is no
longer a mystery what has happen-
ed fto our important underground
water level,

Perhaps we should
lift our emphasis to the "STRAY
dog question.” I know of no instance
where political trouble, hard feel-
ings, or misunderstanding was ever
caused by a STRAY dog, Neither
do I know of any instance where a
stray dog has been of any benefit
to anybody trying to make a living
for his family.

If the farmers of Floyd county
who are interested in raising sheep
will let their public oficials know
just how they really feel on the
question of stray dogs I believe they
will get 100 per cent cooperation in
golving this problem.

Good Time to Buy Ewes
In Dry Western States,

Sheep-raising suggestions by
Richard C. Miller, of the UK College
of Agriculture and Home Economics
include a notice that dry weather
in western states may make this a
good time fo'buy ewes in that part
of the country.

Miller said late lambs should be |
kept thrifty until cool nights make|
it possible to finish them. They
should be sheared, he advised, and!
dosed with phenothiazine if that|
has not already been done. It is
important also to keep a phenothia-
zine-salt mixture before the lambs,
and to see that the mixture is fresh
and stirred regularly to prevent
caking.

In culling the ewe flock, some |
sheepmen examine ewes individual-l
Iy to determine their fitness to re-
main in the flock, Miller said. Bar-
ren ewes, poor producers and ewes
having bad mouths, defective ud-
ders or other faults should be sold
for slaughter, he warned.

The feet of ewes should be ex-
amined, the sheep spzcialist brought
out, and trimming done where need-
ed. “Much foot trouble, including
foot-1ot, could be avoided if farm- |
ers generally would keep the feet
of their sheep well trimmed,” he
said “Under Kentucky conditions,
the feet should be examined at
least three times a year.”
