this $64,000 would be a great
start in starting this project. If
the officials of our county would
just even try, they could build
a county home, with little or ne
effort on their part.

Now if it is to build a gymnasi-
um, just about every one goes
all out for this drive. And I know
everyone will go all cut for a
county home drive., Please don’t
gel me wrong. We do need gyms
for our schools, but the welfare
of the aged and the crippled chil-
dren should come first.

I also read in the same issue of
the Times where the town of
Martin is considering a $350.000
| bond issue to construet a gym at
Martin. Now stop and think just
how far this amount would go to-
ward the construction of a county
home.

By the way, where is the $84,-
000 we are supposed to have?
Who is in charge of it? Why do
the good citizens have to sue to
get back what rightfully belongs
to them. Ever who has the mo-
ney, why not turn it over to the
general fund or set up a fund
for the purpose of building a
county home. I am sure every
citizen of this county will vote
for such a cause.

Now let's take the $35,000 for
the proposed Martin gym and the
$350,000 proposed Prestonsburg
gym which will be raised if and
when they are built, then we
have a sum of $764,000. With this
amount we could have one of the
best equipped county homes in
the state. Why mot vuild our
county home, then build our gvm.
And, too, why' build a $1,000,000
gym in a §1,000 fown?

I am asking you good citizens of
this eounty directing the bond
issue for the purpose of build-
ing these gvms at Prestonsburg
and Martin, to go over in Knott
county and take a real good look
at their gym.

Tuberculosis—Then and Now

Tuberculosis is centuries old: Tt
plagued the ancient Egyptians,
early Greek cwﬂlzation, and those
who lived in the days of the
Roman Empire,

In eenturies past, the disease
was known as “consumption,”
name which some still use today-
The old name probably originated
with the fact that, as the illness
progresses and the sick person
loses more and more weight and
energy, the disease literally seems
to be consuming the body.

Tuberculosis was once thought
to be inhepited, passed down.
{from one generation to the next.
Some people formerly ‘“treated”
TB with special herbs, and others
sought the touch of royalty to
‘eure” it. Innumerable genera-
tions accepted the “White
Plague,” as it has often been
called, as inevitable and incur-
able.

Modern medicine has radically
changed many old ideas about
tuberculosis. For example, we
know today that TB is not in-

‘herited, that it is caused by germs

sioners by March 1. The listing
is on property owned as of Jan,
1 and is the basis for 1954 prop-
erty taxes, the State Department
of Revenue reminded today.

NMany persons find out too late
that their properfy has been

omited from the tax roll. They
are then required to pay a pen-
alty of 10 per cent plus interest
because their property was omit-
ted. While the county tax com-
missioners wuse all available
means in an effort to assess all
property, it is still the taxpayer’s
responsibility to list his property.

All real estate, tangible and in-
tangible property owned by a
person should be listed with the
county tax commissioner. Tang-
ible property includes
mobiles, household furnishings,
inventoeries, farm machinery, and

classes.
cludes such items as stocks and
bonds, mortgages, notes and ac-
counts receivable.

Property owners listing prop-
erty with the couniy tax com-
missioner should compare the
assessed values of their property
with those values assigned to
similar properties. In this man-
ner, the owner can be assured of
a more equitable assessment.
