LAB ASSURED

Service To Farmers
To Be Made Available
Here Soon, Boggs Says

A soil-testing laboratory for the
benefit of Floyd ecounty farmers,
and possibly for farmers of str-
rounding counties, is assured, it was
announced fcllowing  Monday's
meeting of the Floyd county Exten-
sion Advisory committee.

Contributions of materials and
cash amounting to 8500 have been
made by Floyd business men, and
this aid, together with free labora-
tory space in the Firestone Store
building here, has made the service
possible,

A lab technician is expected to
be approved soon by the Extension
Department, University of Kentucky.
County Agent O. E. Boggs, who led
the mave for this added service to
farmers, said a soils specialist wiil
meet here March 11 with the Floyd
county Extension Advisory cominit-
tee and train the technician named
to operate the laboratory. At the
same time the Extension Advisory
committee is expected to select a
mine the policy fo be adopted and
permanent Soils commitiee, deler-
the fees to be charged for lahora-
fory service.

This fee it is expected, will be 50
cents per soil sample tested.

The Extension Service has been
doing soil-testing in this area 'since
1850, with the Lawrence county la-
boratory at Louisa serving  five
counties. Location of the labora-
tory here will expedite analyses of
soil  sampleés submitted by PFloyd
farmers, Agricultural Soil Consetva-
tion and others,

Equipment for the laboratory has
been ordered and its receipt here is
expected t‘.his week.

The following from the column
*Your Famous Forefathers” in the
Charleston (W. Va.) Gazette is
extracted here because the
Napier family settled, after dis-
persing from Virginia, not only
in West Virginia but Eastern
Kentucky as well. One of the
earliest of the Perry county set-
tlers was a Napier, mentioned re-
cently in this column. Families
living in Southwest Virginia in
early seifler days and looking
west, emigrated north and west
through what is now West Vir-
ginia, or south and west through
Kentucky and Tennessee. Ever
movement was westward, though,
until the land was peopled. The
article follows:

The Napiers descended from an
ancient Scottish family. The name
was originally De Na Peer. The
Scottish family included the Earls
of Lennox, Napiers of Merchiston
(Muchiston), Edinburg, and of
Thirlston, Their ancestry can be
traced directly to Robert Bruce of
Scotland.

Sir John Napier; of Merchiston,
married Lady Elizabeth Monteith.
A descendant of theirs, Robert,
was the father of the immigrant
ancestor of the Napiers in the
Virginia Colony. The immigrant
was Dr. Palrick Napier, b. 1610,
who' settled in York Co. before
16565. Dr. Napier married Eliza-
beth Booth, daughter of Robert
Booth an Englishman who also
settled in York Co., Va. and held
important offices including that
of clerk, justice and burgess.

Dr. Patrick Napier was a pio-
neer surgeon, receiving his train-
ing in Edinburgh. His will is re-
corded in York Co,, Va. in 1668,
as “Patrick Napier, Churgeon.”
In his will, Patrick names three
children — Robert, Patrick and
daughter” Frances. The Napiers in
colonial dadys, intermarried with
families of distinction, including
alliances with the families of Tar-
leton, Woodson, Fleming, Perrin,
Pleasants, Cocke, Massie, Ran-
dolph, Ashford, Clairborne, Booth,

Royal, Isham, Fox and many

others.

The Napiers of the Mountain
State descended from Robert Na-
pier, of the second generation who
married Mary Perrin, daughter of
Richard Perrin of Henrico, Co.,
Va. Ameng the children of Robert
and Mary Napier were Booth,
Robert, Frances, Katherine and
Elizabeth. Booth, the first son,
was born in 1692 and married in-
to the Hugenot colony at Mana-
kintown. His wife was believed
to have been a LaForce. The
French name of “Rene” followed
through many generations of the
Virginia Napiers. Booth is the an-
cester of the majority of the West
Virginia Napiers.

In Montgomery Co., Va., about
1780, Patrick Napier, Sr., Patrick,
Jr., Rene, and Thomas Iacated and
lmermarriecl with the Chapmans,
McComas, Brumfield and other
pioneer families. Later this sec-
tion was included in Giles Co. and
from those Napiers descend many
of the line in the southwestern
section of West Virginia.

Thomas Napier made an early
settlement on Twelve Pole Creek,
now in Wayne county, West Vir-
ginia. and numerous descendants
reside there today. Thomas Napier
married in 1880 in XKanawha
county. According to records there
were at least seven sons and two
daughters. This extensive family/
now is represented widely in
Wayne, Cabell and other sections
of the state, Reeords show allian-|
ces with such pioneer families of
that section as Watts, Wellman,
Ferguson, Vinson, Chapman, Port-
er, Adkins, McComas, Hatfield,
Smith, Bradshaw, Frazier, Queen,
Fry, Finley and many others.

Through the Napiers, descen-
dants can claim descent from the
Barons of Runnymede, and
through the Booths, the Napier:
women can claim eligibility teo
such organizations as Colonial
Dames of America, and through

the Hugenot connection to thel

Hugenot Society of America.

A late-fall visit to Fidelity in 1953

still standing—are now largely off |
the mam highway. In horse-and-
buggy days, when nobody seemed fo
be in & hurry, the roads wound over
the landscape, making many a
curve, Today the highways, costing
a pretty penny and used by cars,
emphasize straightness. Consequent.
ly, many a house that I once knew
sits forlornly by a remnant of what
used to be the road, far from fthe
rush and hurry of the payed high-
way. As people have become better
fixed financially, they have built
new houses by the new road, in
order to have better access to the
world that they are now a part of.
‘Some of the old-timers, partly be-
cause of hallowed memories of the
‘“pld place” and partly because
money is none too plentiful, still
Iive in the place tucked away along
the old road. As all of my exper-
ience except a very few visits to
Fidelity goes back to the old days
of crooked roads and their atten-
dant houses, I now can hardly
guess where T am when I drive in
the Fidelity neighborhood. Some-
times I see a house away across a
field that awakes memories of a
kind, but I cannot get enough view
of the house to reconstruct any
place that I onee knew, And the
new houses by the highway, very
much' modern and attractive, are
just houses to me, for they awake
no memories. I am sure their occu-
panis are just as fond of them as
we used to be of our old homes, but |
to an outsider the new bouses are
merely new houses, not homesteads.
In tuae.so{ course, they will acquire

homestead status, after the shade
trees and the orchard have had
time to develop a hominess about
the whole place.

On this same brief trip to Fidelity
I went to the site of my old home,
for the house itself was torn down
in 1939. This was my first sight
of the old house place since then.

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 22—The Ken-
tucky Railroad Commission extended
until December 31, 1955 a temporary
15 per-cent increase in intrastate
freight rates — originally granted
last year—on sand. and gravel.

Winning can be a part of the
prineiples in physical edueation, but
in innumerable cases it isn't. Omne
of the shortcomings of all coaches
is failing to instruct their youngsters
to be good winners as well as losers.

Recently before a Lions Club de-
legation, one Eastern Kentucky high
school mentor told the group that
in five years of coaching, 92% of
his basketball players had pgone to
college an@ he had yet to coach a
failure. He had been under fire from
different clans, but upon hearing
his views and not going strictly on
won and lost records, the group
voiced complete éndorsement of his
program and work.

In the later battle for livelihood,
a kid would have a golden oppor-
tunity to profit immensely from the
training lessons of a true coach
and friend.
