Was Native of West Va. 

At 93, "Uncle" Levi Strickland 
Still Swings a Mean Mattock 

Approximately 350 head of 
cattle in this county are infected 
with Bang's disease or brucellosis, 
according to a calculation arrived 
at from figures on tests made by 
Dr. W. G. Irvin, assistant state 
veterinarian, of Carlisle, who 
spent a few days here two weeks 
ago. Four head were found to be 
definite reactors to the tests and 
three had an indeterminate re­
action, Dr. Irvin reported, out of 
120 head tested. Floyd county has 
a cattle population, according to 
the 1950 census, of 5,810. 

Cattle found infeeted by Dr. 
Irvin are being branded with the 
letter B and will be ·sold to a beef 
processor in Lexington. The meat 
is safe for humans if it has been 
processed under heat to kill the 
bacteria. Bang's disease is the 
same as undulant fever in hu­
mans and it may be contracted by 
drinking the milk from an infect­
bacteria. There is no known cure 
ed cow as the milk is laden with 
for Bang's "except the butcher's 
block," as County Agent 0. E. 
Boggs, expressed it. 

Bang's disease causes loss of 
milk production in dairy cows 
and abortion. Only a graduate 
veterinarian is competent to make 
the tests for the disease, Boggs 
says, and none reside in this area. 
The blood sampled from animals 
here are analyzed at the Federal 
Bang's disease laboratory at the 
University of Kentucky. 

Plans are being made now by 
the local Extension Service to 
bring Dr. Irvin back this sum­
mer for extensive county-wide 
tests, it was said.

Named by the grand jury of the 

Floyd circuit court on a wilful 
murder count last week in the re­
cent slaying at Printer of his sister­
in-law, Mrs. Sadie Hayes Halbert, 
Ike Conn will remain in jail with­
out bond at least until Friday.
