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FEW SYPHILIS
CASES FOUND

Blood Test Program
In Floyd Establishes
Record f_qr-Kentp_cky'

“We have definitely  concluded
there are 14 homes in this county
with, congenital syphilis,” said
Montain Clark, health administra-
tor, this week after examining re-
turns from the State Department of
Health on a mass blood test pro-
gram conducted In this county re-
eently.

Forty-two hundred tests—a state
record fo date— were made, and 24
positive findings have been returned
so far. About 1,500 blood samples re-
main to be checked by state tech-
nigians.

Persons whose tests show positive
have -been nofified.

Clark said only. about ten per-
cent of the population in the county
has been reached by the: tests buf
if and when the remainder .are
tested he thinks the positive per-
centage will go up to about two per-
cent. Reasons for snch deduction is
that health officials find that per-
sons’ who have a kipown ease of
congenital venereal disease tend fto
stay away from the tests.

The Floyd county health office
will be c¢losed May 19 through May
21, Mr. Clark announced this week;
while fthe staff is ‘atiending the
annual EKentucky Public. Health
Association in Louisville. As a result
the health office will be open only
on Monday and Satmda.y of next
week.

In the Pikeville, Ky., and Wil-
liamson; W. Va., areas, more than
40 per cent of the insured work-
ing force is unemployed and fil-
ing unemployment - insurance
claims, he said. The same condi-
tion prevails in the nearby Ken-
tucky counties of Letcher, Floyd,
Perry, Breathitt, and Johnson.

“In this area, with four out of
10 industrial workers dependent
on unemployment-insurance pay-
ments, there is little prospect of
re-employment in the near fu-
ture,” Perkins wrote.

“These labor market areas were
certified by the Secretary of La-
bor as Group IV, or critical-uns
employment areas, in July, 1953,
with 11 per cent of workers un-

| employed. The rate has increased

three-fold since then.”

Perkins said that in normal
times many workers from the
area migrate to Northern Indus-
trial centers, but they are now
being forced home by layvoffs. The
usual seasonal upturn has failed
to-materialize, he said,

“The national total of unem-
ployed is rapidly approaching 5,-
000,000 if it has not 'already ex-
ceeded that figure,” he said. “This
country, with a Government-own-
ed reserve of more than five bil-
lion dollars of surplus foods, can-
not allow its unemployed workers
to starve.

“A substantial portion of these
workers has been unemployed for
more than six months and has ex-
hausted unemployment-insurance
rights, with 1,000,000 others fac-
ing a similar plight.”

Perkins said these payments
scarcely cover the bare neces-
sities ‘of life and as the time ap-
proaches when they cease the
workers face actual starvation.

They've thrown the book away
in Ohio—the big, fat book filled
with pagzes of fine print that was
supposed to Tregulate fishermen
and improve fishing. Now you can
go .after fish in the state in
almost all public waters, anytime
of the year, and keep all vou can
catch without regard to size, creel
limits, or Species. You not only
can, you're encouraged to!

This open-handed approach to
angling is the result of a fish
management program dedicated to
the proposition that ‘most peaple
zo fishing simply to have fun. Qut-
door writer Lee Templeton points
out that Ohlo is na wirgin wilder-
ness. It is one of the smaller states
in the Union and ohe of the more
heavily populated. What's more, its
public waters must earry a fishing
pressure unmatched” anywhere in
the country.

The decision to apply liberalized
fishing to this overctowded situa-
tion was based on. one of the most
careful fishery investigations in the
history of American' conservation.
This program proyed that Ohio
fish were dying of old age.

The story really hegins in 1930
when the state ran & series of tests
nettings on Buckeya Lake. It was
apparent that the lake held tre-
mendous quantities of fish that no
one knew—or even dreamed—about.
| But it wasn't smbil 1945 that the
| Wildlife Couneil agreed to set aside
one lake for an experiment in liber-
alized fishing; more and more lakes
were added, then streams. Now
public water in Ohio is wide open.

Biologists have learned that the
hook and line is one of the least
efficient tools ever devised. Less
than one per cent of Ohio’s fish-
ermen ever became adept enough
with it to consistently take the bag
limits that were then in force. This
insignificant harvest was no menace
to the fish population. It didn't be-
gin to stack up azainst the fantas-
tic reproductive power of fish.

Does this mean liberlization can
be applied everywhere? Probably
not. In fact, scientifically speaking,
there is no guarantee that liber-

Kentucky jailers will not benefit
during their present terms of olfice
from the 1954 legislation which

The bill, effective June 17, Taises
from $1.25 to $1.75 the daily fee

‘altlowed the other jailers for keep- |

ing and feeding prisoners confined
for offenses other than a felony

or contempt of court. It ‘also in-

ereased from 60 to 75 cents the fee
for locking up and and releasing
a prisoner charged with misde-
meanor.

Fayette County Jailer, John J.
Keller, Lexington, asked about the
effective date of the legislation.

While the act becomes effective
June 17, Assistant Attomey General
M. B. Holifield wrote Keller:

“1t is the eonclusion of this de-
partment that it is not applicable
to jailers who were elected at the
November, 1953, general eleection,
because the 'act changing the fee for
said service was adopted . . . after
their eleetion and during their
term.”

He said Section 161 of the State
Constitation. among other things,
provides *“the compensation of any
State, County, Town, or Municipal
officer shall not be changed after
his election or appointment, or
during his term of office . .."

“The present jailers during this
term cannot become the beneficiar-
ies of House Bill 140 without con-
travening the prohibitions™ of this
constitutional provision, he added.
