OVER-HEAVY,
JUDGE SAYS

Stumbo Says County
Unable To Finance
Home Visit Expense

The number on direct food re-
lief in Floyd county—14,490 as
of last Saturday—is out of pro-
portion to the actual need, Coun-
tv Judge Henry Stumbo said here
Wednesday.

But, he added, the job of reduc-
ing the figure to what it should
be would require the employing
of other workers who would go
out into the county, make home
visits and so determine who is
or is not in need. And that would
add to the financial burden al-
ready incurred by the county,
| which cannot bear additional ex-
pense, he explained.

The county already is paying
the salaries of five workers, and
with some state help is carrying
out the distribution of foodstuffs.
The case-load is now more than
6,000 above the total on rehefi
in this county during the Depres- |
sion of the 1930's, and the five
working at the commodity office
here are hard put to take care of
registration of applicants, pack-
aging and distributing the food-
stuffs.

“I think the state or federal
governments should help the
counties with this job of trying
to get food to those who need it
and to prevent those not in need
from getting help they don’t de-
serve,” Judge Stumbo said.

Knott county is a case em-
phasizing a top heavy relief load.
A few weeks ago, that county,
with 20,320 as of the 1950 census,
had 15,000 relief recipients. “Of
course there aren't that many,”
Knott County Judge Dennis Stur-
gill said.

Burial of Victim Held
While Husband in Jail;
Family Row Is Blamed

Mrs. Myrtle Smallwood Burke,

In piecing together the web of
circumstances leading up to the
tragedy, officials said teh Burkes,
who were childless, had been se-
parated and that they fought at
their home last week. Mrs. Burke

then swore out warrants for her|
husband, accusing him of reckless|

use of a deadly weapon and also
demanding of him bond to keep
the peace. He was arrested by
Deputy Sheriff Willie Johnson
and brought to jail here Sunday.

Burke had filed a divorce ac-
tion against his wife, last week.

FLOYD FARMS
NOW LARGER

Fewer and Larger Trend
Noted in Census Figures
But Total Acreage Drops

Most farms in this county are
getting larger, it was disclosed
recently when agricultural fig-
ures of the 1950 census were re-
leased.

A comparison of the 1945 esti-
mates and calculations as against
the actual census figures at the
last census reveal significant de-
velopments in agriculture here.
Farms increased from an average
of 37.3 acres to 468, and the num-
ber of farms decreased from 4,380
in 1945 to 2,994 in 1950, or 1,386
fewer farms in five years.

Land in farms decreased, too.
In 1945 there were 163,472 acres
in Floyd farms but it lessened to
137,740 in 1950. This can be ex-
plained by either a removal from
actual cultivation or a realistic
approach to enumeration when
the last census was taken. Many
acres of farms in this county are
woodland, not even being used
for pasture. There also was the
loss of all farmland in the Dewey
reservoir area.

There are no farms in this
county over 1,000 acres but five
are listed as between 500 and
999, Listed are 39 farms in the
260-499 acre range.

Farm tenancy decreased here in
the five-year period considered
by the census report. In 1950
there were only 493 tenants but
five years before there were 1,-
315. The livestock census on the
county’s farms decreased to a
marked extent in the five-year
period.

INCURABLE' DISEASE
IS ALSO DURABLE

Waterbury, Conn—In 1921 a Scovil
Manufacturing Company employee
was retired because he suffered an
“incurable" disease.

Thirty-three years later the em-
ployee, who had been collecting a
pension, died at age 93,

Only Accredited Vets
Competent to Make Tests,
State Vet Writes Boggs

Bang's disease or brucellosis diag-

nosis in this county prompted L, L. |

Breeck, state wveterinarian of the
Kentucky Department of Agricul-
ture, to write County Agent Ellis
Boggs last ‘week, that only a grad-
uate accredited wveterinarian can
make official Bang's and TB tests
and that these men must be train-
ed, even if they are graduates, to
properly complele the tests.

“This department, in cooperation
with the Agricultural Research
Service will make these tests in
your county at no cost to the owner
as soon as personnel is available.
The owners need only to give you
their names, location of their cattle
and number of cattle to be tested,”
Breck writes.

“We hayve extra personnel start.
ing to work around June 15 We will
have someone in your county for
Bang's testing shortly thereafter,” he
added.

Boggs says application to have the
veterinarian visit Floyd county
farms and make the tests are being
taken now by the local extension
office. When all the applications
are in, scheduled stops may be made
out.

Six cows In this county have been
found to have a positive reaction to
Bang's disease tests, it was disclosed
this week when Dr. W. G Irvin, as-
sistant state veterinarian, returned
here to Erand those previously test-
ed and diagnosed as positive reac-
tors. Since the first 120 head of

| cattle disclosed the presence of the

disease here, further tests were
made, making a total of 145 Nhead
tested. County Agent Boggs and Dr.
Irvin indicated concern over the
presence of the disease here. It
causes abortion and loss of milk pro-
duction as well as causing undulant
fever in human who drink the in-
fected milk.
