It is always a great event when 
we see true pictures of folk life. 
Recently it has become almost a 
fad to make our folk ridiculous, so 
mu:::l1 so that we who really love 
the flavor of our native state are 
always armed against a so-called 
interpreter of our customs. I was 
not in a very good mood when I 
picked up a copy of Jean Ritchie's 
SINGING FAMILY OF THE CUM­
BERLANDS; I had heard too much 
criticism of our mountaineers and 
of plain people everywhere in the 
~tate. Before I had read a full page, 
my mood had improved a thousand 
per cent. "Here," in Dryden's phrase 
about Chaucer, "is God's plenty." 
I read on and on and very reluc­

Kentucky's county and independent 
school districts paid twice as much 
in insurance premiums last year to 
insure against accidents, as was 
paid by companies for damages, ac- I 
cordinz to a study made by the I 

I 
State Department of Education. 

Superintendent of Public Instruc­
l tion W. P. Butler disclosed that dis­

tricts paid $73,968 in premiums, and 
the companies returned $36,661 for 
property damage and bodily in-
juries growing out of accidents. 

1 Butler revealed that the study 
was made under direction of John I 
L. Vickers, director of bus transpor- f 
tation. It also showed that there

were 329 school bus accidents dur- l 
ing the year which resulted in 62

persons being slightly injured, four 
suffered serious injuries and one 
fatality. .
