Following are excerpts from text of platform speech made by Hon. A. B. Chandler, at Bowling Green, 
Kentucky on October 1, 1955: 

PLEDGES SCHOOL HELP 

The ver}r first commitment which I 
make on my own behalf and on the 
behalf of the Democratic Party is the 
solemn pledge to elevate and improve 
education in Kentucky at all levels. 
The future of our state depends upon 
the educational ~pportunities afford­
ed our children. We cannot rise above 
the intellectual attainment of our peo• 
pie. Our culture, our industry, our 
agriculture, and our business depend 
upon the skill and training afforded 
those young people who-very soon­
must asstL"tle responsibility. 

The Minimum Foundation Law, a 
product of Democratic leadership, 
will be made effective promptly and 
will be fully implemented. Vocation­
al schools, trade schools, the colleges 
and the university must be financed 
adequately, and big plans must be 
made for their future, for a big job 
lies ahead of them. Agricultural edu· 
cation-so important to our welfare­
must be encouraged and supported 
through the expansion of Future 
Farmer and Future Homemaker pro­
grams and through the development 
of F. F. A. and 4-H Club leadership. 

A minimum foundation program, 
when made effective, should halt the 
exodus of qualified teachers from 
Kentucky. This is of first importance 
to our school system, but of equal im. 
portance is the implementation of the 
present teachers' retirement fund to 
make it fully operative. 

SPEAKS FOR TEACHERS 

Teachers who have devoted the best 
years of thei1· lives to instructing in 
the public schools of Kentucky should 
not be mistreated. It must be remem· 
bercd always that the minimum foun· 
dation program is indeed a minimum 
program. It is the least we can do for 
the schools. When the minimum foun· 
dation program has been achieved, 
our attention must never be diverted 
from constant and progressive im­
provement nor must we fail to afford 
equitable treatment to those school 
systems which are not benfited by 
the minimum foundation program. 
Eighty dollars per pupil in average 
daily attendance must be the floor 
that supports our common school sys­
tem. 

TELLS STAND ON PARKS 

Much has been said and written 
about our program for expansion of 
our system of State·owned parks. 

From time to time, I have tried to set 
the record straight by public state­
ments which, by accident or design, 
have been contorted. I believe I can 
command language on this occasion 
which is not susceptible of misunder. 
standing to state our plan for the 
parks. 

First, let me say that the present 
Division of Parks was created by the 
Reorganization Act of 1936, under my 
Administration. This was the begin­
ning of the present park system of 
Kentucky and one does not destroy or 
impair that which he has created. 

From that beginning the State park 
system has grown to its present dimen­
sions. Its growth and development 
have been accomplished by capital 
outlay from the surplus in the State 
treasury. That surplus is gone. Future 
expansion of the State parks can be 
accomplished by issuance of revnue 
bonds which will be retired from the 
income of the added facilities. 

This is a perfectly feasible and wise 
mEthod of expansion. Several methods 
have been suggested to me which 
would accomplish retirement of these 
bonds. No feasible method will escape 
our attention or be denied considera­
tion. I will act on the best adv1ce I 
can get and according to the best in­
telligence I possess in selecting a meth· 
od which will accomplish the great­
est expansion in the shortest length of 
time-which will provide the greatest 
good for the greatest number of peo· 
pie. 

WON'T BE LEASED 

Let this be made crystai dear: The 
park facilities, under no circum­
stances, will be leased, rented, bar­
gained or traded tq any political fa­
vorite, nor will any consideration en· 
ter into the operation of the State 
parks 5ave and except the considera· 
tions of efficiency, development and 
expansion. This statement, I think, is 

· not susceptible of contortion, or mill· 
understanding. 

STATE EMPLOYEES 

I want now to speak to a large 
group of Kentuckians who - more 
than any other group-has been made 
the object of confusion and misquota­
tion. I want to speak for the benefit 
of and directly to the State employees 
-those men and women who- for 
the most part - devote themselves 
conscientiously to their employment. 

As early as April .5, 1955 when I 
was a candidate in the primary, I re· 
leased a prepared statement in which 
I said: "Capable and competent em­
ployees of the State who conduct 
themselves properly will be retained 
and new employees will be selected 
in accord 1nce with the standards now 
set forth in the Civil Service and 
Merit systems which are a part of 
our laws." 

Further, I said : "A sound and ef. 
fective retirement plan for State em• 
ployees who have devoted many years 
to the State's service will be a part 
cf my progr:.1m." I criticized the prac­
tice of State employment for political 
purposes only. I now restate what I 
said in April. I cannot say it more 
clearly now than I said it then. I shall 
not deviate from this stated policy. 

No one is authorized to and no one 
hae, to my knowledge, subjected any 
~.tate employee to any coercion or 
pressure in order to obtain a political 
contribution. I hold the view that a 
State employee is like any other Ken· 
tuckian-free and unencumbered. He 
has the right to live and move and act 
precisely in the same manner as any 
olher citizen. Any act or statement 
which does not accord with these 
views is contrary to my policy and will 
be contrary to my practice.

Most State Poultry 
Gets No Inspection 

Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 10 - Health 
authorities estimated that 85 per­
cent of poultry processed in Ken­
tucky receives no thorough inspec­
tion, a report of the Legislative Re­
search Commission disclosed today. 

"Only careful inspection of meat 
"lt slaue:htering plants can protect 
public health." the report, made in 
::onfcrmity with a resolution of the 
1954 General Assembly that a poul­
try inspection presents a striking 
~ontrast, with little provision being 
made for inspection of poultry car­
::asses or plan t facilities. Health 
authorities estimate that 85 per cent 
of poultry processed in the State is 
e1ot thorom;hly inspected." 

The report added that "it may be 
desirable ultimately to e.stablis"h 
~ompulsory State meat inspection" 
and warned against a pro5ram poor­
ly conceived or operated. 

"Remedial legislation should be 
sound and practical," according to 
the study. "One approach is through 
model m·dinances suitable for vol­
untary local adoption. An official 
meat stamp under a State pro­
ar am should mean that the product 
has passed most rigid expert ex­
amination. Records should be keot 
so as to be of maximum benefit to 
<anitary officials in locating origin 
of diseased animals." 

The reason for so much poultry 
being processed without examina­
tion, the commission report sug­
~ested, was that when legislation 
was first passed dealing with the 
subject most chickens were killed 
at home.

'The University of Kcntuckv Ex­
periment Station reports that feccl­
il.,:- trials ind1ca e that corncobs 
and cottonseed hulls make satl -
factcry roughages for dairy heifers 
when supplemented with Purdue 
cattle supplement A or some other 
high-protein supplement. In par 
the report says: 

"When the intake of roughages 
was limitEd, heifers fed corncobs 
as a sole rougha~e gamed .92 of a 
pound daily; heifers receiving cot­
toru;eed hulls gained 60 of a pound 
daily and heifers fed 11 clover-timo­
thy hay and 17 per cent protein 
concentrate g-ained .78 pound daily.
