ARE YOU POSITIVE?

“Cats can see in the dark.” Do
you believe that? Are you positive?

Really, no animal can see in the
pitch dark. But many people believe
they can. What do you believe?
What you see? What you hear?
What “everybody” says? Do you try
to find out for sure? Of course,
many of the common beliefs, such
as the one about cats, probably
won't do you any harm. But some
incorrect notions can harm you.

Here's one you may have heard:
“Tuberculosis is g ‘disedase of young
people. Old people don't get TB.”
Do you believe that? Are you posi-
tive?

TB doesn't care how old you are.
The germs that cause TB are just
as much at home in the lungs of a
grandmother of 80 as a girl of 18,
All they want is a chance—a per-
son who is physically run down,
who doesn’t eat right, who doesn’t
get enough rest and sleep, perhaps
someone weakened by another ill-
ness, or by a severe mental or emo-

| Lewis” have failed to proceed fur- |
ther in appealing the allowance of
the attorney fee.

Arguing along this line, the peti-
tion points out that since the spec-
jal judge who heard the original
case and the Court of Appeals

that members of the fiscal court |
were acting adversely to the in-
terest of Floyd county “and in &
fraudulent and collusive manner,”
it is a little late to contend that
the fiscal court is now acting for |
the benefit of the county.

The Wellman appeal contends
that the fiscal court voted its re-
cent order at the urging of County
Judge Stumbo whose interests and
motives in making the order were
purely personal, malicious and de-
signed to affect a delay in con-
cluding the litigation. It points out
that a judgement of about $9,000 |
was gained against Judge Stumbo |
as a result of a Lewis-prosecuted
suit.

County Attorney Wellman also
points out that the Kentucky State
Bar Association’s professional stan- |
dards require at least 40% in any
cases taken by an attorney on 4
contingent basis to the Court of
Appeals, except pauper cases. The
fee allowed Lewis amounts to only |
approximately 4% more than the
minimum fee thus established, it is
claimed,

Catfish are quite widely dis-
tributed throughout the world
and vary greatly in size. There’s
a European species, found in the
Danube, that sometimes exceeds
13 feet in length. Then, there’s a
little brindled madtom of this
country which doesn’t grow long-
er than three inches or so.

In North America, there are
said to be about 35 species. Oddly,
none are native to the Pacific
Slope, though some have been in-
troduced there, thrived mightily,
an dnow afford excellent fishing.
However, there are only three
species of general interest to fish-
ermen in this country. These are
blue catfish, echannel cat and
brown bullhead.

All types of tackle are used for
the cats. A hand line will get as
many as anything else—unless
you're where you may hook a big
one. There you will need a reel
and plenty of line.

Here's a short list of eatfish
baits to get you started; froz-
en shrimp, chicken entrails,
worms, liver, beef, doughballs
and, of all things, soap. If you
catch one on the last, be sure to
clean him right away or the soap
will spoil his taste.

BRANHAM FAMILY

Mrs. Earle Stumbo has kind-
ly handed this column data on
'the David Branham family of
Pike county, the members of
|which were relatives of the Floyd
|ecounty Branhams. David Bran-
'ham was born about. 1799, the
‘place unknown although it was
‘probably in Virginia. He married
' Elizabeth Little, daughter of
!Isaac Little of Virginia. His wife,
the data notes, was a sister of
William Little, Sr. Mrs. Branham
was born about 1780. The date
of her death is not noted but her
husband died about 1848.

Branham moved to the mouth
of the Kinney Branch of Shelby
Creek, Pike county, about 1830.
Here he reared nine children,
| three sons and six daughters:
James, born 1804, died on Caney
| Creek, about 1870, married
| March ‘25, 1823, to Fanny Ald-
ridge; William, born 1809, mar-
ried -June 19, 1828, Elizabeth
Johnson; Sarah (Sally) born
about 1808 or 1810, married May
12, 1825, William Robinson or
Robertson; Nancy born 1811 mar-
ried John Damron; Mary (Polly)
Elizabeth, born about 1816, mar-
ried, June 19, 1834, John Kin-
ney or MeKinney; David born
1819, married May 30, 1839, Cath-
erine Kinney or McKinney; Us-
ley, born August 1, 1820, married
John H. (Dick) Branham, Feb. 17,
1843; Agatha, married Henry

MARTIN-TOLLIVER FEUD

Our frequent contributor, R.
Lee Stewart, of Morehead, did a
bit of reading at Morehead Col-
lege recently and wrote a resume
of what he had perused. It was
on the Martin - Tolliver feud of
Rowan county.

The Stewart manuscript fol-
lows:
“The Martin - Tolliver - Lo-

gan feud, perhaps gave Kentucky
officials more trouble than any
of the other feuds that occurred
in the ' State. It started at the
August eleetion, 1884, and end-
ed with a battle in the streets of
Morehead, June 22, 1887. The
| record states that. during the near-
ly three years of the feud, 23 men
lwere Killed and 16 wounded.
“The trouble started over poli-
|tics and soon developed into or-
ganized factions. On election day,
which was Monday, August 4,
1884, in a street battle in More-
head, on the street West of the
courthouse, when Solomon Brad-
ley was killed, Ad Sizemore was
cut up and John Martin, was
knocked out, but recovered. One
faction accused Floyd Tolliver of
killing and wounding, while the
'other faction said that John Mar-
tin did it.

“On December 2, 1884, Floyd
Tolliver was killed by John Mar-
(tin in a barreom fight. Martin
| gave himself up to the authori-
To prevent mob violence, he
was taken to Winchester. Six days
after that, five men arrived at

the Winchester jail with a f.orged.l

order for his return to Morehead. |
Martin was turned over to them |
and when the train reached Far- |
mers, it was bearded by a f._’:mupI
of masked men, who riddled the
handcuffed Martin with bullets.

“During the following months
several others:. were killed or
wounded from ambush.

“Craig Tolliver, the leader of
his faction, who was town mar-
shal of Morehead at that time,
took .a gang to the home of Ben
Martin, the father of John, who
lived at Rodburn, two miles east
‘of Morehead, in search of Cook
| Humphrey and Ben Rayburn, two
Martin adherents, who were in
the house. Mrs. Martin, whose
husband and two sons had gone

SURVEY NOTES

31 Percent Of Families
In Kentucky Residents
Of Farms, Breckman Says

Of Kentucky’s 717,535 families,
225,430 — about 31 percent —|
live on farms, says the Kentucky
Agricultural Extension Service.

Of the total (717,535) there are
205,695 rural non-farm families
and 286,410 urban, says Fred
Brockman, family living special-
ist.

Here are some more facts
brought out by the statistical sur-
vey:

Medium age of farm population
is 24.5 years; farm families have
an average of 4.14 persons; one
out of six families are considered
“broken” (through divorce, wi-
dowing or separation) but one
{out of four urban families are
broken.

Approximately 80 per cent of
the farms are owned by the op-
erator; only half the young farm
families (under 35 years of age)
| are farm operators, and one-
| third of these own their own|
farms; 75 per' cent of the farm '_
operators are 55 years old or|
more,

More than 40 per cent of Ken-
tucky's farm families now have
off-farm employment, and one
out of four farm wives are now
working at jobs.

Two out of three adults have
an 8th grade education or less,
| but 77 per cent of the state’s farm
| population is in this group. About |
! 27 per cent of the total population |
| has received high school train-
| ing, but only 18 per cent of farm
| people attended high school; |
| seven percent of the total popu- |
lation attended college but only |
four per cent of the farm adult
population. Females of all age
levels average a year more of
school than the males.

Three counties have a median |
of 9th grade educational level or |
higher; 10 have a level of less |
than 7th grade; while 64 run be- |
tween the Tth and 8th grades,
Brockman said. |
