An extra 11 million dollars was 
asked of Congress for flood con­
trol by Kentuckians Tuesday and 
a delegation of Big Sandians 
specifically pleaded for appro­
priations to further advanced 
planning on Fish Trap reservoir. 

The Big Sandy came in for 
much attention at the hearings 
before the House and Senate Ap­
propriations subcommittees. Sen­
ator John Sherman Cooper point­
ed out that the Big Sandy was 
now rising and that the people 
were filled with foreboding as 
they recall the flood last year. 
Cooper's pleas were supported .by 
the entire state's Congressional 
representation. 

Prestonsburg's delegation, con­
sisting of Rev. Harold W. Dorsey, 
pastor of the First Methodist 
church, County Judge Henry 
Stumbo and Mayor Bill Napier, 
appeared before the subcommit­
tees in support of additional 
Fishtrap funds. 

Dorsey told the budget-makers 
that the $140,000 asked for Fish­
trap was a mere pittance but ~·we 
must be content to crawl before 
we walk."

As hearin gs on reservoirs to control Eastern Kentucky 
floods were being held in Washington this week days 
and nights of rainfall created a pervading uneasiness in 
the minds of thousands throughout the Big Sandy valley.

Wanted Pike Man Nabbed 
In Ohio On Rape Charge; 
Accomplice Given Life 

Elmer Blankenship, about 22, 
one of seven men indicted in the 
rape of two women near his 
Freeburn home last August 18, 
has been arrested in Toledo, 
Ohio, Commonwealth's Attorney 
Kelsey E. Friend of Pike county 
announced Friday. 

Two juveniles are also charged 
in the case. 

Blankenship, last of the nine 
accused to be picked up, will be 
extraditt;!d as quickly as possible, 
Friend said. 

One of the men, Carl Ferrell, 
22, also of Freeburn, was con­
victed last November of raping 
Mrs. Gladys Spurlock, 20. of 
Home Creek, Va., and sentenced 
to life imprisonment. Ferrell still 
is held in Pike county pail, how­
ever, pending trial on a charge 
of raping Mrs. Spurlock's 15-
year-old sister. 

The other six men and the two 
juveniles are free on bond, also 
pending trials at the June term 
of circuit court. 

Blankenship was charged in 
three indictments with rape of 
Mrs. Spurlock and her sister and 
maliciously striking and wound­
ing Mrs. Spurlock's husband, 
Everett. 

Spurlock testified that he had 
stopped his automobile to repair 
a flat tire at night when the 
nine drove up, attacked the two 
women fllld drove him off.

Heat Wave 10 Years Ago 
Caused Quick Diagnosis 
Of Killer of Children 

Thanks to a heat wave in 1948, 
doctors have a powerful new 
weapon against a disease which 
once killed almost 6,000 children 
a year. 

The disease, described in the 
May Reader's Digest, is cystic 
fibrosis of the pancreas- C/F 
for short. Writer James C. G. 
Coniff, whose own son was kill­
ed by C-'F, calls it a raid on 
the baby's whole system of tear, 
saliva, mucus and perspiration 
glands. The victims often suffo­
cate, their lungs too clogged to 
receive any air. In hot weather, 
they collapse of heat prostration. 

There still is no known cure 
for the disease· but doctors know 
how to neutraiize some of its ef­
fects. If the disease is f ound 
quickly enough, experts say, they 
can keep 50 to 60 per cent of 
C 1F sufferer s alive, while $200,-
000 research program hunts for a 
cure. 

It was the vital weapon of 
quick diagnosis which was found 
at Columbia-Presbyterian Babies 
Hospital in N ew York during the 
1948 heat wave. Ten children 
were brought in with heat pros­
tration-five of them known C/F 
cases. Dr. Paul A. diSantt' Agnese 
analyzed their sweat and found 
a tell-tale difference: the C/F 
children's was far higher in salt 
content. 

The test, refined at Children's 
Medical Center in Boston, now 
makes it possible to diagnose 
C/ F instantly with 99 per cent 
accuracy, by pressing the child's 
hand into a dish of red jelly. And ! 
once discovered, he may be kept 
alive, while the research program 
goes on, under auspices of the 
three-year-old National Cystic 1 

Fibrosis Research Foundation, of 
Philadelphia.

he worked with Henry Clay and 
others to effect a compromise be-
tween the Northern and Southern 
factions. Failing to check the ex­
tremists, he lived to see the be­
ginnings of the fraticidal conflict 
and his influence persuasive in 
Kentucky's refusal to leave the 
Union and join the Confederate 
states. 

As the war progressed, he op­
posed any move on the part of 
the North to conquer or subju­
gate the South. By 1863, the year 
of his death in Frankfort, Crit­
tenden was finding acts of the 
national government to his dis­
taste but he died full of hope 
that' the union of the United 
States would not perish in the 
struggle and that the rights of 
the seceding states would emerge 
unimpaired.

Frankfort, May 8-Unemployment 
insurance payments jumped more 
than $1,000,000 from March to 
April, figures released by Econ­
omic Security Commissioner Vergo 
Barnes showed. 

The payments totaled $4,932,876 
in March. The paymen.ts for April 
were $6,188,119. 

The number of persons receiving 
unemployment insurance in Ken­
tucky nearly doubled from last April 
to this April. A year ago the aver­
age number of unemployed getting 
jobless pay checks in April was 
37,668. This April the number rose 
to 65,599. 

Barnes said, "Our unemployment 
picture is worse now than at any­
time since the insurance program 
was started. This means that it is 
worse than it has been since the 
darker days of the depression in· 
the early 1930's."
