A Pikeville high school girl 

was killed and six other young 
people from Pikeville were in­
jured Saturday morning when 
the auto they were driving to a

feet down the hillside. 

The victim, 14-year-old Grace 
Forsythe, daughter of Mr. and 
Mrs. Frank Forsythe, was dead 
on arrival at the Beaver Valley 
hospital, Martin, of internal in­
juries. 

State Trooper Bill Williamson 
said he learned that she was sit­
ting in the rear seat, a.t the 
right side of the car, which was 
next to the declivity, and that she 
either jumped or was thrown 
from the auto as it left the high­
way. 

A blacktopped highway render­
ed slippery by rain was blamed 
for the wreck. 

The tragedy occurred a short 
distance below the crest of the 
hill overlooking Maytown.

A 40-ton rockfall crushed to 

death two men in an abandoned 
Middle Creek coal mine, Tues­
day morning. 

The dead are Charlie Penning­
ton, 65, and his neighbor, Paul 
Thurman Dotson, 36, whose 
homes are near the mine in which 
they were killed. 

Mrs. Dollie Dotson, wife of 
Paul Thurman Dotson, was said 
to have discovered the tragedy. 
The two men went to the mine, 
early Tuesday morning, to dig 
coal for Pennington.

Bradley Blackburn, of Mare 
Creek, in making a routine call 
to the postoffice in July to pick 
up an anticipated driver's license 
from Frankfort received instead 
a notice of the suspension of . his 
license and an order to turn in 
his auto tags. 

This was the beginning, for 
Blackburn, of the story of mis­
taken identities, that, he alleges, 
caused him to lose his job at a 
sawmill, and make necessary a 
number of visits to friends, the 
State Police and finally a lawyer. 

Blackburn applied for a renew­
al of his driver's license July 12 
and almost immediately the Di­
vision of Operators Responsibil­
ity wrote him that he was guilty 
of the offense of perjury for mak­
ing a "false application for op­
erators license while under re­
vocation." Which was a big puz­
zle to Blackburn. He maintains he 
had made no false statements nor 
had he ever had his license re­
voked. 

He wrote the Division of Pub­
lic Safety about the perjury 
charge and inquired when as to 
his court record. He was particu­
larly interested in when and 
where his driver's license had 
been revoked. 

Captain C. E. Sparrow, of the 
Operators License Bureau, Frank­
fort, answered, Sept. 22. 

"You have been previously no­
tified by this department to the 
effect that your operator's license 
and any registration certificates 
and license plate registered in 
your name have been revoked for 
the reason that you were con­
victed on a charge of perjury 
(false application) on July 12, 
1958," Sparrow wrote the puzz­
led Blackburn. The captain end­
ed by advising Blackburn to con­
tact the State Police examiner at 
the Circuit Clerk's office in 
Prestonsburg or face arrest. 

Blackburn, who was employ­
ed by a sawmill operator on U.S. 
-(See Story No. 1, Page 4)-

If the property 
owner had lost or misplaced his original deed, he would have no evidence of ownership of prop­
erty, and I am advised by the Bar Association of this county that it would be necessary for such 
a property owner to establish his title in a Court of Law. Contrary to belief, THERE ARE NO 
DURLICATE RECORDS OF PROPERTY OWNERSHIP KEPT IN FRANKFORT or any place 
else. 

With the help of the records now filed in this office, many of our people have been able to 
establish their qualifications for Social Security and Old Age Assistance. Your records in this 
office are of vital importance to you and in view of this fact, we should all vote YES on NO­
VEMBE>R 4, to build a new Floyd County Courthouse. 

At present we do not have a fire proof vault in this Courthouse. A new Courthouse would 
protect our records from the hazards of fire. 

As your County Court Clerk, l fee l it my duty to wam you of the perils of which your rec­
ords are subject, and in the best interest of the Property Owners of this county, I URGE YOU TO 
VOTE YES FOR A NEW COURTHOUSE, NOVEMBER 4.

"I was fearful that after using 
the old 'Piketon' name for your city 
I would receive only vituperative 
letters from the Big Sandy region, 
and it reassures me now to know 
that not everyone holds it against 
me," Schuster wrote, June 12. 

''The :historical and geographical 
background for The Selfish and the 
Strong is based entirely upon print­
ed sources. Much as I wanted to I 
was unable to make a trip to your 
area while I was working on the 
book-albhough that isn't entirely a 
bad thing because seeing a place 
in 1958 can often do more to con­
fuse than clarify how it must have 
looked a centmry earlier. 

"I had entirely finished the first 
draft before the unfor>tunate flood 
of '57.

Writing Mrs. Bobbitt again, June 
25, the New Hampshire novelist, 
said: 

"One point in your letter demands 
an instant reply: Your attempts to 
track down the Hort-Carey hanging. 
(Mrs. Bobbitt thought that Schus­
ter was referring to the killing of 
Judge Cecil by Jeff SOwards during 
the Civil War). 

"I must say at once tha.t the In­
cident is fictional. The historical 
basis is not for the hanging but 
for the crime. There was a shooting 
comparable to the earey-Lumsden 
one in Pikeville. I believe the vic­
tim was Cecil and the attacker's 
name was SOward but the evidence 
for the latter point is none too trust­
worthy. However, what happened to 
the attacker-w;hether he was cap­
tmred and punished-! have no idea. 
The details of the !hanging were 
based on an event mentioned in 
the History of the 40th Ohio and 
more fully reported in the Official 
Records but an event which took 
place nearly on the Tennessee line 
in the Bluegrass. 

"In my source I neglected to men­
tion a book which was less a source 
than an inspiration: Edmund Kirk, 
pseudonym for James Roberts Gil­
more, 'On The Border,' Boston, Lee 
& Shepherd, 1867. This is a. (very 
bad) novel about Garfield's cam­
paign and the place where I first 
learned such a campaign took place. 
I came across Gilmore in working on 
my still unfinished doctorate dis­
sertation on Civil war novels writ­
ten between 1860 and 1880. As far 
as I know :he was never in the Btg 
Sandy region, but he knew GarUeld 
and the novel is an early iblow struck 
on behalf of Garfield's political fu­
'ture. Gilmore was one of the 1880-
campaign biographers. 

"Do you know, by the way, that 
Garfield bought considerable land 
along the Big Sandy as a specula­
tion and owned some of it for some 
years after the war-and made a 
journey to look at it, in the '70's I 
believe, the first and only time he 
returned? I woula suspect there are 
references to it in his letters and 
papers in the MS. Division of the 
Library of Congress.''

If a supply of liquor 
is not available, he will drink 
lemon extact, bay rum, shaving 
lotion, anything that contains al­
cohol. This compulsion is so great 
he will do without food or shel­
ter, sell anything he psssess, to 
obtain .alcohol. This is the late 
stage of the illness. An under­
standing that it actually is an ill­
ness, that the alcoholic is a sick 
person, that treatment, not 
punishment, is needed, is a neces-
sary step toward the eventual 
solution of the problem. 

Treatment facilities for alco­
holics are now available.

The University of Kentucky's I 
multi-million dollar contract to 
provide engineering and scienti­
fic aid to the University of Indo- . 
nesia at Bandung has been re- 1 

negotiated and extended, and its 
value has been increased by $1,-
119,300. 

Signing of the new contract 
was announced last week by Dr. 
Merl Baker, co-ordinator of the 
agreement, which is between UK 
and the International Co-opera­
tion Administration, an agency 
of the United States State De­
partment.

Ever since the enactment of the 

original social security law, mar­
riage or remarriage has often 
been a reason for ending social 
security benefit payment to de­
pendents or survivors of insured 
workers. The law, as recently 
amended, however, removes 
some of the restrictions. 

For example, Mrs. Florence 
Jackson, 64, was widowed 2 years 
ago. She has continued to live in 
the home she and her husband 
bought after their marriage, and 
has been receiving $81.4(} a month 
as social security widow's bene­
fit. Naturally, she's been lonely 
and has welcomed the friendship 
of Frank Brown, a lifelong neigh­
bor. Frank, 72, and a widower for 
many years, lives in a small fur­
nished room, on the income from 
the monthly social security check 
paid to him because he was de­
pendent upon his son, Bill, when 
Bill died a number of years ago. 

Recently, it has occurred to 
Mrs. Jackson and Mr. Brown 
that it would be both pleasant 
and sensible for them to marry 
and spend their remaining years 
together. Until just a month or 
so ago, however, their marriage 
would have meant financial dis­
aster because it would end social 
security payments for both of 
them. Under the provisions of the 
social security law, benefits paid 
to the dependents of a worker­
to his child, to his widow (or 
widower), or to an aged depen­
dent parent-stop when that de­
pendent marries.

rights (present and future) or a 
dependent-beneficiary. But ano­
ther change in the law will help 
dependent-beneficiaries who mar­
ry persons who are now or who 
may soon be getting old-age in­
surance or disability insurance 
benefits. Until now, such mar­
riage would have ended the de­
pendent's benefits and he or she 
would have had to wait at least 
3 years to get benefits as a de­
pendent of the~ new spouse, or 
in the event of his death, she 
would not have been able to 
qualify for benefits as his widow 
unless the marriage had been in 
effect for at least 1 year. 

The 1958 amendments to the 
law remove these periods. Some­
one like Mrs. Jackson could there­
fore marry a man who is getting 
old-age insurance benefits and 
qualify immediately for wife's 
benefits based on his social se­
curity account. 

In the first article o.f this series, 
I touched briefly on the increas­
ed benefit amount provided by 
the 1958 amendments to the social 
security law. In my next article, 
I shall discuss social security 
benefits in more detail.

Doctors are finding that, in 
many cases, what a patient does 
not know CAN harm him--that 
a few minutes of plain talk some­
times do more good than expen­
sive medicines. 

So writes Lawrence Galton in 
the November Reader's Digest. In 
the past, many doctors thought it 
bad practice, for example, to tell 
hypertension patients how high 
their blood pressure was. Now, a 
number of doctors are teaching 
patients how to take their own 
blood pressure, and how much 
medicine is needed to bring it 
down. A University of Michigan 
specialist, treating 50 patients 
this way reports: The old atmos­
phere of secrecy made patients 
anxious, and the anxiety raised 
pressure. Now, no longer an­
xious because of ignorance, pa­
tients are keeping their pressure 
under control with minimum use 
of drugs. 

On other grounds, too, some 
doctors now urge abandonment 
of the traditional secrecy. Peo­
ple travel more than they used 
to, and may be stricken far from 
home. There have been cases 
where, uninformed about past ill­
nesses and operations, individuals 

could not give doctors any clues 
as to what ailed them. There 
have been some fatal mistakes. 

In a few cases, secrecy may be 
wiser, Galton says. Some people, 
lacking emotional stability, may 
take bad news hard, lose the 
will t'o live, even commit suicide. 
But more and more phyiscians 
believe these people are in a min­
ority - that most patients will 
bear up well, and actually worry 
more if they are kept in the dark. 

The A.M.A. Journal commented 
recently: "One of the most im­
portant responsibilities of the 
physician is to allay the patient's 
fear. Much can be done by taking 
the time to explain.

The Shawnees tortured Kenton 
and, then, one, Bonah by name, 
said, "Young Man, didn't you 
know it was wrong to steal 
Indian's horses?

This was fol-
lowed by a beating by Bonah 
and his Indian comrades. 

The following day was reser v­
ed for a special kind of torture 
to suit the offense. Simon Ken-
ton was lashed to the back of an 
unbroken, three-year-old horse, 
which was turned loose with its 
unwilling rider through the 
thick undergrowth and forest, a 
cruel scourge which became 
known far and wide on the fron­
tier. This was the famous "Ma-
zeppa Americain" or "Simon 
Kenton's Ride," as it is better 
known in America.

October is the 
month when nature puts on the 
finest style show in tlhe world; and 
it is the time for homeowners to 
plant bulbs of tulips, jonquils and 
crocus. New planting of shrubs, 
trees, and evergreens may be made 
or old plantings reworked. 

Every home owner should plant 
some bulbous plants ·because they 
bloom so early in the spring, long 
before the annuals, providing mar­
velous effect of springtime as early 
as March. The crocus will even 
flower in the snow in early March. 
Bulbs should be planted in groups 
and should not be scattered in front 
of evergreens and shrubs because 
they are usualJy lost when planted 
in this way. Annual flowers should 
be set among the bulbs late in the 
spring to prevent bare spots in tJhe 
flower borders or beds. The an­
nuals will grow and bloom and not 
injure the 'bulbs. 

Two things needed to insure suc­
cess with bulbs are proper soil 
preparation and con-ect planting 
depth. It is good to remember that 
poor soil is not made any richer 
by setting a bulb in it. Good, live 
soil should be procured from a 
vegetable garden or toba;cco field 
if uhe soil is poor where the bulbs 
are to be set. Other preparations 
include .adding five pounds of super­
phosphate or bone meal to each 
1,000 square feet and working it in­
'to tJhe top soil. 

It is also important to plant 
bulbs deep enogh. 'J\ulips and daf­
fodils should 1be planted 5 to 7 
inches deep and 7 to 8 inches part. 
Smaller bulbs should be .planted in 
groups of 3 to 6, planting only one 
variety in a group. 

Several advantages to deep plant­
ing include, discourages multiplica­
tion of new bulbs, thus delaying the 
time when lifting and sepamting are 
necessary. The danger of disease is 
less, and by deep planting is is pos­
sible to plant annuals in the same 
location w'hen the tops of the bulbs 
die bock in early summer. Bulbs 
planted correctly will not need a 
winter mulch.

260,000 Needy Owe 
20% ol Subsistence 
To State F oodstulls 
Frankfort, Ky., Oct. 11 - Some 

260,000 needy Kentuckians owe 20 
per cent of their human subsistence 
to the state-federal program for 
free surplus foodstuffs. 

In terms of money this amounts 
to araund $265 a year, retail value, 
to a family of five. 

To qualify, this family cannot 
'have more than $115-a-month in­
come from all sources. Food worth 
$265, then, looms significant when 
contrasted with cash income of not 
more than $1,380 a year. 

The program, in Kent·ucky, al­
ready the third largest in 'the South­
eastern states, is being e~anded. 
Governor Chandler recently divert­
ed $7,400 from his emergency ftmd 
to hire more supervisors, a .plan cal­
culated to increase distribution by 
$1,000,000 a year. 

In Kentucky, 78 counties parti­
cipate in the program, but not Jef­
ferson. Also getting Sllll"plus food 
aTe 1,400 schools, 228 charitable in­
stitutions, 92 summer camps for 
children, and eight child-welfare 
centers. 

(The exoct numher of persons 
w'h.o would be eligible to receive sur­
plus food in Jefferson county is un­
known. A total of 16,781 individuals 
who are recipients of state public 
assistance and of direct aid from 
city and county welfare departments 
would be eligible if ·tihe fiscal court 
so certifies them. In addition the 
"unemployed, .part-time employed, 
or other persons in need of food" 
could qualify for surplus food, but 
the size of this group is undeter­
mined.) 

The food is furniShed from na­
tional surplus by the U. S. De­
partment of Agriculture. Distribu­
tion is administered by the State 
Department of Agriculture. Recip­
ients are needy families in 78 coun­
ties, the lunch menus in 1,400 
schools, 228 charitable institutions, 
92 summer camps for ch1ldren, and 
eight ohild-welfare centers. 

According to figures shown by 
Thomas A. Lewis, director of the 
program, in the year ending June 
30 Kentucky received 969 carloads 
containing 35,830,694 pounds of food 
with 'Wholesale value of $7,307,757. 

Mississippi was :highest in the 
Southeast, with 1,983 carloads. Ten­
nessee was second, with 1,126 car­
loads. 

Six nourishing staples are issued 
to needy families and institutions. 
The same staples are issued to 
sohools, but are supplemented with 
fresh fruit in season, canned vege­
·tables, and frozen meat and fowl. 

A qualifying family of five re­
ceive the following issue of food 
once a month: 

Cheese, 2 pounds a person; pow­
dered milk, 3 pounds each; Tice, one 
pound each; meal, 4 pounds each; 
flour, 4 pounds each; butter, 172 
pounds each. 

The wholesale value of these ra­
tions to the family are: cheese, $54; 
milk, $43.20; rice, $6.60; meal, $16.-
80; flour, $20.16; butter, $62.40. The 
wholesale total of $203.16, if marked 
up 30 cents, becomes around $265 
!l!t the retail level. 

Needy in1.iividuals accounted for 
25,382,230 pounds of surplus in the 
year ending June 30, wi>th wholesale 
value of $4,363,835. Institutions ac­
counted for 2,271,288 pounds; whole­
sale value, $481,276. Schools ac­
counted for 8,177,176 pounds; whole­
sale value, $2,462,646.
