The Dependable Supply C?m­

pany, of Paintsville, sued Floyd 
county and several of its officials, 
Saturday, to recover $21203.35 for 
books and supplies delivered since 
August 20, 1955. Suit was filed in 
Floyd Cirouit Couri. in behalf of 
the firm by w. w: Burchett, Pres­
tonsburg attorney. 

Named defendants are Floyd 
county and County Judge Henry 
Stumbo; Grover Holbrook, Zeb 
OUsley, Johny Caudill and Fred 
Conn, individually and as members 
of the Fiscal Court; County, At­
torney Robert S. Wellman, County 
Judge Henry Stumbo and Norman 
Allen, individually and as members 
of the Budget Commission; W. W. 
Cooley, former Circuit Coill't Clerk; 
County Clerk DuRan Moore; and 
Jail~r Prock Hayes. 

The suit alleges the county owes 
the plaintiff the amount asked "for 
supplies and equipment sold to the 
various county officials in Floyd 
county, Kentucky, and used by them 
in operating and maintaining the 
public records. . . " 

Last invoice charged against the 
county by the complaining com­
pany was dated April 30, 1958. Value 
of supplies fUl'nished County Clerk 
Moore was set at $1,694.16, Prock

"At the time this ,indebtedness 
was incurred Floyd county had an

17, broke down_ and told the story. 

Rosella was found in the shack 
here on December 13, 1957, after 
staying there !our days and nights, 
alone and frightened and without 
food. Her legs were frozen and later 
were amputated at the knees at 
Louisville's Children's Hospital. 

Hazelrigg quoted the girl as say­
ing ~lle had not told whv s:hr ran 
away from him because she was 
afraid of iher father, who had 
threatened her. 

State police were called to the 
Auxier home last week after an­
other daughter, 19-year-old Mary 
Elizabeth, had disappeared. She 
was later found on a hillside near 
the ~orne. Hazelrigg quoted her as 
saying she ran off because her 
father had been drinking: and that 
she was .afraid of him. 

Auxier was taken to the county 
jail in Paintsville. He denied the 
girl's story. "I'm being framed by 
my family. . . I'm as innocent as 
you are," he t{)ld a reporter.

Watch your p's and q's when 
shopping for food in August­
especially the p's because foods 
beginning with that letter \vill be 
the more 'plentifui one's, accocd­
ing to Mrs. Letta Jasper, Univer­
sity of Kentucky Extension speci­
alist in marketing and consumer 
education. 

Economical prices are expected 
on plums, peaches, pears, pork, 
poultry, potatoes, peppers and 
peanut butter, she says, 

Headliners are the fresh fruits, 
Mrs. Jasper continues. Bartlett 
pears from the Pacific coast states 
will be plentiful, as will various 
varieties of plums. Freestone 
peach varieties from nearby orch­
ards and from states north of us 
will be in good supply. Elberta 
and Hale varieties are the more 
desirable for canning and freez­
ing. 

Other fruits, such as summer 
apples, bananas, aanta-loupe, lem­
ons and limes will remain steady 
in price, she predicts. 

The summer vegetable season 
during August will include pota­
toes (both white and sweet), 
green peppers, snap beans, com, 
onions, tomatoes, and some local 
greens by the end of the month. 

Pork is available in larger sup­
ply than at this season last year 
and prices are focecast to con­
tinue lower than usual for the 
rest of the year. Poultry offers 
family-size turkeys, broiler-fry­
ers, and eggs in abundant supply, 
she points out. 

Cheaper cuts of beef (the less 
tender cuts) are in heavier sup­
ply. Ground beef is also plentiful, 
as more cows are coming to mar­
ket, Mrs. Jasper says.

1 Museum ··n the Old State House at 
Frankfort, sits an unusual musical 
instrument known as the Giraffe 
Piano. 

I This :l)iano, which belonged to _the 
John Hunt Morgan family, was for 
many years thought to be a harp­
sichord, a popular instrument of 
the 18th century, and forerunner 
of the piano. Although the construc­
tion of the harpsichord is similar 
to that of t\"J.e piano, the sound is 
made by quills, which pluck the 
strings as the keys are struck. The 
piano's strings are set into vibra­
tion by sm,all paddles.
