These are intended not only to
propagate their kind and add to the
waterfowl population but also to at-
tract others to the impoundment.

“We're off the Mississippi flyway,
and we hope to establish a haven
at the lake for migrating fowls,” the
conservation supervisor said. He
noted that while food plots were

| Number, Size:of Fish
Increased Last Year,

Frankfort, Ky., Feb. 100 — The
average fisherman caught twice
as many fish from Dewey Lake
last year as he did in 1955, the
annual fishing census of the De-
partment of Fish and Wildlife
Resources shows. Also, the repox‘

wision

for the two years by the Divj
sion of Fisheries revealed tha%
the size of the fish caught in 1958
increased over 1955.

Bernard Carter, director of the
Division of Fisheries, points out
that this increased catch in 1958
was a result of remedial proj-
ects conducted by the Division of
Fisheries on this lake since 1955.

Carter declared that it is usual
for a new impoundment t{o fur-
nish outstanding fishing for three
to five years after it is opened,
then there is a decline and unless
something is done to improve the
fish habitat and environment,
fishing* will continue to decline. =
After the early peak years of
fishing at the lake, Carter said,
biologists started a study of the
lake conditions and found that -
food had become more scarce,
that the balance of rough fish as
compared to game fish, had in=
creased greatly and that the -
game fish were being crowded
out by the great number of shad,
which had increased from year to
year. .

Fisheries biologists started, in
1955, when fishing hit a new low,
to eliminate these shad by a
chemical treatment, It was found,
after the first treatment, that

| strangers to one another, from the remotest cor-
ners of the earth; examine them separately on
these points; you will find them all of one judg-
ment,

This is the only Church which possesses true
| eanetity. Its members are all holy. They are not
| merely holy by professioh, holv in name, and
holy in the judgment of chariiy; they are all
hely in act; and deed, and reality, and life, and
truth. They are all more or less confermed to
the image of Jesus Christ. No unholy man be-
longs to this Church.

This is the only Chureh which is truly apos-
tolic. It 1s not the church of any one nation or
people: its members are to be found in every
part of the world where the gospelwis received
| and believed. It is not confined within the limits
of any one country, or pent up within the pale
of any particular forms or outward government.
In it there is no difference between Jew and
 Greek, black man and white, Episcopalian and
| Presbyterian—but faith in Christ is all. Its mem-
bers will be gathered from north, and south, and
{ east; and west and will be of every mame and
tongue, but all in one in Jesus Christ.

This is the only Church which is truly apos-
tolie. It is built on the foundation laid by the
Apostles, and holds the doctrines which they
preached. The two great objecis at which its
members aim, are apostolic faith and apostolic
practice; and they consider the man 'who talks
of following the apostles without possessing these
two things to be no better than soumding brass
and a tinkling eymbal:

When crushed in one
land, it springs up in another. The Pharaohs, the
| Herods, the Neros, the bloody Marys, have labored
| in vain to put down this Church; they slay their
!thousands, and then pass away and go to their
(own place. The true Church outlives them all,
and sees them buried each in his turn, It is an
| anvil that has broken many 2 hammer in this

world, and will break many a hammer still; it is
a bush which is often burning, and yet is not
consumed.

This is the only Church of whieh no one
member can perish. Once enrolled in the lists of
this Church, sinners are safe for eternity; they are
never cast away. The election of God the Father,
the continual “intercession” of God the Son, the
daily renewing and sanctifying power of God the
Holy Ghost, surround and fence them in like a
garden enclosed. Not one bone of Christ’s mysti-
cal Body shall ever be broken; not one lamb of
Christ’s flock shall ever be plucked out of His
hand,

This is the Church which does the work of
Christ upon earth. Its members are a little flock,
and few in number, compared with the children
of the world; one or two here, and two or three
there—a few in this parish and a few in that
parish and a few in that. But these are they who
shake the universe; these are they who change
the fortunes of kingdoms by their prayers; these
are the active workers for spreading the knowl-
edge of “pure religion” and undefiled; these are
the life-blood of a country, the shield, the de-
fence, the stay, and the support of any nation to
which they belong.

This is the Church which shall be truly glor-
ious in the end. When all earthly glory is passed
away then shall this Church be presented with-
out spot before God the Father’s tlirone. Thrones,
principalities, and powers upon earth shall come
to nothing; dignities and oifices, and endow-
ments shall all pass away; but the Church of the
first-born shall shine as the stars at the last, and
be presented with joy before the Father’s throne,
in the day of the appearing of Christ. When the
Lord’s jewels are made up and the manifestation
of the sons of God takes place, Episcopacy, and
Presbyterianism, and Congregationalism will not
be mentioned; one church only will be named
and that is the Church of the elect. Reader, this
is the true church to which a man must belong
if he would be saved. Till you belong to this, you .=
are nothing better than a lost scul. You may
have the form, the husk, the skin and the shell
of religion, but yvou have not got the substance
and the life. Yes, vou may have countless out-
ward privileges; you may enjoy great light and
knowledge—but if you do not kelong to the Body
of Christ, your light and knowledge, and privi-
leges will not save your soul. Alas for the ignor=-
ance that prevails on this point! Men fanecy if
they join this church or that church, and become
communicants, and go through certain forms, that
all must be right with their souls. It is utter de-
lusion, it is a gross mistake. All were not Israel
who were called Israel, and all are not members
of Christ's Body who call themselves Christians.
TAKE NOTICE: you may be a staunch Episco-
palain, or Presbyterian, or Independent, or Bap-
tist, or Wesleyan, or Plymouth Brother, or Roman
Catholic — and yet not belong to the true Chureh.
And if you do not, it will be better at last if you
had never been born.

This is a material, unspiritual, mechanical and
ungodly age. Men have made gods of them-
selves. Hitherto, the world has had rafters and
a roof; now it has none, and whirring wings are
a-flutter. Man has subdued the air, earth and
water at God's command (Gen. 1:13). What lacks
he yet?

He lacks because he has a deceitful and
desperately wicked heart: who can  kno I
(Jer. 17:9) Hitherto, the world has had laws
teaching what is good and right, morally: now
it has none (as it were), but brute force is re-
placing REASON everywhere as the arbiter of
man’'s affairs. Hitherto we have had judgment,
justice, mercy,: faith, truth and eguity; but noew
“Truth has fallen in the street and equity could
not come in (Isa. 59:14, Douay version). Mercy
has long since fled the earth; men have no pati-
ence with talk about faith in God.

Modern man still believes that in some way
he can buy God’s favor. Some people think that-
by having their names on the church roll they
can buy this favor; others, by doing “good works®
and following the rigid, legalistic code of life.
and some by making costly external gifts to the
church. “You can’t buy your way off! It is your
heart God wants!”

The Roman Catholics make their sacrifices
in a mechanical way, so the gift is merely an
external gift and not a gift of the heart. Roman
Catholies have driven Christ out of doors, so that
He reigneth no more among them as a ruler
appointed by the Father. They
do not suffer Him to govern them purely ana
peaceably. To them Christ Jesus is a mere figure-
head.

But be assured, courteous reader, Christ the
Lord has no co-partner in His mediatorial office
(2nd Tim. 1:9); Heb. 6:20: “Where our forerun-
ner Jesus has entered for us, having become a
high priest FOREVER according to the order of
Melchisedek.” I John 2:1 says: “We have an
ADVOCATE with the Father, Jesus Christ the
just.”” (Douay wversion) Apolcalypse 1:5 says, “To
Him who has loved us, and has washed us from
our sins in His own blood.” Just one Advocate!
No other 'advocates shed any blecod for the re-
mission of sins. Now Paul in Hebrews says, “And
with blood almost everything is cleansed, ae-
cording to the Law, and WITHOUT THE SHED-
DING OF BLOOD THERE IS NO FORGIVE-
NESS"” (Heb. 9:22).

Preaching that does not make much of man
is now depised and rejected. Modern man hates
the truth of his stark spiritual nudity in this
“world-wallow” (Rom. 8:7, 8 I Ccr. 2:14, Douay
version). Man has become his own providence
and god., *Dishonesty reigns. Judgment is turn-
ed away backward; justice stands afar off” (Isa.
59:14, Douay version). The joints of society are
loosened; the foundations are out of course. Man
has made man his gGGT and Jehovah is dethroned
in his thoughts. The anti-Christ of the New Testa-
ment (II Thess. 2:4, Douay version) “who op-
poseth and EXALTETH himself above all that is
called God, or that is worshipped, so that he sits
in the temple of God and gives himself out as
if he were God,” is now showing himself that
He is God. And now, as never before, is using
the skyways to disseminate his infernal errors.

Candid reader, beware of men (Matt. 10:17).
The world needs Christ and not the crucifix; the
MASTER and not the Mother! Indwelling and not
Indulgences; the IDEAL and not the idols; the
Price of Peace and not the Pope; Redeemer, re-
pentance and restitution and not the rosary; the
SON and not the sister; the Bridegroom and not
the brother; the Propitiation and not the priest:
the MESSAGE and not the Mass. God commands
us to bear our cross, not to worship it: They
worship it but bear it neither corporally nor

OTHER SERVICES BENEFIT

According to a report by the Ken-
tueky Heart Association, the Heart
Fund dollars that Kentuckians con-
tributed last year to fight heart dis-
ease are currently being used to pro-
vide a well rounded program in
three important areas of activity:
[ research, health education, and com-
| munity service.

Research [grants are listed as:
$15,300 for continued support of the
Chair of Heart Research at the
University of Louisville Medical
School; $29,177 for nine separate re-
search projects—one to the Univer-
sity of Kentucky and eight to U. of
L.—to help find the causes and cures
for heart disease; $10,350 to support

| training grants and scholarships for:
|

medical students interested in heart
research.

In addition, $12,000 is being used
to maintain a statewide series of
local heart clinics for medically in-
digent children and adults; the de-
velopment of two projects—one in
Louisville and the other in Lexing-
ton—to provide “open heart” sur-
gery facilities in Kentucky for the
first time have wreceived $12,000;
the statewide Artery Bank to sup-
ply Kentucky surgeons with “spare”
human arteries .for use during op-
erations to replace damaged or dis-
eased arteries was allocated $1,800;
the statewide Rehabilitation Cen-
ter, where heart patients are taught
how to live and work normally after
heart attacks, has received $1,000.

Free educational literature was
sent on request to heart patients,

organizations and women's clubs, at |
a cost of $4,500.

Another $6,000 was invested in
heart examination equipment to key |
hospitals in the state, for use by
all inferested physicians.

AN EARLY BIG SANDY STAVE MILL AT MOUTH OF BEAVER CREEK

Staves used in theé manufacture of barrels were early split from choice white oak
trees in the Big Sandy valley and sold to buyers, chiefly at Cincinnati. The staves
were split out by the woodsmen, usually 18 to 36 inches in length, and the buyer
bought them at the creek side. They were then thrown into Beaver Creek and floated
down to the mouth where they were finished at the mill.

This was a wasteful method of transportation- and was soon abandoned as many
staves washed up on the banks. Many farmers retrieved them to use in furnaees
while making molasses. Too, the boom at the mouth of Beaver broke under the
press of a freshet in 1910 and thousands of staves escaped into the Big Sandy River,” =

American Revolution.

Here 182 pioneers engaged 500 In-
dians and Canadians on August 18,
1782 and were defeated.

In the spring of that year, Brit-
ish Capt. William Caldwell had col-
lected nearly 1,000 Indians and
whites in southern Ohio and raided
the weak settlements in the Ken-
tucky Blue Grass. With him was
the notorious renegade, Girty.
