M. Stumbo, J. E. Campbell and 
Mrs. W. D. Osborne, who consti­
tuted a majority on the Board. 

Howard and Hall were par­
ticularly critical of transfers of 
teachers. "We intend to go to law 
and let the courts and auditors 
investigate these and other mat­
ters," Howard said. The two men 
claimed that the motions to re­
hire office personnel and main­
tenance workers were "dead"' be­
cause some of those to be em­
ployed were relatives of Board 
members, in such cases only two 
Administration m~mbers voting 
for their employment and H()W­
ard and Hall voting against, 
creating a 2-2 deadlock. 

"We have been patient and 
have actually been criticised by 
some for being so, but we hoped 
for fair action on teachers," H()w­
ard said. "This we did not get, 

and now we know exactly how 
matters stand.'" 

The teachers ()n whom there 
was agreement were John E. 
Cambell, Jr., Joan Osborne, Vir­
gi'flia Jamerson, Wilbur Jamer­
son, Kathryn Frazier and Shirley 
Vanderpool 

Lawrence B. Price, veteran 
principal of W1ayland high school, 
relinquished that post to become 
guidance counsellor to put into 
effect in the Floyd school system 
the provisions of the National De­
fense Act.

EDUCATIO AL LEADERS IP IN FLOYD 
COUNTY AT A LOW EBB 

Educational statutes of the state of Kentucky gives the Superintendent 
of Sc·hools full authority to recommend and place all teachers in the 
system. This is a grave responsibility, and the welfare of the children and 
the teacher should motivate all his decisions. 

Do you think that these ideals are being upheld when the following re­
commendations were made by the Superintendent? 

1. Carl Horne, who graduated from Morehead College with distinction, 
lives near Auxier, has the care of An invalid mother, takes two small nieces 
down the railroad tracks to school, formerly taught at Auxier with great 
success. Carl does not drive nor doe.s h ~ own a car. Nevertheless, he has been 
transferred to Rough & Tough school, a distance of approximately twenty 
miles from his home. 

2. Betty Stephens, a veteran of f;)rty-eight years of devoted service to 
the children of Floyd county, who ne :::ds only two years more to retire, is 
sixty-eight years old. She,too, has no car and does not drive, and applied 
for a school near her home. She has b.oen assigned to the dista·nt Goble 
school on lower Johns Creek. 

3. Many other teachers have been uprooted from their home districts 
and sent to distant places in the county. We cite the two cases above be­
cause they stand out in our memory as misuse of the power of the Superin­
tendent. We question his motives. 

4. The patrons of the schools at M·uiin, Allen and Prestonsburg have 
indicated they desire, for the best interest of their schools and children, 
that the leadership of these schools be changed. This action was endorsed 
by Ray Howard and John G. Hall, but the Superintendent chose to ignore 
the wishes of the people. The people of Martin, Allen and Prestonsburg 
are dissatisfied with the educational leadership of the principals of their 
schools. We had qualified applicants with outstanding experience who 
could have furnished the leadership these schools deserve. The Superin­
tendent again ignored our wishes, and the wishes of the people in the com­
munities involved. 

5. The Superintendent again recommended, and was approved by a 
vote of three to two, the entire maintenance gang, and we think an in­
crease in salary was given over the past year. We will publish these figures 
in next week's paper. We intend to inform the public through the news­
paper of all actions of the Board that are against the best interests of the 
schools. 

WE VOTED AGAINST ALL OF THE ABOVE RECOMMENDATIONS. 
We do not think the best interests of the children are being served by actions 
such as this, and deem them to be arbitrary, unreasoned and inspired by 
motives foreign to good school leader leadership. 

We are having the legality of the Board's actions-past and present,­
investigated by an attorney. Action will be taken if there is any legal way_ 
to stop this waste of money and utter destruction of our school system. ...._.-ir...-

Following the War of 1812, 
Kentuckians who had soldiered 
with five wagon loads of silver 
in it were paid off at Lexington 
from Cincinnati. 

This money, in rough stout 
boxes about six inches square 
and three feet long, had been 
paid into the Federal Land Of­
fice at Cincinnati by settlers 
Ohio. The national government 
who had bought land throughout 
allocated it to pay Kentucky sol­
diers.

The sharp corners of the pieces 
were ruinous on a pocket book 
and it took a stout buckskin 
purse to hold them. It was very 
unsatisfactory money. Instead of 
cutting the money into quarters 
and wights, some would cut it 
into five, ten or even ~welve 
pieces. In trading there w.as con­
tinual contention whether the 
pieces were large enough or not. 
As years went b y, the pieces got 
smaller. 

Finally the federal government 
bought it up and coined it into 
nine pence (12% cents) and four 
pence heppenny (6~ cents) 
pieces, which after many years 
gave way to our present dime 
and five cent pieces. 

To keep the people from cut­
ting up the silver money, paper 
change checks were printed and 
sold for five dollars. These had 
spots r e pres e n t ing various 
amounts of change which could 
be cut away as needed. These 
checks could be re-exchanged 
for the silver at any time.

They ru.·e all too good-humored to 
pick a quarrel with anybody. 

"This morning I went to the hos­
pital to see· a man that belongs to 
my regiment. I saw men there that 
have their discharges and money 
and are not able to get ihome. I 
saw several there that will never 
get well. They have the best of 
treatment. Everything; is clean and 
good nurses, both male and female." 

"I saw my orderly sergeant last 
Monday. I eJq>ected he was killed 
at the time I was captured but he 
told me that most of those that I 
supposed were killed at that time 
got away unhrurt. 

"I saw Wentwol"th at the depot 
the day I came up. He wal! the glad­
est man to see me you ever saw. He 
said he never expected to see me 
again. He said he never felt so bad 
in his life as he did that day we 
left !him at Columbia, Tenn." 

A letter headed "Camp Chase, 
June 22, '65," is the last one in the 
archives. Separation from the 'l'bh 
Ohio Volunteer Cavalry was but a 
matter of a few days for William 
Jones. 

"They are gi'Ving discha11ges to 
those that have not their descrip­
tive lists with them and accounts 
not settled and we can get our 
money at the State Agent's, 'Ifu.ey 
are making them out as fast as 
they can. Of course we have to wait 
our turn." 

"I may g.et mine tomorrow and 
maybe not. If I don't get it so as to 
come down on the m'Orning train on 
Saturday shaH wait until Monday 
as I don't want to come down in 
the night ... " 

He didn't want to come ihome in 
the nigiht. He wanted to came home 
in the day, in the full hom· of the 
sm1 as all old soldiers do.
