COAL FIRMS 
ASK DAMAGES 
East Kentucky Operators 
Sue U MW For 4 ~000 ,000 
In U.S. District Court 

Nine Eastern Kentucky coal comp­
anies filed suits Tuesday against the 
United Mine Workers union seek­
ing more than $4,000,000 in damages. 
The suits were filed at Lexington 
in the Federal District court. 

The suits were similar to three 
filed at Knoxville, Tenn., Monday, 
by coal companies in that area. All 
compla,in that tJhe strike in the non­
union coal fields lhas resulted in 
loss of markets, profits and prop­
erty damage. The Lexington suits 
ask $4,184,200 and the Knoxville 
suits seek $4,360,000 in damages. 

The seven-county Eastern Ken­
tucky strike is over union demands 
for a $2-a-day pay raise to $24.25 
and a clause to keep non-union 
coal from being handled by union 
operations. 

The lang-est suit, totaling more 
than $2,000,000, was filed by the 
Elkhorn Coal Company of Letcher 
county.

LOA TO WIDE Shotgun Charge Enters 
Body At Close Range; 
Slayer Suffers Shock 

A $331,000 Joan to the Harold 
Telephone Company to enable it 
to provide modern telephone ser­
vice to 601 new customers was grant­
ed last Thu-rsday •by the Rural 
Electrification Administration. 

Announcement of the grant was 
made by Cong-ressman Carl D. 
Perkins and Senatqrs John Sherman 
Coo.per and Thruston B. Morton. 

The new grant also will permit 
enlangji.ng and impa:oving of the 
company's building at Harold to 
provide !headquarters facilities. The 
601 new customers to be served are 
in the Melvin area of Left Beaver 
Creek. 

Last week's loan brings to a total 
of $705,000 the .capital outlay made 
l:>y the company to provide modern 

telephone service for 1,553 rural 
subscribers over 17'1 miles of line 
in Floyd and Pike counties, Paul 
R. Gearheart, president of the 
company, said. Florty-nine miles of 
new line will be added in tJhe Mel­
vin area. 

This wide development has sprung 
from a small beginning in 1954 
when Mr. Gearheart purchased tJhe 
_Roberts-Olga Telephone Company. 
At tlhat time less than 50 subscrib­
ers were served in the area from 
Boldman to Ivel. 

Engineers for the telephone com­
pany began work on the Melvin ex­
change, Monday, and tlhis facility 
is expected to 1be placed in service 
shortly after next January 1, Gear­
heacr-t said.

It was soon after 
his return, Huff said, that the 
shooting took place. 

The charge entered his body 
beneath the left arm. He pitched 
forward and dragged himself al­
most to a bed before dying, it was 
learned. 

Value ol Coal As Binder 
To Be Assayed in Plant; 
Nuclear Plant Opposed 
The State Highway Department 

has stgned a contract to spend $200,-
000 on an extensive research prog­
ram to test the value of coal as a 
binder material on highways, but 
another move to aid Kentucky 
coal-the plan to locate in Eastern 
Kentucky a nuclear-research lab­
oratory to find new uses for the 
fuel-has met opposition from an 
Eisenhower administration spokes­
man. 

Marling J. Ankeny, •director of 
the U.S. Bureau of Mines, voiced 
opposition to location of the nuclear 
plant in this area, contending that 
tlhe project should be carried out 
at researdh stations already estab­
lished else~ere. 

TI1e State Highway reseArch con­
tract 'las annoru.,;..;d .Mot,... at a 
meeting of the Kentucky COal As­
sociation in Lexington. 

It calls for Curtiss-Wright to 
build anli operate a pilot plant at 
a Kentue)cy site as yet undisclosed. 
Officials said several locations are 
being considered, 'vith Frankfort 
the best possib!lity. Construction 
is eJQPected to start as soon as ma­
terials arrive. 

The state will build eight to 12 
half-mile sections of road at var­
ious locations for testing the new 
binder. 

Curtiss-Wright Vice-President 
Minard W. Stout said work on the 
pilot plant will begin immediately 
and that the coal-based binder 
should be in production within 60 
days. 

The coal binder, a liquid, is made 
by "digesting" lumps of bituminous 
coal in coal tar at high tempera­
ture. 

Stout said the hinder still-iS in 
the experimental stage, but tests 
show it may be superior to asphalt . 
Kentucky is the first state to test 
the product.

Program Co-st Estimated 
At $197,261; Financing 
Expected Next Summer 
Prestonsburg's plan for urban re­

newal received final approval Tues­
day night by a 5-to-3 vote of the 
City Council. 

'IIhe vote was preceded by a de­
tailed, sometimes heated, discussion 
of the program by both pros and 
cons. Along with its approval of 
the plan itself, the C'ouncil voted 
obligation of the city to assume its 
share of the financial responsibil­
ity, 

Goss cost of the program s 
estimated at $197,261. It involves 
acquisition of property from the 
corner of Court Street and Lake 
Dtlve at the traffic light to the 
Southern Bell Telephone & Tele­
graph property on Lake Drive; and, 
on 'I1hird street, from the south­
ern boundary llne of the courthouse 
lot to include lllle residence Qf Or­
ville Cooley. 

The .property along Lake !;>rive, 
the program provides, will 'be con­
verted into a city park as a bea­
utification and clearance project and 
on either side of this connectilll&l 
tJhoroughfare will :be parking areas. 
plus another such al,'ea at the rear 
of the telephone office building. 
These areas will provide a possible 
64-car parking space. 

'Iihe private property will first of 
all be acquired by the local Housing! 
C'omm!ission, which in turn w111 
sell it to the city for $30,642. he 
remainder of the program expendi­
ture will represent the net cost of 
$158,619, two-thirds of which will 
be borne <by the federal government. 
Non-cash .grants-in-aid, such as 
labor done by the city, ooun·ty or 
state, would be deducted from the 
city's Share of the expense. 

Actual financing of tlhe project 
is not expected to be done till 
around June, next year. 

Prestonsburg's share of the ex­
pense will ·be financed by bonds 
which would be amortized by in­
come from its parking meters.

Five hundred city dog tags will 
be issued Mr. Cook, and the ovmer 
of each untagged dog will be re­
quired to <buy a tag if he is to ~eep 
his dog.

SALARY PAY 
IS APPROVED 
Appellate Court Holds 
1958 Act Valid; Floyd 
Squires Ready To Work 
The 1958 act of the Legislature 

providing salaries for ma,gistrates 
of Kentucky counties who actually 
sit as trial judges ln criminal cases 
was rupheld Friday by the Court of 
Appeals, and Floyd county's four 
magistrates a.re ready to preside in 
such trials. 

Since their participation in trials 
as free-paid officials has been held 
illegal and while they awaited an 
Appellate C'ourt ruling on validity 
of t'heir acting as trial judges as 
salary-paid officials, magistrates 
in bhis county have done little crim­
inal work, and most warrants !have 
been issued from the County 
Judge's office. 

Magistrate Johnny Caudill said, 
however, he had never refused to 
issue a warrant except on one oc­
casion and that that was when an 
affidavit for a search warrant was 
produced. 

With most of the work centering 
in the County Jiudge's office, a 
trial judge was employed, several 
months ago, to assist Judge Henry 
Stumbo. Former Magistrate Glenn 
C. Burchett holds this post. 

Soon after the 1958 General As­
sembly enacted legislation provid­
ing salaries for mlllgistrates acting 
as trial judges of criminal cases, 
the FloY'Ci fiscal court voted sal­
aries of $200 a month for eaoh 
magistrate, subject to Appellate 
Court rupproval of the legislation.

'I1he pilot plant will produce 3,000

test sites and in evaluatn~g resu\ts. 

The coal binder process uses from 
2,000 to 2,200 tons of coal for each 
mile of surfa-cing. 

Opposition of Ankeny to t!he 
nuclea·r-researclh station for East­
ern Kentucky came at a Senate in­
terior sub-committee hearing on a 
bill introduced iby Kentucky Sena-, 
tors Cooper and Morton to esta-bliSh 
the station at a construction cost 
of $2,500,000 and an operation cost 
of $1,000,000 a year. 

One of the wti;n~!SSes favoring the 
bill was Robert H. Solomons, co­
OI'<linator of nuclear-energy activ­
ities for Kentucky.

and $3,000 as secretary of the Board 
of Edut:ation. 

'I1his arrangement is wide-spread 
in Keni;uck.y's cominoil school sys­
tem. It was based upon this prima-ry 
assumption: 

A superintendent of schools is a 
state officer. Hence !he is not bound 
by the $7;200 limit for local officers, 
but by the $1~.000 set for .state 
officers. 

That primary assumption, in 
turn, had ibeen based on an old 
decision of the Comt of Appeals 
holding a school superintendent to 
be a "State officer." 

Even so, declared the high court 
Friday, the jurisdiction or duties of 
a school .superintendent are not 
"coextensive with the Common­
wealth," as required by Section 246 

'I1hus, the court concluded,· the 
superintendent is a local officer 
witlhin the meaning of Section 246 
Hence he falls clearly within the 
$7,200 limit set for "all others." 

There ate 59 superintendents in 
the common-school system drawing 
more than the limit of $7,200. Also 
above the limit are innumerable as­
sistant superintendents, principals, 
and supervisors. The exact number 
could not 1be obtained at once.

Ten of these superintendents aa·e 
under straight contract with their 
boards, under the IlJOIW voided theory 
that they are "em-ployees," rather 
than "officers." The ~emaining 49 
exceed $7,200 a year by drawing 
salaries of their boards of education, 
in addition to their salaries as 
superintendents. 

From this situation the high court 
evolved two of its far-reaching 
points. As to the validity of present 
contracts exceeding the limit in 
section 246, the court !held:

Present contracts are va.lid until 
expiration, if they are held by an 
"empleyee," are for a specified term 
of years at a specified salary, are 
written, and ,cannot be terminated 
by the employer. But, it went on, 
contracts made hereafter cannot ex­
ceed the limits. 

This part of the decision seems 
to nullify at once the 10 contracts 
ih excess of $7,200 a year held by 
school superintendents. They are 
defined as public officers with local 
duties and jurisdiction, and the 
state cannot enter into a contract 
with an "officer," as it can wit:h an 
"employee." 

Secondly, as to superintendents 
drawing extra pay as secretaries of 
their boards of education, the court 
held: 

As superintendent he is an "of­
ficer." As secretary of the rboard he 
is an "effilPloyee." In both capacities 
he is limited to $7,200 a year by 
Section 246. But the ol:i rule of law 
shall apply, namely: his combined 
sillary must not exceed the limit 
allowed by the lb.ig\11cst-paying 
single position. 

Thus, the superintendent is peg­
ged to $7,200 a year. As the court 
put it, "Our •Conclusion is that the 
maxiQ'lUJn compensation allowable 
for the office of school superinten­
dent is $7,200 per annum."

In service, the new tool assem- ----------
bly is attached to the end of the 
tubing string and lowered into 
the wells so that the jets are op­
posite the producing zone. A 
fluid such as water, oil or inhibi­
ted acid containing abrasives is 
pumped into the tubing and out 
through the small jet openings. 
The high-velocity abrasive jet 
actually scours the rock, enlarges 
the size of the well bore and re­
moves deposits that clog , the 
flow channels. Field tests show 
also that the jet stream can be 
used to perforate the casing. Its 
advantage here is that no explo­
sives are usep.. 

The abrasives may be sand, 
steel pellets, flint particles, or 
similar material. The 'hydraulic 
horsepower necessary t o give 
force to the jet is provided by 
pumping equipment attached to 
the surface end of the tubing. 

The service, called Hydrojct by 
Dowell Engineers who developed 
it, has been in experimental use 
in the field foc several months.

Federal Judge Delays 
Inland Reorganization; 
October Hearing S'et 

Federal court of Appeals Judge 
Shackelford Miller of Louisville, 
Wednesday, delayed the reOl·gani­
zation of Inland Gas Corporation 
until a full hearing on a plan can 
be he!(:! by the appellate comt. 

Miller's ruling suspended an order 
of District Judge H. Church Ford 
finally putting into operation a re­
organization plan after almost 29 
years in bankruptcy court. 

'Dhe ruling also affected Kentucky 
Fuel Gas Corporation and Ameri­
can F uel & Power Company, which 
are ~or-nected 'vith Inland Gas 
thrOl.l(i,h stock ownership. 

Judge Ford originally approved 
a plan to reorganize lihe three firms 
in 1958. This ruling was appealed, 
and Judge Ford's r uling was uPheld 
by the appellate court last January. 

On June 1 Judge Ford order ed 
the plan put into effect. This order 
was appealed on th e ground that 
J udge Ford refused to hear e1•idence 
of amendments to th e plan involv­
ing an additional $3,500,000 invest­
ment in the reor ganized firms. 

Judge Miller remar ked lihat the 
appellate court would like to bring 
the case to an end, but the appeal 
seemed to have merit. He suspended 
operation of the plan and set the 
case for hearing in the October 
term of court in Cincinnati.
