BABE'S BODY 
IS RECOVERED 
By Floyd Rescue Squad 
While Dragging River 
For Drowning Victim 
Assistance of the Floyd Coun­

ty Emergency and Rescue Squad 
was enlisted 1ast week-end by 
South Shore, Ky., r-esidents who 
for a week had unsuccessfully 
sought to recover the body of 
Beecher Bentley, 28, of Garrison, 
Ky., who drowned in the Ol).io 
at South Shore, May•9. 

Body of Bentley not only was 
found whi·le the Floyd group was 
dragging the river but that of a 
week-old babe also was recover­
ed by a member of the squad. 
Actual discovery of Bentley's 
body was made by a resident of 
the South Shore vicinity at 10:15 
a. m ., Sunday. 

Fifteen members of the Floyd 
group engaged in the search, be­
ginning last Friday morning. 
They took with them five boats, 
three motors and two trucks. Pa­
trol of the Ohio from the scene 
of the drowning to Lock 31, sev­
en miles downstream, was made. 

Bentley drowned when he top­
pled from a boat in mid-stream.

Although a heavy vote is expect­
ed over the state, the campaign has 
in no otfrl.er county generated heat 
approaching that of the Floyd fight. 

In this county, voting registration 
records show, 20,320 Democrats and 
3,957 Republicans are eligible to 
vote in the primary. The voting may 
not exceed half that total, however.

It current­
ly, is seiling a carload of fryers a 
week, a carload of fish per month 
and from 15,000 to 20,000 pounds 
of butter a week. 

Brown now is a distributor for 
more tha:tJ. 400 different ,items, 
has four salesmen and covers an 
area of nine Kentucky counties, 
one in West Virginia and four in 
Virginia. 

Recently, when the ·firm as­
sumed the distributorship of pea­
nut butter for a Michigian pro­
ducer tbe ~ufacturer received 
the jolting but pleasing news 
that Brown's salesman had, the 
first week, sold 20 tons of the 
prfuct.

COMBS-WYATT 
BLASTED HERE 

Governor, Here Saturday, 
Flays Combs' Character; 
Sa}'s W aterlield To Win 
Governor A. B. Chandler lash­

ed out at Bert Combs in Combs' 
home town, Prestonsburg, in a 
speech at the courthouse Satur­
day afternoon, and at the same 
time took to task Combs' run­
ning-mate, Wilson Wyatt. 

It was a platform performance 
characteristic of the Governor's 
campaign style, and there was 
never a duH moment. He refer­
red to Combs as "the Little 
Judge," to Wyatt as "Ankle 
Blankets," and to Former Gov­
ernors Clements and Wetherby as 
Clementine and W-etherbine. 

Chandler declared Bert Combs 
was a Republican "when he start­
ed out" in Clay county, devoted 
an early part of his speech to a 
discussion of Mr. Combs' church 
membership and branded him 
"a hypocrite and a liar, too!" 

The Floyd county candidate, he 
said, "is so close to Clementine 
that ev-ery time Clementine gets 
indigestion the Littl-e Judge takes 
bicarbonate of soda." 

Turning on Wyatt, he attacked 
the candidate an his A.D.A.. rec­
ord and that organization's theor­
ies, including that of birth con­
trol. "If you put these fellows 
in," he said, "you might get your 
baby out of a test tube, you might 
pick him off of a log down here 
in son1e hollow some place," 
Chandler told the gathering. 

In a discussion of his own ad­
ministration's record, the Gover­
nor declared, "You'v-e got in 
Kentucky today the best operat­
ed state government in the 
United States." He claimed credit 
for defeating the Right-to-Wo;rk 
bill and for repulsing attacks on 
mine safety, the miners' welfare 
fund and their hospitals.

Conley 
said he would be glad to have a 
decision on the matter, so that 
the supervisors in the future 
could assess or disregard this 
J?roperty altogether. 

Wellman said he pointed out 
that the State Revenue Depart­
ment in 1952 held that the UMW 
hospitals are tax-free and that 
that ruling has never been 
changed. 

The County Attorney added 
that the UM.W attorney and doc­
tors at the McDowell hospital 
would confirm the facts as to the 
protest he made. 

Conley also branded as untrue 
the statement made in a daily 
newspaper story last week that 
the Department of Revenue and 
federal tax authorities granted 
tax exemption to the hospital last 
year. He said the board of super­
visors last year d-eclined to make 
any such assessment.

AUTO MIS AP 
KILLS HALL 
Halo Man Is Victim 
In Michigan, Saturday; 
Details Are Unavailable 
Carlos Edward Hall, Zl years old, 

formerly of Halo, died at Shelton 
Memorial hospital, Albion, Mich., 
Saturday mornin~. a few !hours after 
he was injured in an il.uto wreck 
there. He suffered a broken neck 
and internal injuries. 

Few particulars of the tragedy 
are availa:ble. It was said 1ilat a 
man named Isaacs, also from this 
county, was driving the car and 
that Hall was in the rear seat at 
the time of the wreck. Isaacs -..vas 
badly hurt, this report said. 

Victim of the wreck was a son 
of Mrs. Belva Hall Johnson and 
the late Noalh Hall.

Boone Amett is closely 
allied with Dr. George Archer who led the fight to 
destroy the hospitals at the last session of the legisla· 
ture. The hospitals were saved through the efforts of 
Governor Chandler and Harry Lee Waterfield. 

The tax commissioner tried unsuccessfully to tax 
the hospitals last year, but was prevented from doing 
so by the efforts of Robert Wellman, Floyd County 
Attorney, a Waterfield supporter. 

In Floyd county there is one other group owned hos­
pital. No tax was placed upon it by the tax commis-.

SET HIGHER · 
STANDARDS 
Teachers In Kentucky 
Public Schools To Get 
Stiffened Requirements 

' 

Higiher standards for Kentucky's 
public school teachers were set Mon­
da.y 1by tlhe Council on Public Higher 
Education whioh is !headed by Dr. 
Robert R. Martin, superintendent 
of J>Uiblic instruction. 

The broad rupward revision of 
minimum standards applies both 
·to students in the tea.oher-tralnlng 
oolleges and to tJhe higher levels of 
edtwaJtors already at work in the 12 
;gu:ades of tJhe common-school sys­
tem. 

Standards were stiffened in both 
the knowledge of ihow to teaoh and 
wlhat to teach. But the new stan­
dards are broader and deeper In 
the area of cO!Iltent than of method. 

The core of the council is co~­
posed of the presidents and deans 
of the UniversLty of Kentucky and 
the five State colleges at Mor~head, 
Richmond, Frankfort, Murray and 
Bowling Green. 

The adoptiO!Il climaxed two years 
of study by an advisory committee 
h€aded by Dr. W . J. Moore, dean 
of Eastern Kentiuck;y State College, 
Richmond. 

The course of study for future 
higih-school teacllers, as G~dopted 

Monday, provides for a college de­
gree based UPO!Il the minimum of 
45 hours of •general education (con­
tent), 1'7 how·s of professional ed­
ucation (method), and 48 hours of 
concentration in majors and 
minors (content and method com­
bined). 

These are the minimums now re­
quired, except tlhat metlhod courses 
are reduced from 18 to 17 hours. 
But the big ohange is in the field 
of general education, wlhere certain 
basic cow·ses were made compul­
sory, and the rang~e made broad 
enough to permit drastic strength­
ening in majors and minors. 

The first new field in general 
education is communications and 
hU~Inanlties. Here 6 hours are re­
quired in English composition, 3 
hours in literatlure, and 9 hours in 
these . electives: music, art, drama, 
foreign lan.,C~Uages, philosophy, re­
ligion, journalism and o@eech. 

The second field is mathematics 
and natural science. Here 3 hours 
a.re required in astronomy, cihem­
isti-y, geology, physics or mathe­
ma,tics. Three 'hours ·are required in 
anthropologw, bacteriology, botany, 
·~eneral biology J 1P1'1Ysiology, 'PSY'­
At least 6 hours must be earn.€d in 
Ia,boratory work. 

The third field is social science, 
in "Wihich 12 hours are required in 
anbhropology, contemporary prob­
lems, economics, geography, govern­
ment, history, political science. 
sociological foundations, sociology, 
or Western civiliza,tion. 

The last field is healtJh and 
physical education, in 'Which 3 hours 
are req~uired. 

The course of study approved for 
fu ture elementary-school teaohers 
differs somewhat frOlffi the prepara­
tion for lhtglh school. Required gen­
era:l education is the same, and 45 
houl1S of it are compulsory. But 
professional education (method) is 
reduced from 28 to 24 hours. . 

This reduction is reSIPonsive to the 
trend toward five elementary 
teachers, D.r. Moore explained. In­
asmuch ·as the fif th year is usually 
devoted to method, his committee 
decided to upgrade tfue emphasis on 
a-eneral education in the first four 
0 

years. 
The council set !hlgher aJCademic 

standards for guidance counselors, 
principals, supervisors ~md superr-­
intendents. At preserut, provisional 
certificates for these ihigh-level 
positions require 15 hours beyond 
the bachelor's degree. The new re­
quirement is a master's degree. 

Standard certificates for these 
four groups now require the master's 
deg1·ee. 'I1his was raised to 24 ihow·s 
beyond 1Jhe masoor's. 

Standards were raised, also, for 
students doing practice teaching. 
Previously, t'he ooll€ge waJS requir­
ed only to afford the student rtime 
for pmdice teadhing.

Kentucky has a law, No. 158270 
titled, Required Instructions As 
to the Nature and Effect of Al­
coholic Liquo;r and Narcotics: 
Text Books to Include These 
Subjects. The provjsions of this 
law make instruction · on these 
subjects mandatory, with puni­
tive measures involved for super-

! intendents, principals and teach­
ers who do not follow it's provi­
sions. 

Primarily because this subject 
is widely misunderstood, with 
controversial opinions held by 1 

parents of students, this law, in 
many p1aces, is ignored or mini­
mized to a valueless talk once a 
year. 

Since this law was enacted, re­
search and study have produced 
many previously unknown facts 
about alcohol, particularly re­
garding it's effects on the nerve 
centers controlling coordination 
and the brain center controlling 
judgment.
