“The EKRPC recommends and
urges the passage of a general sales
tax by the 1960 session of the Ken-
tucky General Assembly. This ac-
tion is taken upon recommenda-
tions of the Eastern Kentucky Ad-
visery Council on Education, and in
regard for the advice and interest
of many Kentuckians interested in
the future progress of the state.

“The Commission suggests that
the sales tax be levied on all retail
sales ‘and wurges that two of the
privicipal uses of the revenue thus
obtained ineclude the financing of
the maximum possible improve-
ments of our educational system
and of an aggressive program of
broad economic development of the
state’s resources, commerce and job
opporfunities.

“The Commission feels that the|

passage of resolutions endorsing an
adegquate revenue program for Ken-
tueky is not good enough, and rec-
ommends that the leadership of all
the state's official and citizen or-
ganizations join together to take a
strong and wrealistic campaign to
the people for public understanding
of this issue.”

Reed also announced the Com-
mission’s action program for 1969
is expected to he completed and go
to the printers by Dec. 15, This
program includes roads, forestry,
agriculture, water resources, educa-
tion and community industrial de-
velopment,

Claude P. Stephens, former United
States attorney for the Eastern
district of Kentucky and for 40
yvears a public official died at his
home, Garfield Place, here last Fri-
day night at the age of 69.

Although he had been in failing
health as a result of a heart condi-
tion for some time, his death came
as a shock to friends here and over
a wide section of Kentucky. He had
transacted business uptown during
the day Friday, later in the after-
noon suffering a mild attack.
Stricken again after fears concern-
ing his condition had been allayed,
he died about 9 p.m.

Because of the heart condition
Mr. Stephens had limited his priv-
ate law practise since retiring as U.
S. attorney in 1954, His public ca-
reer bezan with his appointment as
County Attorney of this county in
1914 to fill the vacancy caused by
fhe death of Lee Roberts.

Stamp Issue

Will Honor
Dr. McDowell

One hundred and twenty million
U. S. postage stamps will be issued
at Danville, Dec. 3, to honor Dr.
Ephraim McDowell during the 150th
anniversary of the first successful
abdominal operation,

McDowell’s apothecary at Dan-
ville, now restored as a shrine, will
be the scene of the stamp-issuing
ceremony. The shop, first apothe-
cary west of the Allegheny Moun-
tains, was built in 1782. MecDowell's
father, Samuel, was a judge of the
first Kentucky court in 1783 and
president of the convention that
framed the state’s first constitution.

In December, 1809, Dr. McDowell
was called to treat Mrs. Jane Todd
Crawford of Greensburg, He told
her that he must perform a danger-
ous internal operation that he had
never before performed. She made
a painful 60-mile journey frem her
home to Danville by horseback.

She was placed on a long table
and men held down her arms and
legs with force. During the opera-
tion, Mrs. Crawford repeated the
psalms, conscious of every move of
doctor and assistants. Thus was
performed the first successful ovar-

iotomy, before discovery of the
methods of anesthesia. Dr. Me-
Dowell reported, “In five days I

visited her and found her engaged
in making her bed.”

The operation was not considered
important by Dr. McDowell, But
seven years later he was persuaded
to publish an account of it. The re-
port met with indifference, incre-
dulity, even ridicule. Many years
passed hefore He received recogni-
tion. He practiced medicine until his
death, June 20, 1830.

Dr. Hoffmann Urges
Diabetes Examination

Every man, woman and child in
Kentucky was urged this week by
Robert J. Hoffmann, M.D, chair-
man of the Kentucky State Medical
Association’s Diabetes Committee,
to take advantage of the free dia-
betes tests offered by physicians,
hospitals and laboratories during
National Diabetes Week  which be-
gins Sunday.

The importance of early detection
of diabetes was stressed by Gover-
nor A. B. Chandler who has pro-
claimed the period from Nov, 15-21
as Diabetes Week in Kentucky.

“An estimated 1,000,000 persons
in this counfry and 15,000 in Ken-
tucky alone have undiscovered dia-
betes,” said Doctor Hoffmann, “and
it is to find these people and to
give them an oppox}’sunity to take
advantage of avagilable control
measures that the KSMA has spon-
sored the Drive annually since 1951.”
He emphasized the importance of
being tested each 'year, since early
detection can grepﬂy simplify the
problems of contriol of the disease
“The unfortunaté vietims of the
disease are those/that are unaware
they have it,” |he said, “because
when caught epjrly, very often the
only precautioril needed to insure a
long life are cogptrol of weight and
djet.l! [

State Historical

Society Has
Shelby Items

Among Isaac Shelby items owned
by the Kentucky Historical Society
at the Old Capitol here are a port-
rait of the first governor, his razor,
a British rifle that he captured in
the American Revolution, a replica
of a gold medal presented him by
Congress, a peace pipe given him by
the Chickasaws, and his gold
watch.

The portrait by Matthew Jouett
hangs in the Governor’s Gallery in
the senate chamber. Beneath Shel-
by’s portrait is that of his wife,
painted by P. Henry Davenport. A

full length painting of Shelby hangs |

opposite the Gallery.

Shelby, governor
1812-16, was born in Maryland in
1750, the son of Evan Shelby, land-
owner, army officer and statesman.
One of Isaac’s prized possessions
was the razor, first carried in the
French and Indian War and later
used by both father and son.

At 24, Lt. Shelby served with
gallantry in his father’'s company
at Point Pleasant. In the Revolu-
tion, he is best remembered for his
leadership and hercism at King's
Mountain. He carried away the
British rifle, known as “Brown
Bess” as a souvenir.

From 1783 to 1792 Shelby played a
prominent role in the Virginia dis-
trict of Kentucky and then helped
frame the state’s first constitution.
After his first term as governor, he
retired to “Traveler's Rest,” near
Danville. He was recalled to lead
Kenfucky in the War of 1812, For
his role, he was presented a gold
medal by Congress, a replica of
which is in the Old State House.

Shelby and Gen. Andrew Jackson
were commissioned in 1818 to ne-
gotiate the Jackson Purchase from
the Indians and Shelby received
the peace pipe from the Chickasaws.

He died in 1826 at Traveler’s Rest,
presently a state shrine. The society
has Shelby’s gold watch, inseribed
shortly before he died: “I. Shelby,
12th Nov., 1824

Many Elig‘ ible
For Pensions

Under NCW L&W

Many new cases will become eli-
gible for pensions on the effective
date of the Veterans Pension Act
of 1960, next July 1, the Veterans
Administration estimates.

Seventy-four percent of the new
cases will be widows and children
of veterans made eligible by the
widows equalization clause and 26
percent will be living veterans,
widows and children made eligible
by increase in income Ilimitation,
the VA added.

If you are one of these veterans,
a widow, or the guardian of
not now eligible for pension admin-
istered by the VA, but you believe
you may become eligible after June
30, 1960, what should you do? The
VA suggests you do nothing until
after the first of the year.

If you wait until the early part
of 1960, both you and the VA wilil
benefit. The VA will avoid prema-
ture correspondence and inferviews
and after the first of the Yyear
you wiill be able to etstimate better
your income for the calendar year
1960.

Do not worry about a delay at
this time, VA says. File application
with the Veterans Administration
within the first few months of 1960,
Thi will allow ample time for pro-
cessing by the July 1 effective date.

The State-owned boat dock at
Kenlake Hotel on Kentucky Lake
will be privately operated after next
Tuesday.

The boat dock has been leased to

Under the lease, Wilham will pay
the State 12 per cent of the gross
on boat and motor rentals and mo-
oring services, 4 per cent of the
oross on food concessions, and 1%
per cent on gasoline and oil sales.

Soil Conservation Essay contest, as
stated by the Courier-Journal, The
Louisville Times and Radio Station
WHAS. Since the awards of the
Floyd County Districts was not an-
nounced, we feel a complete an-
nouncement is advisable.

The sponsors are: The Courier-
Journal, The Louisville Times and
Radio Station WHAS in coopera-
tion with the Kentucky Association
of Soil Conservation Districts and
the. State Department of Education.
The Floyd Soil Conservation Dis-
trict is also sponscring the contest.

The subject of this annual essay
i: “How Forest Conservation Bene-
fits My Community.”

.. The rules:

leaders,

4, Your essay must be written in
ink or typewritten on one side of
the paper.

5. The essay must be signed by
one of your parents and either your
teacher or principal. It must bear
the following certification. “I here-
by certify that this essay is the
original work of (your name).

6. Place the following information
on a separate sheet of paper and
attach securely to the essay: Your
name, age and grade indicate Miss
or Mr.;address, schecol and county.

7. All essays from a school must
be taken to the office of the school
superintendent not later than Dec,
5, 1959,

The writer of the winning essay
in each school is eligible for a cer-
tificate of merit.

A $25 U, 8. Savings Bond will be
presented to the writer of the win-
ning essay in the county.

The first-place entry from each
district will be judged for
| awards.

Winners of state awards ($100, $75
and $50 bonds) will turn over their
$25 district prizes to second place
winners in the district.

Awards will be made by Floyd
Soil Conservation District first and
second for each grade: For 12th
grade $10 and $9; 11th grade $9
and $8; 10th grade $7 and $7; ninth
grade, $6 and $6;
and $5; seventh grade, $4 and $4-
sixth grade, $4 and $4; fifth grade,
$3 and $3; fourth grade, $3 and $3;
third grade, $2 and $2.

For the past five years Floyd
county students have written more
soil conservation essavs than any
other county in the state.

The same prediction applies to
Porter Powers, a coaching product
of Jack Frost Wells and Bill Goebel,
Jr. and is doing his college play-
ing at Alabama. As of last yvear, we
were under the impression that
Porter’s great freshman basketball
season has insured him a starting
position on the varsity this year.

As we speak of Powers and Clark,
we feel that the young men have
made wise decisions in attending
out-of-state colleges in continuing
their basketball careers.

(In this instance, we are speak-
ing of Southeastern Conference
basketball, where there ar a num-
ber of colleges offering scholarships
that are easier to attain than those
of the TUniversity of Xentucky.
This is also to point out that our
boys are not necessarily deficient in
talent but somehow achieve more as
basketball players in colleges south
of Kentucky. Many fine college
teams are in Kentucky—among
them, Pikeville, Morehead. Eastern,
Western, Bellarmine, Georgetown,
Union, Wesleyan, Louisville, Murray
and Berea,)

Many players come to mind, but
a few such as Cassidy of Inez, Col-
linsworth of Salyersville, Atkins of
Ashland, Hughes of Prestonsburg,
Grigsby of Martin, Butcher of
Meade Memorial It is
line.

Our Eastern Kentucky gymnas-
iums have their limitations. Our ball
players are a little lost upon en-
countering ' the system of Baron
Rupp, the owner of an outstanding
record. At U. K. you find them
glumly on the bench.

Rupp demands top talent. If his
talent is not extremely advanced, he
relegates them to the bench for
minor roles. Many talented boys of
starring potential lose confidence
in themselves. The attempt by many
boys to make the *“big show” at
Lexington offen ruins more promis-
ing basketball players than it
makes. Rupp is quick to discard be-
cause he is under pressure to main-
tain a basketball team which is
analogous to baseball’s New York
Yankees in the ability to win games.
He wants winners, not losers, and
gquest for winning basketball
players sometimes eliminates what
a less harried coach could develop
into an outstanding player.

It is too bad, but so true, that
athletes lose faith in themselves
when they hit on the bench for long
periods. At U. K., the substitutes,
who do not play very much, enter

the game with a spirit of, “Oh,
gosh! —I'd better be careful and
keep Mr. Rupp happy.”

This state of mind is not con-
ducive to aggressive play and fre-
guently leads the Baron to put some
apprehensive - individual on  his
“list.” The list is sometimes per-
manent, and, no matter how some
subs acquit themselves in practice
sessions, they remain on the bench.
Rupp, it may be observed, works
with about seven players the entire
geason. He knows who they are be-
fore the season starts and does not
deviate. Many coaches do this, we
also observe, not only Mr, Rupp.

His success is not to be debated,
but Powers and Clark will haunt
Rupp this season. They will make

Rupp wish that he had them safely |-

tucked away on his bench, where he
has disposed of so many fine East-
ern Kentucky boys. If other boys
sien with U. K, —remember, you
eannot play with any other S. E, C.
team and therefore cannot be eligi-
ble for another 8. E. C. scholarship.

We tend to root for the University
of Kentucky . . . but we will be
hoping that Powers and Clark do
well all this season-—even against
U. K.

— Children's eat-
ing habits form early in life, and

But if parents turn down one
kind of feod, the child will probably
refuse it, too—perhaps this makes
him feel more grown-up.
"When parents are tired or
vous, echildren quickly catch the
sanme mood, she says. Such tension
at mealtime lessens appetites and
slows digestion for the entire family.
A few minutes relaxation before
meals often will make eating more

enjoyable—food will taste better
and digest better.
For the same reason, talk about

pleasant subjects that interest all
the family at mealtime, Miss Helton |
suggest. During meal is a good time |

more likely to enjoy “child-size”
servings—second helpings are het-
ter than too much at first. Serve|
“finger foods” often, too. 3

sert” —egives him the idea that all|
the meal is unpleasant but cle-sssert.j
Make the rest of the meal as at-|
tractive to the child as dessert.
New foods should be served when |
children and the rest of the family|
are hungry and when they are in|
good spirits, Miss Helton says. The |
