somebody or possessed of seme mo-
tive other than cooperation in law
enforcement. It reminds us of the
eld adage, ‘When thieves fall out
honest men presper.” We might par-
aphrase this a bit to say that “When
citizens fall out the grand jury ecan
indict law-breakers.’

Samuel James, pioneer set-
tler of Johns Creek, was born
in Massachusetts the year be-
fore the Revolutionary War
started. In his youth he migrat-
ed south to the Carolinas, later
moved north and married Sarah
Charles, it is thought in Ten-
nessee. He decided to found a
home in the wilderness of Johns
Creek and about the year 1803,
he started north with-his wife
and children. His wife died and
was buried on the way. He re-
married in 1808 to Viney Dean,
who was a daughter of the pio-
neer, John Dean.

James settled near the mouth
of Big Brushy Creek, at the
present Thomas, Kentucky, a
postoffice named for his great-
grandson. He had a watermill
at the mouth of Brushy Creek
which his wife operated long
after his death. The pioneer
James occupied himself in farm-
ing, trading land and logging.
He was drowned in Johns Creek
in 1836 near his home and is
buried in_the MrCay cemeter
overlooking the road.
