Floyd ecounty couples who are
bound for the hinterlands on motor
trips this summer will spend, if
they are average, about $28 a day
while on the road, according to the
American Automobile Association.
..This is based on driving 300 miles
a day. It includes $7 for car opera-
tion, $10.50 for meals and snacks,
$9.50 for over-night lodging and $2
for tolls and miscellaneous ex-
penses.

depreciation.

The AAA has come up with cur-
rent facts and figures for the aver-
age car owner. It follows g survey
of such costs in various parts of
the country for a standard-size ear
in the popular-price field.

For normal operation at 10,000
miles a year, the cost is $807 in
fixed charges plus 396 cents a
mile, a total of $1,203.

Applied to Floyd county and fo
the 17,490 possenger cars in use
there, the annual expenditures
locally is an estimated $9,010,000.

Every day throughout the year,
whether a car 18 used or not, its
owner incurs a hill for $221 the
AAA reports. This is for deprecia-
tion, insurance and license fees,

The variakle charges — for gas,
oil, tires and maintenance—then
enter the picture. They depend
upon the amount of driving done.

The combined cost is 12 cents a
mile at the 10,000-a-year rate.

Those who go 20,000 miles pay
relatively less. Beecause the fixed
charges stay the same, the cost
drops to 8.1 eents a mile.

Operation’ at 5,000 miles a year,
however, is much more expsnsive.
It zooms fo 20 cents a mile, the
bulk of it in fixed charges.

Compact cars take less to main-
tain, states the AAA. The domestic
ones are $248 cheaper and the for-
eign ones, $526. The figures are for
10,000 miles opergtion.

The amount of auto travel con-
tinues to zrow and gas stations in
Floyd county have been benefiting
by it. Their gross receipts last year
reached $2,075,000 as against the
previous year’s $1,968,000.

“Some excitement has risen
among our. eitizens in reference to
an encampment of recruits for the
United States Army, said to be
organized in the county of Gar-
rard,” the Lexington Observer and
Reporter said 100 years ago this
week, The reference was to what
later became very well known as
Camp Dick Robinson, an import-
ant fraining camp for Union Army
troops. )

“We have been assured by some
of the principal officers of the en-
campment,” the Lexington news-
paper continued, “that there is no
intention on their part, or on the
part of the government, to use
these men for aggressive purposes.
The reason given for the establish-
ment of this camp is the defence
of our state from an apprehended
invasion of Kentucky by Tennessee.
We believe the apprehension to be
entirely groundless, and trust that
it will speedily be shown to be so,
and the troops removed as soon as
the supposed necessity for their
presence has disappeared.”

D. C. (Mike) Wickliffe, pro-Un-
ion editor of the Observer and Re-
porter, said: “We may add that we
regref that any step of this char-
acter has been taken without con-
sultation with the Union men of
the state, who are fully competant
to protect the neutrality of the
state, and mean to do so0.”

Mike Wickliffe—the “Mike” was
a shortening of the middle name
of Danmniel Carmichael Wickliffe—
had been an intimate friend of the
late Henry Clay, and was one of
the most respected editors in Ken-
tucky. Evidently he had not been
taken into the confidence of the
Union men who had 'established
Camp Dick Robinson with the as-
sistance of President Lincoln. Two
of the oprincipals were Garrett
Davis of Bourbon county, a former
Whig congressman, and William
Nelson.

Nelson, a native of Mayeville,
was a graduate of the Naval Acad-
emy who recently had transferred
from the Navy to the Army and
had been sent to Kentucky fo or-

gapize Union troops. He was
credited with devising and sug-

gesting to the President the plan
to .arm ‘Union sympathizers in
Kentucky ° by shipping .into the

state thousands of rifles, the so-
called “Lincoln guns.”
Advertisements i Louisville
newspapers invited the -citizens,
“without reference to party dis-
tinctions,” to attend a “Rally for

Social Security Law |
Changes Are Explained;
Less Coverage Needed

BY JOHN WALTER
Pikeville Social Security Office

In my first arficle on the new
armendments to the social security
law, I described the provision
which gives men the option to re-
tire between 62 and 65 with re-
duced benefits.

In today’s article, I want to cov-
er another important change in the
low—the one which reduces the
Icngth of time a personr needs to
have worked under social security
to get retirement benefits for him-

self. or to qualify his family for1
survivors benefits in cese of his
death.

Some 160,000 older people will
become eligible for cash benefits
because of this .change in the law
—older men and women workers,
their wives or dependent husbands
and the widows, dependent widow-
ers and aged dependent parents of
workers who have died. First pay-
ments to newly gligible people ean
be made for the month of August.

Under the new law, a man
reaching 65, or a woman reaching
62, . this vear will need social se-
curity credit for only 2% years of
work under social security, instead |
of the present requirement of 3% |
years. A man who reached 65, or
a woman who reached 62, before |
1958 needs only a year and a half
of work under social security to |
be weligible for social security re-

The survivors of workers who
died before 1958 may also become
eligible for benefits under this |
change in the law if the worker be-
fore his death had earned social
security credit for at least a year

.and a half.

I should peint out that credit for
wsork under social security is count- |
ed in thre¢=month “ealendar quart- |
ers.” Therefore, a person need not
have worked for a continuous per-
iod of Z% or 1% years, ns the case
may be. Social security credit for
calendar quarters earned at any
time since 1936 can be counted to-
ward the amount of werk he needs
to get retivement benefits for him-
self or to qualify his family for de-
pendents or survivors benefits.

If you pelieve that you or some-
one in your family meay now . be
eligible for benefits because of this

change in the law, get in tfouch
with your cocial security office
promptly.

You may have inquired soon af-
ter the law was changed by Con-
gress in September, 1960. But do so
again; this is a new change that
makes it possible for people to get
benefits with even less credit for
work covered by social security. As
Lefore, however, no one can be-
come entifled to benefits with a
total of less than a year and a half
of work inr employment or self-em-
ployment covered by social seeur-
ity.

More than 600 applications were
received for this year’s class and
160 applicants were formally in-
terviewed by the admissions com-
mittee, according to Dr. Roy K.
Jarecky, director of admissions and
student services.

On the personal side, the average
age of the students is 23, with the
range being from 20 to 36. Fifty-
two of them already hold bachelor’s
degrees; five have master of
science degrees; three master of
arts degrees; one the master of ed-
tucation degree; and one the doc-
tor of philosophy degree. Seven
students were accepted who have
completed three years of under-
graduate study.

'BAG WORMS
Bag worms are damaging ever-
greens heavily throughout the
county. The worms, found on' many
evergreen trees and shrubs (par-
ticularly Arbor Vitae) surround
themselves with g bag made of leaf
parts and ftrash. The worm car-
ries this bag with it in feeding on
jthe tree; only the worm’s head
| protrudes during feeding.

| On small evergreens and shrubs,
the worms can be picked off by
hand and burned. Where infesta-
tion covers a large area, spraying
15 recommended. Use the emulsion
concentrate of Malathion, three
teaspoons of the material in one
gallon of water.

Lead arsenate also can be used,
at the rate of one tablespoon in
orze. gallon of water., CAUTION:
Evergreens should NOT be sprayed
when temperature is above 85 de-
grees, as injury may result.

RED SPIDERS

The cool, wet summer has been
unfavorable for red spider growth.

JOINT STATEMENT ISSUED
TO CLARIFY STAFF JOBS

Frankfort, Ky., August 18 (Spl)—
Bert Combs and Highway
Commissioner Henry Ward have is-
sued statements to the press clar-
ifying the positions and responsi-
bilities of the staff assistants to
the district engineers of the High-
way Department.

At a press conference in fthe
Governor/s office, Ward and Combs
told newsmen the stateigents were
being made to “elear up the mis-
understanding created by incom-
plete stories and  editorial com-=
ments about the duties of the staff
assistants.” That story had indi-
cated that the staff assistants! du-
ties were concerned with political
patronage and had compared their
positions with those of the mem-
bers of the old eight-man Highway
Advisory Commission.

Said the Governor, “The staff
assistants, which the Highway De-
partment has employed to increase
efficiency in its distriet offices by
relieving the district engineers of |
non-engineering burdens, are not
comparable to the Advisory High-
way Commissioner system abolished
by the 1960 Legislature.”

The eight advisory hichway com-
missioners, ne pointed out, were
statutory and policymaking offic-
ers. They were superior in author=-
ity to the district engineers and
werg responsible only to the high=t
way eommissioner and Governor.
Most of them were provided with
offices in their respective districts.

Six had secretaries. Sevemn had
hflltomobilcs assigned for their
special use and were entitled to

obtain gas and oil at State pumps.

“The staff assistants are em-
ployees of the distriet engineers,”
Combs said. “They do not make
policy. They are not assigned sec- |
retaries. They either use their per- |
sonal automchiles or t-empomrily'
take a car from the department’s
motor pool.

‘“The staff assistants are not per-
mitted to handle patronage. It is
this administration’s policy that no
state employee can serve as con-
tact man for pafronage purposes.
The staff assistants report to no
political boss. They report only fo
the distriet engineers, all of whom
are recognized as men Of profes-
sional standing with little or no
interest in politics.”

Carl T. Watson, of Prestonsburg,
is one of the staff assistants re-
cently employed.

A need for the staff assistants
became apparent, Ward reported,
when he became commissioner of
highways and began a reorganiza-
tion in which 14 separate offices—
eight district and six area offices—
were consolidated into 12 district
offices, and the distriet engineers

were given more autonomy. In the
reorganization it became obvious,
he said, that district engineers were
spending too much time on work

of a non-engineering nature. There
also was a shortage of capable as- |
sistant engineers and other spec-
ialists. ,
