Under the stamp plan relief ben­
eficiaries will be i,ssued stamps 
which m::.y be traded for foodstuffs ' 
rather th2n receiYing commodities 
directly as at present. 

Art Susott, information officer 
of the USDA In Atlanta, told The 
Times Wednesday, that personnel 
from the Atlnnta regional office 
will work with state and local of­
ficials to set the program up. He 
advised that he would be in Pres­
tonsburg in the near future.

At present, due to the lack 
of kilns, the lumber must be shop­
ped out of the area, ctried, and 
then shipped back, if to be used 
in the area.

loss in profit to the man who owns 
the timber and the man who saws 
-and a much higher price to the 
n;~an who has to buy it back when 
he goes to build a house." 

Brown suggested that sawm!ll 
owners could band together and 
construct a community kiln to dry 
their own lumber. The price of a 
kiln is not prohibitive, he said, ant;l 
even if they cannot sell all this 
dried lumber at home, they can 
save on freig:t:t rates and get a 
higher price for it when shipped 
away. 

Bro"·n said Eastern Kentuckians 
can nardly expect outside timber 
interests to come here and build 
a kiln or any kind of a factory or 
plant using \7ood products. "As the 
situation now stands,'' he said, "the 
outside interests are getting the 
timber anyway and at just about 
their own price. They are very well 
satisfied to let the matter stand 
as is." 

On thiS matter of new plants or 
factories to turn out products of 
wood, Brown said it appeared to 
him that they must come from 
within instead of from without. He 
snggested small factories which 
could easily be financed locally and 
turn out such items as whatnot 
shelves, stepladders, stair steps, 
door sills, upholstered furni·ture 
parts, and many other smaller 
items which are in much demand. 
Machinery :for making such items 
wouldn't cost much more than an 
ordinary sawm!ll but could have a 
decided impact on the economy of 
a community.

j Q. How is Kentucky income tax 
computed? 

A. If your adjusted gross income 
is $5,500 or less, and you do not 
itemize deductions, you must use 
the tax table to compute your tax. 
A tax table is provided witl1 each 
form. If your adjusted gross in­
come is over $5,500, or if you item­
ize deductions, you must compute 
your tax on p~·e 2 of your tax 
return in the section entitled "Tax 
Cornput~.tion." 

I Q. Does the tax table include 
the standard deduction? 

1 A. Yes. The tax table enables 
you to arrive at the "tax due'l with 
very little ma-thematical computa-

tlle surtax is 10 per cent; on the 
next $75 normal tax the surtax is 
20 per cent; and on all over the 
$100 normal tax it is 30 per cent. 

Q. Did the change in the income 
tax Ia w for 1961 affect the surtax? 

A. Yes. For taxable ]:>eginning 
January 1, 1961, the surtax is re­
pealed.

Here are authoritative answers 
from the Veterans Administration 
to questicns of interest to veterens 
and their dependents: 

Q. In a medical emergency, how 
should one go about getting a vet­
eran admitted to :t nearby VA hos­
pital and getting an ambulance to 
take him to the hospital at Gov­
ernment expense? 

A. The v.eteran's private physic­
ian should telephone the hospital 
and discuss the veteran's condition 
with the admitting physician of 
the hospital. 

Q. I am the unremarried. widow 
of a World War II veteran who 
nevet· used his home loa.n guaranty 
benefits. Is it true, as I've been 
toll:!, that I may be eligible to 'ltp­
ply for VA guaranty on a home 
loan? 

A. An unremarried widow of a 
World War II or Korean Conflict 
veteran is eligible for this benefit 
only if her husband died in ser­
vice, or following separation from 
service, he died of a service-con­
nected disability. 

Q. I am a Korean veteran and 
have recently become unemployed. 
Am I still eligible for unemploy­
ment compensation, a nd if so, how 
much?

FERTILIZE STRAWBERRIES ' 
Now is the time to fert!lize 

strawberry patches that will be 
producing this spring. Either 0-20-
20 or 0-30-30 analysis should be 
used at tho rate of 600-800 pounds 
per acre. It is most important that 
this fertilizer be applied before 
new growth starts, because potash 
will burn the plants. The fertilizer 
should be broadcast evenly over 
the patch, and then use a brush 
or broom to knock any fertilizer 
off the plants. Pick a day when 
the plants are dry e.nd there will 
be very little fertilizer sticking to 
the plants. 

Spring fertilization will increase 
yields, and will help hold the size 
of berries during the end of the 
picking season. 

PREPARE GROUND FOR 
STRA WBERRIE8' 

Land that will be set to straw­
berries this spring sllould be turn­
ed as soon as possible. Follow plow­
ing with a drag to smooth the soil. 
If dry enough disk in the fertilizer 
and soil insecti,c!de. 

One of the biggest problems in 
the past has been delay in setting 
because the land wasn't prepared. 
By preparing the land early when 
the plants come in no time is lost 
in waiting for the soil to dry 
enough to work. 

For the average soil, use 1,000 
pounds of 10-10-10 fertilizer wit? 
soil ingectcidc to the acre. Th1s 
would supply enough plAnt food to 
promote good growth and pla~t 
development the first year. A s01l 
test should be used if a more ac­
curate recommendation is needed.
