Arvid Dopson, of the U. s. De~ 
par.tment of A~iculture, At.lanta, 
G? .. , who announced the arrange­
ments for certification, said not all 
those eliGible for food...staJIDp as­
sistance will receive cards at this · 
time a11d urP,"ed them w wait till 
they are not ified to appear here. 

He said it is lhigihl~- important 
that those coming lhere to register 
bring with· tl-1-!em papers verifying 
their incomes, rent paymen ts and 
taxes. If .this infomll:('!tion is not 
brough t lhcre by tl1e applicant, he 
or she cannot be certif ied nnd an 
extra trip to Prest.onsl>u.rg may be 
necessary. 

Those who aTe not at ·this time 
receiving lhe1p •thlrough .the surplus 
commod.ttie~ ~rogram or from pub­
lic assistance will be certified later 
in t'he month, it was said.

Mayor Edward B. L-eslie, previous 
to the introduction of t h e resolu­
tion, requested >that >the Council 
discuss tll-e matter, saying: "Let's 
not plunge into .this thing blind­
folded." 

'rl).e resolution, previoosly con­
sidered at a meeting held While 
Mayor Leslie was ill, named five 
citizens to serve on a Distressed 
Area ~ommit.t.ee. In lieu of this 
committee Leslie suggested tihe 
n[lming of .Att.orneys HalTis How­
ard' and C. B. Latta to go t.o Wash­
ington.

H1AYES NAMED 
TO TAX_ POST . 
Former Re·presentative, 
Louisville Man Retained 
To Collect Delinquencies 
Paul E. Hayes, of Prestonsburg, 

::mcli T. 0 . Carroll, of LouisYille, 
have been 'l'etained us attorneys t.o 
check on and oollect omitted and 
delinquent state lbaxes, it was an­
nounced Saturd'aly by the Depart­
ment of iR•evenue. 

Employment of an attorney or 
attorneys .to collect suc'h taxes has 
been customary with state admin­
istmtions for almcst 50 years, 'but 
Commissioner William E. Scent, of 
the Depar.tment of Revenue, point­
ed out .tho·t his department for the 
last year and a haLf-all of .the 
Combs aidministration to date-had 
undertakerll the job on its own part, 
as an experiment. 

"However,'' he explained, "we 
are now handica"))ped by lack of 
personnel qualified for this work. 
Besides, experience has shown tllat 
the use of individual a,ttorneys is 
less· expensive to ,the state and that 
they produce more 'l'evenue be­
cause of the incentive." 

The incentive is a percentage of 
the gross collections. The ne\l"lY re­
t:l.ined n-tt'.lrneys will be paid a 
cor.JJmission not t.o exceed 15% of 
their collections.

ducah. Final determination of areas 
eligible for assistance under the act 
will be made by tJhe Depall'tment 
of Commerce which will .be charg­
ed with tJhe law's implemenrt:at!on.

$10,000,000 in grants to -workers 
so they c:m subsist while being 
retr,ained.

Floyd county fe1t ftlhe direct im­
pact of new and expanded services 
from state .governmer..t in 1960, as 
st~pped-·up programs made them­
selves evident. 

A n0w br~er-·based revenue 
structure financed advam:es in 
S'Uch state services as ·education, 
high W!J;Y'5, healvh, industr~al devel­
opment, agriculiture, parks, welfare 
and mental ihe~1th. 

Here are svme of the direct ex­
penditmes of state f.lunds in this 
e~tmty: 

Floyd county schools received 
$2,21}2,1"14 for ·the ourrent sci\ool 
year, $695,234 more ·tl,an for the 
previous ye<>.r. The increase brought 
fur.ds for buildings and other fa­
cilities to $268,937, transportation 
for ,pupils to $109,649, teaclhers' sal­
aries to $1,420,120, free textbooks 
tQ $57,954. All textbooks for ele­
menta-ry st·udents were furnished 
free and, for •the first time, some 
books were furnsihed to hig'h school 
students. 

In the state's welfrure programs, 
new funds combined with federal 
matching money ·t.o produce an all­
·time htgh in ·benefLts to the needy. 
In 1960, gnants to Floyd c01t.mty 
totded $941,820. The needy aged 
received $424,378, !the needy blind 
$33,480, dependent .chiklren $390,-
633, and tlhe totally and .perman­
ently disabled $93,429. 

Another state service helps 'the 
unem"))loyed find. jobs. In a four­
county .area, including Floyd and 
Martin counties, 986 unemployed 
foun <l. jobs in 1'960 thorough the Em­
ployment service Division.

City Council Monday evening, 
prior to fots passage of a resolution 
vesting in a ·committee previously 
named tJhe autl1ortty t.o seek federal 
aid on Joe?.! projects, that he would 
not sign the resolution, and Tues.

solve. 

Leslie pointed out ·that the Coun­
cil had, severa.l weeks ago, voted 
unanimously for the Prestonsburg 
Community Development Pro~·am 
and had designl!;ted the Commun­
ity Development Council as the 
lilaison agency to •act between the 
city and federal agencies in seek­
ing financial and other aid toward 
city imaJrovements.

Planned T a Be Asked; 
Removal Is Alternative 
The voters of Floyd county will 

be asked {l)t the November election 
lo approve a tax of 5c pet• $100 
property evalua,tion fm support of 
lh e cotmty library work w'hich in­
cludes operation of the county li­
brary, its two bookmobiles and re­
lated activities. 

The County Library Board voted 
at its recent meeting to submit the 
question to the voters af.ter Sher~ 
wood Kirk, of the state Library 
Extension Division, h[l;d explained 
that th:e vote is necessary under 
provisions of the federal Libra.ries 
Act. He explained that $221,000 of 
federal funds come int.o KentuckY 
for library work eaclh. year under 
this legislation, and that local sup.. 
port is a requisite t.o continuance of 
•the work. 

The vote was first requested two 
years ago, but Floyd county was 
"'iven an extension of time in 
0 • • 

which to subm>t the quest10n on 
the ballot. 

The alternative to [passage of 
the 5-cent tax, Kirk said, is re­
moval of everything-books, book­
mobiles, librar-y and employees-out 
of the county. 

Hemy county last year voted a 
7-cent tax for 1he support of its 
library, and eight other counties 
have voted librall'y funds out of ex­
isting general :funds.

The town of Dwale was named by "Captain" John Finlayson, superintendent of 
the Yellow Poplar Lumber Company, for his birthplace in Wales. Finlayson built 
a home on the bank of the Big Sandy River at the south end of the ford leading 
to the town. Before the renaming of the town by Finlayson the place was called 
Haws Ford for 'Robert Haws, pioneer settler. Finlayson subsequently bestowed the 
name of his birthplace on a small logging town in Dickenson county, Virginia.

tunity exists in this area of Ken-
tucky for grow ing seasonal vege-
tables on anything but a small 
scale. There is, however, a great 
demand for out-of-season vege­
tables which can be produced in 
this area through the use of rela­
tively inexpensive plastic green­
houses. 

Experiments have proved that 
such vegetables as tomat<les, 
beans, lettuce, a.nd greens sell 
like hotcak-es during the winter 
months and that ariy farmer who 
invests in one or more of these 
greenhouses stands to increase 
his income considerably. 

Derrickson already has two of 
these houses in production, plans 
to construct at least two more, 
and is presently experimenting 
with the best varieties of vege­
tables and types of indoor culti­
vation for greenhouse produc­
tion.' '!II 

Considerable attention is also 
expected to be devoted to dwarf 
apples, blueberries, raspberries, 
and other exotic types of small 
fruits which, because of their 
scarcity and goodness, are always 
in demand. These fruits will be 
grown, studied, evaluated, and se­
lected. They will be demonstrated 
and information will be made 
available to any and all farmers 
wishing to avail themselves of the 
opportunity for added farm in­
come by growing the fruits prov­
en satisfactory and feasible by 
the experiments. 

Experimental projects in feeder 
pigs and feeder calves are being 
proposed and facilities are being 
expanded to place greater em­
phasis on this comparatively new 
method , of livestock production. 
In each case, the animals are kept 
until weaning time and then sold 
on markets in areas where there 
is plenty of grain for fattening. 

As Eastern Kentucky seems to 
possess an excellent potential for 
sheep raising, the flock of 72. ewes 
already on substation lands will 
be increased. Experiments will be 
conducted with different breeds 
to determine the best types for 
this area. 

These projects are just a few of 
the things being planned. Poultry, 
especially egg production, is com­
ing in for closer scrutiny. Expan­
sion has been proposed in fores­
try research, pasture and hay 
land improvement, and the estab~ 
lishment of regional soil testing 
and brucellosis testing laborator­
ies. A new office building, a new 
water system, and a housing pro­
