The committee rec­
ommends that the council continue to operate in an advisory 
capacity onl . 

Reason for this, the report said, is that composition of the 
present council "lends itself to limited visiOn of the responsi­
bility for the development of the higher educational program 
of the state, and to political maneuvering."

£arly Detection Urged 

"Only a few more days are left 
in which Kentuckians can take 
advanta.ge of the free urine sugar 
tests being offered by physicians, 
hospitals and laboratories in 
Kentucky," Dr. Robert S. Tillett, 
Louisville, chairman of the Ken­
tucky State Medical Association's 
Diabetes Committee, said Thurs­
day.

Necessary for Waiver 
Of Insurance Premium 

Total disability for six consecu­
tive months is necessary bef01·e the I 
Veterans Administration can grant 
waiver of premium on GI life• th­
surance policies issued during and 
following WorM Wa'l' ll. 

This reminder that the disability 
waiver of prrmium on goverrnnent 
insurance policies (NSLI) is not 
automatic came today from Olney 
.B. Owen, Mat,ager, Veterans Ad­
ministration Regional Office, Louis­
ville, Kentucky, as a tesult of the 
large number of inquiries reaching 
the VA in recent weeks. 
ow~n reminded veterans who be­

come totally disabLed that they 
must apply in writing to the VA 
to have their premium pa:yments 
waived, and continue making prem­
ium payments until the VA notif:tes 
them of its approval of waiver. 

When the VA agrees that the 
disability has been total "for in­
surance purposes" for at least six 
months, premiums paid from the 
date the waiver was made effective 
will be' refunded and premiums 
suspended for }he dur tion ei the 
total disability, re ardle · of the 
duration, Owen explained. 

However, owen cautioned, the 
disability must begin befo1·e age 60. 

After waiver of premium is 
granted, the policy is still eligible 
for annual dividends and the in~ 

surance stays in force at full face 
value the same as under preiniutn• 
paying conditions.

HoW'Cver, as to the mortality from 

lu:.g cancer, there is no disputing 
the figures. The official report 
shows that there· were 34 deaths 
among residents of Floyd county 
from all types of cancer in the 
year E'nd'ing January, 1960. 

Lur,g cancer, however, was re­
sponsible for only one, or 2.9 per 
crot, of them. 

Nn.tionallv, it accounted for 14.4 
per cent of the total and, in the 
stat-<~ of Kentucky, f'or 13.3 per 
cent. 

Although the lung cancer toll in 
the United States is small when 
viewed in the light of the 260,047 
lives takro in the year by cancer 
as a whole, the ract that it is grow­
ing is causing conc-ern. 

Not everyone in the scientific 
field is impressed with the· evi­
dence t h a t indicate'S cigarette 
smoking is the chief cause of lung 
cancer. Dr. Joseph Berkson, of the 
Mayo Clinic, Rochester, Minne­
sota, is on'3. He says, "1' don't be·­
lieve we have found a connection 
between the two." The National 
Cancer Society disagrees. 

In proportion to population, lung 
cancer mortality in Floyd county 
was found to be be!.ow average•. It 
amounted to 2.4 per 100,000 in the 
year. 

In the United States as a Whole, 
the rate was 20.9 per 100,000 and, 
in the East South Central states, 
16.5.

An all-time high of $37.7 million in 
construction and equipment con­
tracts for Kentucky public schools 
was awarded during the 1960-'1961 
school year, Kentucky Superbten­
d'ent of Public Instruction Wendell 
P. Butler reported today. 

This is a 69 per cent increase OVe\' 
the previous nine years' average of 
$Z2.3 million a year for capital out­
lay. 

Largest single item in the 1960-
1961 school constructio':l program 
was new cl.assroom buildings. Con­
tracts totaling $23.9 million were 
let for 13 new senior and junior 
high schools and 27 elementary 
schools in the state durio:Jg the year 
ending June 30, 1961. 

Contracts for these new schools 
and additions to present schools 
will ada 1,243 new classrooms to the 
local school systems, Butler said. 
At 30 pupils per room, this creates 
enough space to house 37,290 stu­
dents, he added. 

"Since tihe number of pupils in 
average daily attendance increased 
by only 6,094 during the same per­
iod, this means new gpace was 
created' for about 31',000 students 
Who were formerly in substandard, 
antiquated rooms," the superinte':l­
dent point!'!d out. 

The last previous penk in new 
school building was reached dur­
ing the 1956-1957 fiscal year wh•cn 
launching of the Minimum Foun­
datiOCJ. Program resulted in school 
construction expenditures reaching 
$191.8 million, Butler said'. 

Since then, there has been a nor­
mal decline untiL the 1959•1960 
yenr, when construction contracts 
for n ew schools totaled only $11.2 
million. 

sessment and on the assumption 
that state funds 'will contir.·ue at 
the same or higher level, "Butler 
said . 

"Should lihere be a reduction in 
the state's appropriation to these 
districts, which is conceivable if 
the support provided by the sales 
tax is r-educed, the districts would 
have to cut back on other school 
progre.ms, includbg transportation, 
cunent expenses an•d teachers' sal­
aries, to avoid defaulting on their 
bonds-legal debts which must be 
paid befo,·e any other school ser-
vices." 

Local school distJicts are re·­
quired to contribute to the total 
Foundation Program, including cap­
ital outlay, teachers' salaries, trans­
portation and current expf.'llses, by 
means or a property tax levy of 
$1.10 per $100 of assessed valua­
tion, Butler said. They are Pe~·­
mitted to levy an additional 40 
cents on t:1·~ $100 to e':lrich their 
local programs, and most districts 
have a·dded this to their tax sched­
ule. 

The Founde.tior, Program requires 
a minimum capital outlay fund of 
$600 per classroom unit for each 
district. The state contributes· ap­
proximately 70 per cent of the total 
to provide this min.imum, although 
local contributions vary from OCJ.e 
district to another. 

A breakdown of other areas in 
the capital outlay contracts re­
ported during the 1960-1961 fiscal 
year shows .$7,104,358 for additions 
to puUdings; $2029,584 for improve­
ment.~ to bui!.dings; $1,352,79'7 for 
new sites; $1,182,042 for enlarging 
and improving sites; and $2,150,-
807 for equipment. 

Local districts acquired 657 acres 
of lana for new school sites dur­
ing the school year. 
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Fifty-six counties in Kentucky 
now have community health cen­
ters, eight other such centers are 
now under construction and nine 
more are on the drawing boards. 
The centers are built with state, 
federal and local funds.

Butler said this increase has al­
lowed Kentucky's Z09 school dis­
tricts to issue more constructiOCl. 
bonds than ever before-a total of 
$145,869',000 as of June 30, 1961, 
compared with about $126 million 
on the same date in 1960 and 
about $118 million in 1959.

'Readers of The Floyd County 
Times cast 12 ballots for "The Old 
Rugge·d Cross" for first place in 
the NatiroaJ. Newspapers Hymn 
Pol1. 

Their second choice was "How 
Great Thou Art.'' with 11 votes. 

"Amazing Grace" was third With 
four ballots. 

A total of 59 readers of Thte 
Times voted in the hymn poll , 
which ended October 10. 

More than 61,000 newspaper 
read-~rs from coost to coast voted 
in the National Newspapers Hymn 
Poll and 10,482 of them chose 
"The Old Rugged Cross," a vivid 
hymn which describes ·the tradi­
tional meaning of thte Cross, as 
their dearest religious song. 

Bill McVey, the C':lristian Herald 
Gospel Singer, who directed th-e 
survey to determine the hymns 
America loves best, and Audience 
Analysts, Inc., Bala-Cynwyd, ~n­
nsylvarua, the independ'ent re­
search organization which tabu­
lat·cd votes from re-aders of more 
than 1,000 newspapers, reported 
that "Ho'."l' Grea.t Thou Art" was 
a close second to "The Old Rugged 
Cross."

South Amboy,' N. iJ., Nov. 6-
Liquid coal slurry, burned direct­
ly in a furnace like oil or gas, may 
well be the electric-power indus· 
try's fuel of the future, officials 
of four companies said Monday. 

A demonstration of the :process 
of burning the slurry, containing 
more than 30 percent water, was 
held here in the 60,000-kilowatt 
station of the Jersey Central 
Power and Light Company. 

The slurry was brought by 
barge from Cleveland. 

The demonstration, which will 
last a bout · a month, is a prelude 
to a plan by Consolidation Coal 
Company, Pittsburgh, and Texas 
Eastern Transmission Corporation 
to raise capital and build a 20-
inch slurry pipeline from the coal 
fields of Pennsylvania and West 
Virginia to Philadelphia and New 
York. 

The other company involved is 
Babcock & Wilcox, designer and 
maker of the cyclone-type furnace 
in which the slurry was burned. 

Coal slurry has been moved by 
pipieline from Cadiz, Ohio, to a 
power plant at Cleveland for sev· 
era! years, but in the Cleveland 
plant, the slurry has to be dried 
out at great expense before it is 
burned.

power companies to burn slurry, 

Anthracite as well as bitumi-· 
nous coal can be made into slurry 
and transmitted by pipeline, a 
spokesman for Consolidation Coal 
Company said, and pipelines to 
move powdered coal in this man­
ner in time may restore to the 
coal mines many of the markets 
they have .lost in recent years. 

The powdering of coa.l and its 
movements in pipelines would 
cost railways and barge lines 
some of their present coal traffic.
