With the dedication on Labor Day of its new lodge, 

Jenny Wiley State Park will become a full-fled ged 
park and a bright unit in Kentucky's park system which 
has been termed the nation's greatest. 

"But what will it mean to us?" is a question not often 
but occasionally heard. 

One answer to that question is, "Just what you and 
the rest of us make it." But we mivht well parti cular­
ize a bit in giving answer. 

Jenny Wiley State Park, destined to be the No. 2 
park in the best park system in the United States and 
perhaps the most beautiful in Kentucky, with Dewey

they drive around, enjoy the scenery, see people, talk 
with them, ;:tsk questions. 

And that's where we all come in. 
What these visitors see and hear will mean a great 

deal, not to them· but to us. A cl ean, bright country­
side, a courteous, friendly people, towns with their 
ambition showing-these will make Jenny Wiley State 
Park mean much to all of us. 

Among the future visitors to tha t park ·will be men 
and women with the means to do much for this entiJ·e 
county and area. With a great, new highway, floo rl 
control a thing of the foreseeable future, communities 
th inking and acting more aggressiYely toward im prov­
ing themselves, and with a great tourist playground 
here, deep within the hills-who knows ?-it may in­
deed be that one or more of these people who are 
heads of industry in pther states may find here what 
they like and want. 

We think it is not a matter of wishful thinking for 
us to anticipate that perhaps one of these just might 
want to haye a hand in developing industrially this 
depressed bit of America. 

With all our messiness and d n't-care attitude, the 
mountains have a singular attr ction to a great many 
people. The "outsider" coming to Prestonsburg and 
residing here a few months leaves only with deep re­
gret.
