But legal action must be preceded by work to es­
tablish places where refuse may be dumped. It is ob­
vious that you can't with justice force folks who do not 
have a garbage dump within a reasonable distance of 
their homes or farms to comply with any law covering

The problem of garbage disposal is not merely a 
local problem.

The 
health and self-respect of millions may suffer. 

If garbage disposal facilities can be provided, then 
no excuses should be accepted. The contention that the 
cost of keeping individual premises clean is a myth as 
flagrant as that created by coal companies through 
their claim that they will have to go out of busin~ss 
or move away if the:,.;; are forced to stop the pollution 
of str.eams with coal washings. 

The truth is, we cannot afford not to control these 
situations and conditions which degrade us all. 

I Research Begets a Yawn 
I We note with considerable lack of interest that the 

Senate Committee on Appropriations has approved an 
appropriation of $200,000 for research on the restora­
tion of strip-mined land in the Appalachian region. 

The announcement draws a yawn because we are 
filled to here with this regular diet of research and 
study. We are almost literally studied to death. 

Besides, what will research on the restoration of 
· strip-mined land achieve? The U. S. Department of Ag­

riculture, the Forestry Service, conservation specialists 
and others-surely these already know how t() test 
soils to determine which grasses, shrubs, trees, vines 
-what have you ?-will best grow on the disembowled 
earth. . 

This $200,000 added to the Forest Service budget is, 
of course, an infinitesimal droplet in a budget approx­
imating infinity, but it deserves a better fate than that 
of being spent on research and study. Why not put 
men to work planting those gashes in the good earth 
to grasses, plants and trees to hide the scars and hold 
the soil?

Wright was a friend of John Fox, Jr., the Kentuc.ky writer, who called the tall 
and stern mountaineer Devil Judd Tolliver in the book, "The Trail of the Lone­
some Pine." Wright and Clabe Jones, of Knott county, were rival leaders· in the 
fie rce feud that engulfed upper Right Beaver Creek, Troublesome Creek and the 
Pound River section of South vest Virginia in the 80's.
