away and knock it off the plant
and into the water, so it can cap-
ture the insect. It has to be able
to judge the angle of refraction
in order to hit the insect accur-
ately. The archer-fish is a species
of perch and grows about six
. inches long.

The compound eyes of insects
are the most marvelous mecha-
nigmg of nature and are far su-
perior 1o a man’s eyes. The com- |
pound eyes of the dragonfly have
over 60.000 small eyes, and these
enable the insect to see in every
direction at the same time, with-
out turning its head—something
a man cannot do. “The eyes are
the windows of the soul.” How
true, for the eyes tell us much
about the character and life hab-
its of man and animels.

Make Jam from Plentiful

about three pound.x of fresh grapes.

Crush
the grapes, add water, cover and
