Many a flood control or depressed area pro-
ject would be farther along than it is today had
Sen. Thruston B. Morton shown the same in-
terest in his state as he did in supporiing the pro-
gram of former President Eisenhower. The Ken-
tucky senator, now a candidate for re-election,
suddenly 1s beginning to take great interest in
some of the things he opposed with all the pres-
tige of his “national image” just a few short
years ago.

Press releases by the Kentucky senator now
call attention to the “more than $115,000,000
appropriated for federal water projects in Ken-
tucky,” but he is strangely silent on his votes
against this same type program when his col-
league mn the upper chamber, Sen. John Sher-
man Ceoper, was voting “for” Kentucky. The
record shows that on many bills that would have
been beneficial to Kentucky, Sen. Morton was
recorded in opposition while Sen. Cooper voted
| for bills that he felt would help his home state.
Voters will study these votes in the weeks ahead
and decide that they will be better off with a
man in Washington who will think of Kentucky
first, and will name Lt. Gov. Wilson W. Wyait
to the position now held by Sen. Morton.

It wouldn’t be so bad if Sen. Morton would
come out and admit that he has had a change
of heart in view of the coming election. Some
might feel inclined to excuse him on the ground
that as chairman of the Republican National
Commuittee, he had to go along with the Pres-
tdent even if his voiing was counter to the wishes
of his constituents. On the other hand he might
even have said, in lieu of a better excuse, that
he just wanted to have a mind of his own and
didn’t have to agree always with Sen. Cooper.

| tem, enacted by the 1960 General
Assembly.

Dr. Frank Gaines, Louisville,
chairman, and the board’s four
| cther members issued this state-
ment:

“The State Personnel Board
takes cognizance of current gen-
eral charges of violations of the
State Merit System Law, partic-
ularly violations relating to po-
litical activities.

“The board reaffirms its duty
and determination to see that the
Merit System Law is fully and
fairly enforced,

“The board will

consider promptly any and all
specific complaints of violation
| of the Merit System Law.
[ ‘“Reference is made to Ken-
tueky Revised Statutes, Section
12.310, political activities prohib=
ited, and the penalties specified
by Section 18.990.

“Such complaints should be
made in writing and sent to Wal-
fer Gattis, commissioner of per-
sonnel, Frankfort.”

Section 18.310 states, in part:

“No employe in the classified
service or member of the Person-
nel Board or commissioner shall,
directly or indireetly, pay or
promise to pay any assessment
for political purpeses, or solicit
or take any part in soliciting for
any political party, or solicit or
take any part in soliciting any
political assessment, subscription,
confribution, or sewvice. No per-
son shall solicit amy political as-
sessment, subscription, contribu-
tion, or service of any employe
in the classified service.”

The classified service refers to

receive and

some 15,000 state jobs now cov-
| ered under the Merit System
Law.

The board’s statement coin-

cides with a memorandum to all
State employees from Gov. Bert
Combs, dated April 10, 1962. In
it, the Governor says:

“Employees in covered posi-
tions must accept eertain restrie-
tions on their political privileges
and obligations, whiech are dis-
cussed in the attached letter from
the Commissioner of Personnel.
I know you will want to join me
in our efforts to have a genuine
career public service by obeying
and supporting this law.”
