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THE PRICE IS TOO GREAT—
BESIDES, IT BUYS NOTHING

The present Democratic administration in Washing-
ton as well as its predecessor, the Republican, have so
adamantly stuck to the policy of importing residual oil
to the damage of an important part of this country’s
industry that we have for some time now been asking,
i“\" h‘\_ ?”

To this hour we have not had a satisfactory answer.
A definitive answer seems to us to be very important.

This cheap, residual oil is being welcomed into the
United States in direct competiticn with the coal in=
dustry, one of the nation’s most important, and one
which is beset by many ills exclusive of the handicap
placed on it by its own government through imperta-
tion of this competitive fuel.

This oil is being sold at any price—repeat, any price
—to beat down competition from coal. And the mon-
etary loss sustained by selling this oil at almost give-
away prices is recouped by piling on the charges to the
American user of refined oil products.

While this is being done to help producers of what

amounts to waste oil products, the same beneficent
Uncle Sam demands of the coal industry compliance
with various regulations, including hours, overtime,

safety and other items. These same coal producers con-
tribute greatly, not only as sources of employment and

production of a vital fuel, but to the tax revenues of
the nation. Meanwhile, they are burdened with a foreign
competition through the f false philanthropy of their own
government.

Why largess for producers of residual oil—the waste
from foreign refineries—and only a dole for those who
depend upon the coal industry here at home for em-
ployment and a living ?

Why does the United States sanction and encourage
this importation of residual oil for the benefit of one
or two foreign countries and a handful of international
oil companies and to the sure destruction of a home in-
dustry on which so many good Americans depend for
their chance at the pursuit of happiness?

Some tell us that the United States by this means
seeks to buy the friendship of these foreign countries.

What a price to pay!

This foreign, waste oil is now entering the country
in an annual amount equivalent to more than 44 mil-
lion tons of coal. Each million of those displaced tons
of coal, if it were produced, would mean adding some
$4,650,000 dollars to the gross revenue of a coal com-
pany: would add $3,400,000 to the revenue of coal-
carrying railroads, and would put an estimated 364
miners back to work.

The encroachment of residual oil in historiec Eastern

markets for Eastern Kentucky coal can be held partly
accountable for a decline of more than 2 million tons
in bituminous coal produection in Kentucky last year.

Western Kentucky production also is affected be-
cause when Eastern markets are taken over by residual
oil, Eastern and Southern coal which would otherwise
be marketed there is diverted into midwestern markets
in competition with East Kentucky coal.

This decline in Kentucky production last year cost
an estimated $9 million in revenue, redueed the
revenue of coal-carrying railroads approximate ly ;‘B;'J 4
million, and eliminated around 885 jobs in the coal in-
dustry, in addition to hundreds of railroad jobs. Dam-
age to the Kentucky coal industry this year may be
even worse due to the 10 per cent increase last April
1 in the residual oil import quota allotment to 185 mil-
lion barrels for the 1962-63 quota year.

And does that price, w hlch represents misery to so
many workers and financial distress to those who have
invested in a home industry, buy that coveted friend-
ship ? Indeed, can friendship be bought? It should at
last become evident to this nation that it cannot.

It is time that the government take stock of this sit-
uation and take action to correct it.

The answer is simple.

Either Congress or the Administration has the power
to place meaningful limitations that will take into ac-
count the interests of the citizens of the United States
rather than the interests of a few companies and one
or t\\ 0 Iorelgll countries.
