Water birches grow in a 
clump where his house stood and 
where the first Methodist class was 
held in the Btg Sandy valley in 
1796. 

year the road was !built the 
caunty of Floyd was a wilderness 
empire, broken here and there by 
pioneer cabins. The town of Pres­
tonsbm•g, lhen a <log cabin hamlet 
of less than a dozen people, was 
the only town between A•bingdon, 
Virginia, in the east and Washing­
ton. in the present Mason county 
to the north\\·est. Floyd county be­
gan at Pound or Sounding Gap, 
extended west to Blackwater Creek 
in the preseent Morgan county. Its 
northel'n boundary was the Tug 
River and on the south it bordered 
the North Fork of the Kentucky 
River. The year the road was built 
the legislature cut Mf Clay county 
from Floyd, for the inhabitants were 
quarrelJng a,bout the hundred and 
lfilfty miles of rough trail they had 
to ride to reach their county seat 
olf Prestonsburg. 

Eight years afte1· Col. Harry built 
the house the Virginia Road was 
authorized. The old pioneers who 
had come from Virginia to Kentuc­
ky war.ted a road back oo.st over 
which they could drive their !herds 
of hogs and <cattle to mavket. The 
lawmakers at Frankfort authorized 
it in lBOZ. It began a;t Mt. Sterling, 
ended at Pound, then Sounding 
Ga.p. There it joined a road to Rich­
mond. By most it was called the 
Virginia Road, by others the Sound­
ing~ Road. 

At first it was not really a road, 
011lJ.y_ a path beaten out by the bi­
son and Indians and after them the 
first • immigrants. It followed ridges 
and ~.treams and the first attempts 
to negotiate it with ox-drawn 
wagons were foolhardy adventures 
inviting di.saster. Many are the tra­
ditions of broken axles that forced 
some of the founding fa.miiies to 
settle in Eastern Kentucky when 
they had originally planned to 
reach the Blue Grass. 

Mter .thwt first legislative notice 
in 1802 the .Ja.wunakers neglected or 
forgot the section for 15 years. In 
1&17, 'When Alexander Lackey, of 
Prestonsburg, was a member of rthe 
Kentucky House Oif Representatives, 
a bill was passed to open a road 
from :Mt. Ste1·!ing, via Prestonsburg, 
to the Kentucky-Virginia I i u e. 
Lackev v. as 11amed one of tile t.lt!'ee 
commissi0nci.s tu e~tabli h it. For 
many years this road was the sub­
ject of several legislative acts and 
many Floyd county court orders. 

In the period of 1836-1847, the 
legislatw-e was really ·•generous" on 
Eastern Kentucky roads. Between 
Owingsville and the Big sandy 
River it spent $168,783.83, 1between 
Mt. Stel'ling and the Virginia line 
the lawmakers -authoribed the ex­
penditure of $23,243.40 but recog­
nizing that the road between Pike­
ton (.Pikeville) and Sounding Gap 
was in atrocious terrain, the sum 

Col. Harry sat in his huge living 
room and before the fil:ep'lace bright 
with burning logs listened to the 
immigrants going west. The terri­
tory of Ohio was now a state and 
the town of Chillicothe was the 
new state ca·pital. A few score miles 
from ChiJlicothe was the Wabash 
River and across it was the vast, I 
waiting ac1·es of Indiana. Farther 
west was Dlinois. 

Many were the nights that Col. 
Harry had old Spencer Adkins from 
the •present 'Millard, Pike county, 
for company. The two were fast 
!friends, had hunted and explored 
the ,·alley When the creeks had 
no name. Years later when litiga­
tion -over land titles arose, Stratton 
and Adkins were wit-nesses in court. 
Univers:lllly referred to as the Old 
Hunters, they told of finding 
streams that had already been 
named but most were unnamed at 
a!ll. Hal'fY and Spencer named a 
few. themselves. 

You l:an walk a few steps on the 
anicent highway and wlth } our 
foot rake back the 'gathering Ieaves. J 
Down under them .lies .the rotted 
organ.ic matter of the years. Under I 
that 1s a l'Utted ditchline, cut first 
in the stony bed by the wheels of 
covered wagons going west, late1· 
by the loaded iron carts going east. 
The ente.nprislng Pennsylmnians, 
MaryOanders and Virginians had 
found the iron hills on the Ohio 
River in the rpresent Greenup and 
Carter counties, Kentucky, and 
a-cross the Ohio in the Hanging 
Rock Geetion. Bers of raw iron were 
shipped back east, much of it going 
up the Big Sandy and tlll'ough 
Sounding Gap. 

The iron trade .to the east reached 
its height before the Civi!l War but 
some of it linge1·ed on until after 
the internecine struggle. The road 
of empire was to .the west and de­
mand turned the laden wagons 
around. The creaking vehicles and 
the struggling, straining oxen on 
the Sounding Gap road ceased and 
memory of them faded. Only a few 
old records exist to remind us olf 
a forgotten chapter in our area his­
tory. 

Col. Harry prospered on his vast 
plantation, his S11wes tending the 
herds of cattle and hogs and hoeing 
in the fiE!lds. Once a year Col. Harry 
and some of the Laynes or other 
pioneer families gathered hundreds 
of hogs and moved Slowly out on 
the road east. In tlwo months they

The builders cut a nar­
row· road in the rocky hil.lside above 
the river. It dded emphasis to the 
name, the Mare Ct·cek Narrows.
