North Fork of the Pound Reser-
voir, $5 million for Carrs Fork
Reservoir in the Upper Kentucky
River and $75,000 for pre-con-
struction planning on the Kinni-
conick Creek Reservoir, $92,500
for Walkers Creek Reservoir to
camplete the study, $10 million to
continue- construction on the
Grayson Reservoir, $1,500,000 for
construction of Red River Reser-
VOoir.

In addition Perkins wurged a
minimum of $50 million to enable
the Corps of Engineers to do
cleaning and dredging work to
deepen and widen channels of
many streams and tributaries in
the Seventh Congressional dis-
trict: during the coming fiscal
yvear.
