Old Bond Indebtedness 
On Assurance $25,000 
Saving To Be Result 
The Prestonsburg City Council last 

week enacted an ordinance author­
izing the issuance of water and 
sewer revenue refunding bonds as 
a means of refinancing old bond in· 
debtedness at a lower rate of inter­
est. 

The refinancing action was taken 
alter a representative of F. L. Du­
pree & Company, of Lexington and 
Harlan. guaranteed a saving to the 
city of "at least" $2.5,000 in inte1 t. 

It was explained to the Council 
tha Dupree & Company would be 
able to sell the new refunding bonds 
on the current more favorable bon~ 
market. making the saving possible. 
Thts type of refunding was recent· 
ly upheld by the Court or Appeals, 
and it was said PrC\Stonsburg is one 
of the first municipalities in Ken­
tucky to take advantage of 1t.

We co'lclude the history of the Gib-

on family as ubmitted to us by 
Mrs. Mary F. Hanna . 210 S. High 
School Street, Indianapolis, Indiana. 
The original man cript was pre­
pared by Pil'ITe Haynes, of New 
York and Texas. Mrs. Hanna ex­
cerpts the original !or readers of 
this column. 

"Great difficulty ha.-; been met in 
determining the names of the chil­
dren of Archibald and Veshta Gib­
son. If he · the same as we find 
in Wilkes county census of 1790 
the1·e were undoubtedly daughters 
who married and stayed in North 
Carolina. There is also the great 
confusion caused by the use of fam­
ily names in the various family 
branches. B sides those who might 
have . tayed behind in \North Caro­
lina we have :reason to believe that 
Archibald had Nicholru. Zachariah. 
John R .. Ezekiel, Jesse. Absalom, 
Archie, James, William, Rachel and 
Elizabeth. Variou members of the 
family commenced to al'l'ivc in 
Floyd and Perry counties, Kentuc­
ky, as early as 1816. 

"Probably the first to arrive in 
Indiana was Jame who bought land 
near the present site of Jamestown, 
February 19, 1826. The village was 
probably named after him or James 
Matlock, a partner of John R . Gib­
son. The Gibson family i;· definitely 
connected vrith the village of James­
town and local histories seem to 
assume that they were residents 
there. As a matter of fact they 
were mostly landholder in Hend­
ricks county immediately south of 
Jamestown which is in Boone coun­
ty, Most of the records of the fam­
ily are at Danville, county seat of 
Hendrtcks county. 

"Of the above sons of Archibald 
G1bson, 'icholas probably stayed 
behind in Floyd county, Kentucky, 
living ncar Presto burg (Sic) . 1 
Most of the Kentucky marriages of 
thi family ook place t P to -
burg. Absalom and Archie went to 
Texas.

"Zachariah Gibson wa known to

James and William Gibson, sons 
of Archibald, settled ju..:;t outside 
Jamesto\\>11. James was married 
November 18, 1819. by Stephen

as 'Sally.' William was probably 
a younger son and very likely the 
same who marned Lavisa (probably 
Louisa.> Pritchett in H ndricks coun­
ty, July 1.

Ellison (Cotton Top) Mounts 

The only man executed for murder in the famous Hatfield­
McCoy feud was Ellison Mounts, nicknamed Cotton Top because 
his hair was snow white. He was hanged at Pikeville, Feb. 18, 
1889, for participation in the New Year's, 1888, night attack on 
the home of Randolph McCoy, on Blackberry Creek, Pike county. 
Allifair McCoy and her brother, Calvin, were shot down as they 
fled the burning cabin and Sally l\lcCoy, ·wife of the feud leader, 
Randolph McCoy, was critically injured but recovered. Mounts 
confessed to the crime before he was hanged.

"The carelessness of pronunciation 
and the ignorance and illiteracy of 
these pioneers caused many mis­
takes and we feel safe in assuming 
that Betsy Harper who married 
Jl>hn Gibson June 2, 1818, was Eliz­
abeth Hopper. We know nothin~ of 
her father (possible Stephen 'Harp­
er' of Floyd county, Kentucky.) Her 
mother Anna Hopoer died at James· 
town March 23. 1838. aged 76 years. 
She is buried in the old cemetery 
back of the cannerv. The Hoooers 
are said to have come from North 
Carolina. 

"John R. Gibson was married 
twice. His first wife, Elizabeth, died 
at Jamestown, September 9, 1846, 
age 46 years. three months. John 
R. was born in 1796 and died Jan-
uary 13, 1872, age 76 years. The 
name of the second wife is unknown 
and this martiage is not known to 
have resulted in issue. The known 
children are the offsprin~ of John 
R. Gibson and Elizabeth Hopper. 
Family records indicate that the 
children left home early because of 
the treatment received from the 
step-mother. The children were 
Prand\s Marion, Matthew, Tempa. 
and George Washington 

"Ezekiel Gibson, son of Archibald 
Gibson, was probably born in North 
carolina before 1800. He probably 
went with his parents to Kentucky. 
The marriage record shows his mar­
riage to Jenny Johnson at Prestons­
burg, Kentucky, May 30, 1819. She 
wa:s afterwards known as Lucinda 
and Jane. There is no record of 
ownership of land in Kentucky. He 
bought lan<l in Hendricks county, In­
diana, August 17, 1831. and he was 
apparently the last of the sons of 
Archibald to come to Indiana. 

"The movement of this family to 
Hendricks county and ilater to Clin­
ton county, Indiana, is definitely 
connected with the Kirk family. 
Nathan Kirk was an early .emigrant 
to Hendricks county where he was 
an associate judge in Clinton coun­
ty, 

"Kirk's Settlement of Clinton coun­
ty undoubtedly had much to do with 
the going of Ezekiel. He sold his 
land in Hendricks county November 
7, 1835, and bought land near Kirk­
Jill, November 13, 1835. The farm 
he purchased was S. E. QR. Sec. 
10, TwP. 20 Range lE. He paid $250. 
This farm lies between Kirklin and 
Frankfort, a few miles from Kirklin 
where Sugar Creek crosses the high-
way. The location of the house is 
not known but is sald to have been 
near the road that follows the creek. 
Ezekiel died in the ilatter part of 
January, 1837, and is said to have 
been buried on his own farm. 

"The records of his estate show 
that guardians were appointed for 
minor children named William, 
Rachel, Sarah <Ellen> and Samuel
