~An Ordinance Pmﬂdmg for the
Licensing of Taxieabs and Taxi-
cab Drivers in the City of Pres-
tonshurg, and Cerfain Regula-
tions for the Operations of Taxi-
cabs,

WHEREAS, Public safety and
the demands of public service re-
quire orderly supervision, loca-
tion of vehicles for passenger
transportation, and eonstant con-
trol and enforcement of operators
thereof;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
