In this sale we go 'way, 'way back to Pioneer Days. And in this sale there hangs 
a tale-a bear's tail, if you will pardon the pun. 

More than a hundred years ago, David Cooley, father-in-law of Isaac Richmond, 
operated a General Store here in Prestonsburg. He was the great-great·gl·andfather of 
the present I. Richmond Store managet·. 

In those e.arly days ol this. the oldest of Floyd county businesses, :\llr. Cooley 
owned a heat· which he kept chained to a tree on the property wllere the store was lo­
cated on First avenue here, a few doors away from the site of the present stor('. It was 
hil' custom in those days to invite home with him for lunch all customet·s who happened 
to be in the store at the noon hour. The invitation was usually accepted, and store and 
bear were left unattended. 

On one such occasion Mt•. Cooley and his friends returned to the store to find the 
bear had broken his chain and was inside the building. Since he kept sugar in a barrel, 
the whereabouts of the bear was no mystet-y. They found the barrc1 overturned and the 
bear helping himse If to its contents. 

As a result of this incident, Mr. Cooley staged Prestonsburg's first sale-a sale 
of the suga1· from the barrel. at bargain pt·ices. 

And now. a century later, we go 'way bacl< to the bear and his bit of history to 
tilt over for our cust{)r.ters and fl'iends bal'l'els and ban('ls of bat·gains in our Sl"mf-An­
nual Sale.
