The Floyd County Court Clerk's office is one of 

the most important in the county, for here your rec­

ords of legal instruments are stored. In the old court­

house they could have and probably would have 

been destroyed by fire . H ere in the new courthouse 

their secur ity has been immeasUl·ably increased.
