For Constant Vigilance

Controlling infectious dis-
eases is like stopping leaks in 
a dike that holds back the sea: 
new leaks are continually oc­
curring, and old breaks open 
up again and again. Catas­
trophe is always an instant 
away; an unguarded stretch of i 
the dike. or slackening of im- ' 
munization programs, and the I 

~ dike breaks or epidemics of 
1 disease strike. 
I During the first three weeks 
~ of 1965 (compared with the 
I' first three weeks of '64), men­

ingitis, diphtheria, encepha­
litis, measles, scarlet fever, 
streptococcic: sore throat. ty­
phoid and rabies have in­
creased; hepatitis, polio, teta­
nus (lockjaw), and tularemia 
(rabbit fever) decreased. 

T h e s c diseases, together, 
have killed more people than 
all the wars since the begin­
ning of time. ·Many of these 
can be controlled by immuni­
zations. A nurse is on duty in 
this Health Department each 
week-day (Monday thru Fri­
day) to give immunization to 
a 11 who need them. The people 
are urged to avail themselves 
of this life-saving service. 

If our progress in this field 
appears to mimic the Booby 
Bird of Jamaica that takes 
two steps forward and one 
step backward, we can take 
measure of our progress by 
looking at our sister countries 
of Central and South America. 
There, the major illnesses of 
concern are malaria, yellow 
fever, leprosy, plague and 
sm'lllpox. These ceased to be 
a threat in our country several 
years ago.

John C. Fletcher, prominent political leader of Martin coun· 
ty, was born n Wolf Creek, that county, December 6, 1869, and 
although horn heir to adverse economic circumstances, he pro:

fession that culminated in two terms as County Superintendent 
of achools. Following his term as county superintendent he was 
elected three terms to the office of Sheriff and twice as County 
Judge.
