The Hound Dog Hookers are

Towns and cities in Kenfucky | b
are getting an extra dividend
from flood-prevention structures
built under the Small Watershed
Program, according to informa-
tion released by Homer A. Taff,
Lexington, state conservationist,
U. 8. Soil Conservation Senvice.

Last year 40 percent of the 96
small watershed projects ap-
proved for construction in the
United States included dams
that provided benefits to urban
people, in addition to checking
floods, Loeal people helped un-
derwrite impoundments by shatr-
ing the added cosis for larger
structures to provide water for
homaes, tries, recreation,
fish and wildlife

(No Floyd county community
has yet benefitted from the
watershed program, but hope of
benefits under the Appalachian
Program is higher than herefo-
fore.)

Mr. Taff's report indicated
that in the early days of fhe
program barely 15 percent aided
non-agricultural water uses.
Land treatment and SCS-de-
signed floodwater retarding
structures were begun 10 years
ago under Congressional author-
ity given by Public Law 566.
