Infectious hepatitis is a com-
meon, contagious disease caused
by a virus. Statistics show it to
be a cyelic disease, with peaks
occurring every ten years. Ken-
fucky's peak year in the current
eyele was 1961, At the end of Sep-
tember, 1865, 639 cases had been
reported to the State Department
of Health,

The disease is spread when a
virus from the feces of a patient
is transferred. usually by unclean
hands, to another person or to
some object which will eventually
gome in contact with a person’s
mouth. Epidemics have fre-
guently been related to contam-
inated water, food and milk.

The beginning symptoms are
similar to those of many other
infectious diseases. Fever, loss of

‘fever usually abates after & few

days and other symptoms develop
and become noticeable to the pa-
tient, jaundice, for one. This yel-
lowing of the patient's skin and
the whites of the eves is caused
by bile which escapes info the
blood from the infected liver,
which is greatly altered in its
normal function. Dr. Hall warns
that any person having these
symptoms should contact a phy-
sician immediately.

In infants and children the di-
sease is usually mild. However,
older people and pregnant wom-
eén experience symptoms of
greater severity and usually re-
quire six to eight weeks to re-
cover, Treatment consists of
special diet and bed rest. A re-
lapse may occur if normal activ-
ity is resumed too early and can
be more damaging than the orig-
inal illness.

Unfortunately there is no vacei-
nation for the prevention of hep-
atitis, but an injection of gamma
globulin may be given to provide
immunity for several weeks.
When an outbreak threatens a
the American Red
through the State Health
Department and county depart-
of health, furnish free
gamma globulin for persons hv-
ing in the same household with
an infected persen.

Dr. Hall said that good personal
hygiene is the most important
factor in preventing the spread
of infeetious hepatitis. Hands
should be washed thoroughly
after each use of the toilet and
before eating. Children should be
cautioned against placing objects
or fingers in their mouth. Com-
munity sanitation, high standards
of sewage disposal, and proper
purification of water are neces-
sary if this disease is to be elim-
inated.

Teachers and other school per-
sonnel should be acquainted with
the early symptoms of the disease
in children and, if suspected,
should tell the parents of the sus-
pected children that they be ex-

‘amined by a physician immed-

iately. Dr. Hall said. All children
having hepatitis should remain
away from school as long as the
symptoms remain and should be
examined by a physician before
refurning to school.

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FOOD, WATER NEED

“The greatest problem in the
world today is how to meet the
challenge of the rapidly exploding
world population,” said State
Natural Resources Commissioner
J. 0. Matlick as he opened the
fifth annual Conservation Con- |
gress in Liouisville last Thursday.

“The human race is doubling
in numbers every 35 years,'” Mat-
lick said. ““That means the world
food supply must be doubled.”

Maftlick also said the demand
for water in the U, 8. will double
by 1980. “*By the year 2000 we will
be using 900 billion gallons per
day, or 90 percent of the then-
available total national supply.”

About 500 people attended the
two-day congress at the Sheraton
Hotel. Theme of this year’s meet-
ing was the social and economic
aspects of natural resources de-
velopment,

Matlick said the biggest popu-
lation increase—more than 100%,
will come in ‘“‘the less-developed
nations where they don't have
adequate food supply today."”

He noted that the vast increase
in food production must be|
achieved at a time when nearly
all of the virgin lands of the
world already have been hrought
into production.

“A dilemma facing the Western
world,” Matlick said, “is that the
Communist countries, including‘

Referring fo the prolonged
drought in the Northeastern
states, Matlick said ‘““We here in
Kentucky have always felt secure
by the fact that we have an an-
nual rainfall of 45 inches and 11,-
000 miles of streams.

augmentation (reservoir water)
had not been available, then we

| Frankfort, Ky. — Governor Ed-
|ward T. Breathitt has announced
approval by the Appalachian Re-
gional Commission of a $6,880,000
expansion program for vocational
education in Eastern Kentucky.
The 12-state commission
awarded Kentucky $5,450,000 in
federal funds from the Appalach-
jan Regional Development Act
and the Vocational Education Act
of 1963. The remaining $1,430,000
will be put up by local groups and
by the state.

Breathitt co-chairman of the
commission, said the application
was approved “exactly as we sub-
mitted it.”

“Approval of this proposal rep-
resents a big forward step for
Kentucky,” Breathitt said. “By
further uplifting the technical
capabilities of our Eastern Ken-
{tucky people, the overall eco-
|nomic level of the entire area
\will be raised. This is the first
proposal of its type approved by
the Commission.”’

The funds will be used to fi-
nance the first phase of a three-
phase program for the develop-
ment of vocational education fa-
cilities in Kentucky's Appalach-
ian area.
