We join the Governor in
wanting to see the coal business flourish in Ken-
tucky. Our desires for a prosperous coal industry

PROGRAM BEING PLANNED

Frankfort, Ky. — Kentucky's
Department of Health plans fo
begin a new cancer detection
program for women with the
help of a $270,000 budget item
now being considered by the
Legislature.

Dr. Russell Teague, commis-
sioner of health, said that 240
Kentucky women die each year
of cancer of the cervix.

“These are needless deaths
- which could have been prevented
by early detection and treai-
'ment,”” Dr. Teague said.

The legislature® would provide
for a statewide cervical cytology
program, administered by the
| State Health Department -and co-
ordinaied by local county health
departments, the commissioner
said.

The testing is a simple, pain-
less procedure and would pro-
vide for testing 40,000 welfare
| recipients and medically-indi-
' gent persons who could not af-
ford to pay for the festing, he
| said.
| “This figure could be

more

' than doubled with the help of |

| various federal grants and we
]are exploring ways to achieve
| the best matching money ratio,”
1 he added.

:Teague. the state Cancer Advis-
iory Coordinating Committee rec-

| very important step forward in

tims.”” The committee is com-

tucky Medical Association be-

“Cancer of the cervix is no re-
specter of age although the inci-
dence of disease is higher in
older women who. have borne
Teague said. *‘One
young mother, 23 years old, was
tested and found to have the di-
sease."’

For several vears, cancer ac-
tivities in Kentucky have cen-
tered around the colleetion of
cancer statistics, a biopsy test-
ing program for the indigent (on
a confract basis with private
laboratories) and educational
activities urging persons fo get
examinafions from doctors when
they recognize one of cancer’s
danger signals.

In the spring of 1964, the
Health Department began assist-
ing three local health officers
with a pilot cervical cytology
program.

In one four-county area in Ap-
palachia,. one..health officer
tested 300 women for the disease.
Of 20 suspect cases, nine proved
\malignant. All nine patients,
'who would have died if their
|conditions were not diagnosed,
|were treated and are alive
day, Teague said.

Cervical cancer took the lives
lof 14,000 women across the
icountry last year, Dr. Teague
reported.

How-
ever, if we can detect and pre-
