Practically all 
the w1ork of the::~e mines is done on a piece-work 
oasis, and improved tools, equipment and tech­
niques have made possible greatly increased pro­
duction per man-day. ln the last three or four year , 
we are told, earnings have increased an average 
of about $6 a day.

that average.

And workerB in Floyd county's small mines have 
another benefit that not all such miners in other 
counties enjoy: 98% of the employees in aU mines 
of the county have the full benefits of the UMW A 
Welfare Fund. 

A small percentage of those employed in these 
·mailer mines-men who meet physical require­
ments and have the necessary aptitudes-"grad­
uate" to the payrolls of the larger, highly mecha­
nized mining operations. In the past two years new 
mechanized operations have been tarted in the 
county, and they have enlisted their work force 
almost entirely from truck mines. 

The recent combination of large, modern, mecha­
nized operations, plus smaller but efficient and 
well-equipped truck mines, gives Floyd county a 
firmer, sounder, better established coal industry 
offering employment to men of varY'ing age groups, 
skills and abilities. Coal research, opening penna­
nent usages for coal beyond its traditional use as 
fuel in its rav,· form, and the huge tonnage being 
required by power companies in the generation of 
electricity serve to paint a brighter picture for 
coal, a picture which will not quickly fade as in 
the past. All this is a happy augury for what yet 
remains Eastern Kentucky's basic industry. 

The prospects for a stable and growing coal in­
dustry, with new opportunities for the young in 
the areas of engineering, administration and the 
like, are brighter today than in many year . 

All these factors coru;idered, it does not appear 
to us reasonable to believe that men who are com­
petent and able to find employment in the coal \n­
dustry would be sati::~fied with the uncertain status 
of the unemployed fathers program.

This is pure fiction! We, the ordinary voters, will never vote on the question of stale 
liquor stores until the State Legislature enacts a Ia w providing for such a vote. And re· 
member this - the Kentucky Legislature, only a few months ago, failed to take that ac­
tion. 

5. TH SE WHO MAY THINK LICENSE FEES 
CHA GED T HISKEY AND BEER 
RETAILER OULD LOWER THEIR TAXES. 

Let's not be fooled by such unsound a1·guments. Let's study the figures. Floyd coun· 
ty may have one whiskey store for each 2,500 population. That would be 17 stores. The 
license fee for each may not exceed $600. Simple multiplication will prove that from 
liquor stoles the county would derive $10,200 in license fees.

Each of these would 
pay a license not to exceed $50. Again multiplication tells the story - $10,000 from the 
beer dealers. 

That would make a total of $20,200 to Floyd county, less the fees charged by the 
cities of Prestonsburg and Martin. Do you i:hink that will reduce taxes? Do you think it 
will even pa y the Jailer and the increased number of peace officers who will be needed 
to police our highways and streets - not to mention the cost of automobile wrecks, hos· 
pital and funeral bills? 

Let's be sensible. If money is all that counts - if we are willing to sac1·ifice home, 
children, morals, honor, everything on the altar of Mammon - let's go all the way and 
license the prostitutes, the thieves and all othen who commit crimes in spite of the law.
